Having decided to take a short holiday 
I boarded the Stmir. May Queen at 
Indiantown, from thence proceeding up 
the St. John river, through magnificent 
scenery, which we found Capt. Brannen 
snd son every ready to dilate upon.

WasHINGTON, Sept. 2.—General Otis 
today cabled the war department a des- 
patch which he received from General 
Hughes, commanding ‘the American 
forces at Iloilo.

Argo Gula, a most important bandit 
strongheld, killing twenty one, wounding 
many, and capturing large quantities of 
supplies, complete reloading shells, spears 
etc. Feat remarkable as the town was 
accessible by a road almost perpendicular 
and were constantly under fire for 
one thousand feet.
