It will be apparent to those who give all the cireum- 
sunees of the case a dispassionate considerntion that the 
est step has not been taken towards bringing home this 
supposed order to Dr Webster's hands—~pamely the 
dentifiention of the body, Until tus is done, no one can 
be tried for murder. But farther, should the bady ta 
wentified—or rather the dotilated ragments of the bady 
~as that of Pr. Parkman, still we should not be 100 re- 
dv to conclude that Professor Webster inst neccessarily 
have been the miderer. His previous good character, 
high standmg in society, anuable qualities, and domestic 
relations, should all have their full weight in his fuvour 2 
aid it should only be under the most iretragable proof 
that we should believe in his guilt, 
We speak thus because it seems to uz that there ie 

great danger in the present ex®ited state of public feeling, 
of prejudicing the ease and under the startling influence 
of the extraordinary developments which bave been 
made, forgetting ant a long lite of consistent upri 
should protect adonan’s character fron: condemnatio 
he is clearly proved guilty. 
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
