COLLISION ON THE ATLANTIC, AND AWEFUL
LOSS OF LIFLE!

The steam ship Fuwropa, Capt. Lott, arvived at Liver-
pool on the 1st July, in the short passage of' 10 diye and
{= hiours from Boston, We rogret to sinte that an aw-
ful aceident oceurred on the passage, by runiing down at
sea the Anierican barque Charles Bartlett, by which ca-
tastrophe 134 hives were Jost! 1t appears that on the 27th
ult., about 700 miles 1o the westward of Cape Cloar, the
ISuropu came in collision with the bargue Charles Burtien,
a dense fog prevailing at the time, which prevented those
on board ot either vessel from seeing beyvonda fow yards:
the Europa siriking her amidships and euiting sn awful
chasu in her side, killing several persons on boad, "The
barque immediately began to settle down, and i a few
minutes sunk. 'T'he scene during those few moments
was appalling in the extreme. A crowd of snifering
wrewches, maimed and broken by the collision, lay cdeud
or dyving at the spot where the bows of’ Furopa had en-
tered. Some of the individuals who erowded the decks
appoaved penic-stricken, others ran shriching to and {ro
i despair, while some rushed forward and eagerly seized
upon the oprortunities which were prescuted for giving
them a chance of satety. "Uhe most swrenuous excrtions
were made on the instant by all on bourd the uropa for
resguing from the imminent peril which pressed aipon
them as many individuals as possible.  Hand-buoys and
ropes were thrown over, boats were lowered, and cver)
man was busy in those few fearfnl minutes in yescuing
the stroggling sufierers {rom the waves. Yet with all

the exertions that could be used, only 45 individuals were
gaved out of 177, who had recently been alive on board
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ihe unfortunate ship.  Awmong those preserved were the
