The famous
Axminster, Wilton, and Kilderminster manufac-
tare is the growth of the last hundred years. The
weaver’s, otherwise called the Dutch loom engine,
was brought into use in London, from Holland in |
or aboatthe year 1677 ; since when, the gcneral
principle of the loom has heen infinitely varied by
mechanical ingenuity, There are about‘two hun-
dred and fifty thousand hand-looms in Great Brit-
ain, and seventy-five thousand power looms, each
being equal to three hand looms making twenty-
two yards each per day.
