keep out of the difficulty. Russia is alleged to be 

almost as unfriendly to Austria as France is. Prus- 

sia would occupy much the same position as Eng- 

Jand at the first, although the Austrian assert that 

they can rely on her immediate support. If the 

war were to pass the [talian frontier to the north, 

there ean be little deubt that she would take the 

field against France. Thc impending war in ltaly, 

therefore, may before long turn into a general Eu- 

ropean war, and of this the probability is so great 

that the most intense interest new hangs on the 

movements of the parties more immediately con- 

cerned. By any mail we may learn that the thun- 

der-cloud has burst which is to deluge Europe with 

blood. On all hands it is agreed that war cannot 

be averted longer than the spring, but a popular 

move in Italy may precipitate it sovner.—Scottish 

American Journal.

When an outlying territory advances in Jape 

tion, it is not subdued asa conquest, but admitted 

within the pale of the confederation. Thus a po- 

litical fraternity is recognized, which prevents all 

unworthy motives to eupidity or ambition. This 

is one of the causes of the rapid growth of the 

United States. Had the constitution of the origi- 

pal thirteen States been exclusive, new populations 

would never have massed themselves around their 

borders, fearing to be enslaved or annexed when 

they became wealthy ; but no such fears were en- 

tertained, industry being certain of its reward, 

and the small capitalist and laborer assured that 

the land which they had reclaimed would in due 

time be erected into an independent State, and 

form a co-ordinate and co-equal part of the eowm- 

mon Republic. In some such consideration now is 

the North American territory, which contains 

one-ninth of the whole area of the globe, comp
u- 

ted at 37,000,000 square miles. Of this total, Ca-! 

nada measures 400,000 square miles; New Brun-| 

swick 28,000; Nova Scotia 19,000; Prince Ed- 

ward’s Island 2,000 : and Newfoundland 27,000, 

—in the whole, 486,000 square miles. From the 

Atlantic to the Pacific are 4,000,000 square miles 

of territory. For the fature settlement of this im- 

mense country statesmanship is now ealled upon 

to provide, and Sir E. Bulwer Lytton has com- 

menced the gigantic task by founding British Co- 
lumbia, either to remain a separate kingdom or 
form an integral part of a mighty confederation.
