The meeting of Synod beld in this Town has been

- attended by eighteen Ministers and a comiclemblc;

number of Elders. The Ministers bave, during their
stay here, preached in several pulpits and stwations, |
outside of their own connexion, creating a nost
favorable impression on all hands.  In the Synod,
after the opening sermon had been preached by the
retiring Moderator, Rev. William Alves, A. M.,
the Rev. James Salmon was chosen Moderator for
the ensuing year, and presided at all the subscquent
meeting® Rev. James Bennet is permanent Clerk
of Synod. There was an animated debate on the
question of instrumental music in churches, at a
portion of whieh we had the good fortune to be
present. The discussion was conducted with marked
ability and excellent feeling. It is very evident,
however, that several of the Preshyterian Ministers
are still strongly opposed to the use of organs or
other msatruments in their churches. The interests
of the Woodstock College received much attention,
and it was unanimously agreed that the thanks of
the Synod should be tendered to those members of
the House of Assembly, who supported the claims
of the Institution for a provincial grant; to the
Moderator of the Synod of last year for his efforts
in the matter, and to the Editor of the Colonial
Presbyterian {or the representations made in that
Journal upon the subject.

The committee on Education, we learn, intend to
take the most effectual steps to promote and extend
the efliciency of the Institution. which is increasing
in the number of its pupils, several of whom are

He asked if Government had information ol
its authenticity, and if it had protested against it.
| He also asked if there was any truth in rumors of
'mediation of France and England.  The success of
such mediation would depend greatly upon the
' manner in which and time at which it wes offeved;
but he trusted Government was in a position to
aive the subject favorable consideration. Iarl Rus-
sell said that from Lord Lyons® despatches, Gov-
crnment believed the Proclamation was authentie,
but with respect to any action of the United States
government, in way ol approval or disapproval,they
had no information. Lord Lyons made no repre-

| jeet, nor did he appear to have any official intorma-
tion upon the Proclamation upon which he could
do so. For his own part he (Russell) hoped the
American Government would, for its own sake, re-
fuse its sanction to, and disavow the Proeclamation.
It was important to the whole world that the vsage
of war should not he aggeravated by proclainations
of this character. Iie then gave an explanation of
the treatment Proclamation referred to,but thought
such Proclamation addressed to a foree which had
just capiured a hostile town, was likely to lead to
areat brutality ;  he therclore thought the explana-
tion was no defence fuor such Proclamation, and he
sincerely hoped the American Government would
disavow it.  With respeet to the ramor of medin-
tion, he was glad the question bad been put, for
rumours were likely to lead to mach mischief. Ier
Majesty's Government had not made proposals to
France, nor French Government to England, nor
had any commuunication on the subject passed be-
tween the Governments.  Without however giving
any opinion as to the propriety of offering media-
tion at some [uture time, if circamstances prove fa-
vorable, he must say at present 1t appeared to him
most inopportunce ; he conceived that with the em-
bittered state of feeling in America, it would not
only lead to no good, but retard the time for such
offer being favorably made.

In the House of Commons on the 13th, Sir. J.
Elphinstone asked if Government had any informa-
tion of a Federal steamer having fired upon an En-
clish and French steamer, killing the Captain of the
latter, as news to that effect had just been received
at Lloyds.  Palmerston suaid he had received no io-
| formation on the suhbject,

Sir G. Lewis stated that a six hundred pounder
Armstrong Gun was being constructed, and would
shortly be experimented with.

Sir J. Walsh made enquirics as to authenticity
of Butler's Proclamation. Ile denounced it as re-
pugnant to the feclings of the 19th eentury, and
moved for any correspondence on the subject.  Mr.
Gregory deprecated any fussy or meddling interfle-
' rence in aflairs of Foreign States, and entirely dis-
approved of homilies, whieh were contiually being
read to Foreign Powers by Her Majesty’s Govern-
ment, This however was an exceptional case. A
Proclamation had been issued by a U. S. General,
repugnant to decency, civilization and humanity,
which was to be put in force aganst people to
whom we were connected by every tie of family,
language and religion. It was the duty ot Gov-
lernment to protest against such proclamation, and
appeal to the moral sense of the world against an
joutrage =0 wicked, so inexcusable and so useless.

' Proclamation without feclings of the deepest indig-
‘nation. (Cheers.) It was a Proclamation to which
