With one mind the
people ot Santiago demanded that the building
should be razed to the ground and had not Govern- |
ment issued an order to this effect notwithstanding |
the most strenuous efforts of the priests most cer- |
tainly the people would have done the work them- |
selves ; and now a strugzle goes on between the
priests and people; the former, if possible, to regain
the power and influence they have lost, and the peo-
