She was about 200 tons
barthan, and full of men. The dhow immedi-
ately bore up and made for the pinnace, to ran
ber down. 'The crew of the latter received her
with a volley of musketry, and when she struck
the boat, Lieut. Rising, commanding the pin-
nace, ordered his inen to board. Some very
bard fighting suecceded, when the ecatter, in the
pnick of time, boarded at the stemn, and the
Axabs, sceing all was lost, jumped overboard,
at least all of them left able to do so. The
coxswain of the pionace was speared through
the body, and several of the seamen weie
wounded.
