Free LaBoR 1N Jamaica.--Probably no coun-
try has been e subject of more misrepresenta-
tion, or suffered more from misunderstanding of
her real condition than Jamaica. Since the time
when ewancipation was declared by the British
Parliament the prejudices of slavery have par-
sucd her with unflaigging severity. Some recent
statistics which we find in the New York 7T'ri-
bune are of interest at this time. - The population
tour years ago was 346,000, of which the blacks
are 7Y per cent., the mixed race 13, and whites
3. O! the blacks about 30,000 are resident in
the towns, the same number are employed upon
the three hundred sugar plantations, and the
others live upon small homesteads purchased
since the emaucipation. There are 80,000 ot
these homesceads, averaging three acres apiece,
which at the lowest price of land in the 1sland
are worth 85 000,000, The stock. farniture and
portabie property of the proprietors is estunated
at 4,000,000 more, making a property of $10,-
000.000 accumulated from nothing within a
quarter of u cenvury. It is found, also, that the
people have considerable sums 1n savings banks,
and the revenue is 1,400,000 in gold, three-
tourths of which 18 paid by the blacks. DBesides
the Anglo-Jamnican Church, which is supported
by the State, they have 120 ministers of different
denommatiovs, and they pay no ove less than
$500 per annum. They bave built over 200
churehes, some of them elegant and substantial
structures, costing from $5,000 to $15,000 each,
one-hall of which was contributed by the blacks.
[t 18 true that through the breaking up of many
ot the lurge sugar estates, and through an ohsti-
nate refusal to give the laborers fair pay and
treatment, the production of sugar has failen off
Many of the estates were burdened with mort-
gages and ruined by hard management, but no
instance has been shown in which cultivation
was abandoned because [ree negroes could not he
hired to work. Nothwithstanding these difficul-
ties, Jamarea nuw exporis annually about 30.000
tons of suzar, 20,000 puncheons ot rum, 7.000,-
000 Ibe. coffec, nearly 1.000.000 ibs. of ginger,
and 5,000,000 ibs. of pimento, hesides a consid-
erable quantity of dyewoods and hard wood, ar-
rowroot, honey and becswax. All this repre-
sents the industry of the blacks, for as a rule the
negroes are the only agricultural laborers in the'
country. But in addition t» the exports they
raise large quantities of ground provisions and
other articles of domestic consumption. - All the
sugiar and all the coffee consumed on the island
18 produced by them. 'They grow tobaceo . they
rawse pigs and poultry ; and they supply the
 markets alt over the isiana with fully nine-tenths
of the vegetables sold in them, and it is a fact
which admits of no dispute, that it only needs

Jumaica.

This state of things affords the best encourage-
went to us that the blaek man, with the leasy
show of fuir treatment, can earn a living for him-
self, and is ready snd anxious to work for pay.
A recent mass meeting was held in Jamaiea to

the country. It 1s probable that the negroes of
that island have received less protection at the
hanis of the home Government than the freed-
men of the South wiil get from ours,and yet they
have prospered. No facts have yet been adduced
from any source which tend to prove that, go far
as the negro is concerned, emancipation will not
