HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY. 
FreprrictToN, April 29. 

After the introduction of a number of bills and 

petitions, and the transaction of the usual formal 

business of the House this morning, Mr. Ory 

moved the Order of the Day, the consideration 
of the Address in Reply to the Governor's Speech 

which, together with the Speech itself, was read 

by paragraphs, without comment, until the 5th 
paragraph was reached, when, quite unexpected- 
ly, Mr. GiLBerT, Who has been looked upon as a 

supporter of the Government, having been elec- 

ted on the same ticket as two members of the 

Administration, rose and with some force denoun- 

ced the tone of the Speech almost in every detail, 

both in regard to what is foreshadowed and what 

is altogether omitted. He considered it the duty 

of the Government to bring forward some meas- 

ures of reform ; to apply the praning knife close- 

ly to many of the public departments, many of 

which might be entirely dispensed with; the 

Chief Commissioner of Public Works, he thought 

might discharge the duties of the Surveyor Gen- 

eral’s office as well as those of the Post Office de- 

partment, and both these offices, with their ex- 

pensive array of officials, thus be dispersed with. 

Any money appropriated to Militia purposes 

would be a useless waste ; and there was no re- 

ference to a scheme of Colonization, which was 

of the greatest importance to a young country 

like New Brupswick. Railway extension he saw 

was r.ot to be entered upon. He thought the 

people of St. John would not tolerate this, nei- 

ther would the people of the Eastern section of 

the Province, who were clamorous for the filling 

up of the gap to the Nova Scotia boundary. He 

did not understand what existing legislation pre- 

vented the immediate prosecution of railway 

works. 
Mr.OTTY, the mover of the Address, replied in 

a short speech, saying that the Company organ- 

ized for the building of a railway to the West- 

ward ot St. John was doingall it could to further 

the work, and it would not be fair to that Com- 

pany to take away its Act of Incorporation until 

it had a fair trial. 
The hon. Mr. Swmite, the leader of the Govern- 

ment, was surprised at the conduct of his bon. 

colleague, with whom he had fought side by side 

in a severe political contest, and he believed the 

people of Westworland would also be surprised 

to find that his first voice and vote in the new 

House was one of murmuring and fault-finding 

against the Government which had only been in 

power a couple of weeks. It had not yet an op- 

pourtunity to shape its policy on general subjects, 

but in relation to railway works there were two 

reasons why Government would not now under- 

take their construction, the first of which was the 

existence of an agreement between the late Gov- 

ernment and Mr. Livesey for Building railway 

connection with Nova Scotia, which arrangement 

the present Government was bound to carry out 

in its integrity. Then there was the St. Joho 

Company, the President of which was now in 

England on business in connection with the work, 

and as the Charter of that Company had ouly 

about one year to run, he thought it best to let 

it expire before taking up the work which the 

Company was organized to perform. 
Mr. MeMinran, the late Surveyor General, 

thought it strange that the present Government 

should attach so mueh importance to the Rail- 

way bounty Bill of last session, which Mr. Smith 

and his colleagues in the Government had then 

declared inoperative and useless. It was a poor 

excuse to offer for not proceeding with a work to 

which they had pledged themselves on the hus- 

tings. 

The Cuter Coxisstoneg of the Board of Works 
defended the policy of the Government, and was 

rather severe upon Mr. Gilbert because he dared 

to oppose the Government. 

After dioner, Mr. McCrLeraxy made a short 

but sensible anl judicious speech, in which he 
took the Government to task not only for the 

wording of the Address, but also for the absurd 

ground taken by its prominent members, in sup- 

posing that every member elected to oppose Con- 
federation is bound to support the Government 

in all its acts. Confederation having been dis- 
posed of, he considered every hon. member at {ib- 
erty to act as he pleased on general matters.

The Counci] to-day resumed the discussion of 

Dr. Troxpsox hoped the House would not waste 

‘work that was not absolutely necessary. 
Messrs. DesBrisay and HurcurssoN opposed

The Government, he said, was called upon to in- 
itiate some measures which would tend to arrest 
the departure of 80 many young men and old men 

from our shores, and to develope the resources of 

the country, and give employment to its inhabi- 

tants. The coal mines; the iron mines; the in- 

dustrial resources of the country generally, vast 
in cxtent and rich in value, could not be proper- 

ly worked without the extension of our railways. 
He referred to the Iron Works of Carleton Coun- 
ty as an stance where a great industrial enter- 
prise was resiricted in its operations because of 
the want of a cheap and rapid mode of transpor- 
tation to the sea, and of conveying the ore and 
fuel to the works. Ile said that had a fair chance 
been given the people at the late clections, Con- 
federation would not bave been defeated but 
would have been carried by a three-fourths vote. 
He condemned the formation of an anti-Confed- 
eration Government : the administration should 

have been formed with a view to the promotion 
of the geveral interests of the Province. He 
spoke of the importance of a Banking system, es- 
tablished vn a sound basis ; he characterized the 
proposed Militia appropriatiofs as a useless waste 
of mney, if made 1n view of defending us from 
the power of the United States, the magnitude of 
whose power he dwelt upon, referring to the 
tribute to the memory of the late President, con- 

tained in the Speech 4s otic whioh he heartily en. 
dorsed. 

Mr. WiLnor indicated that Government have 
in contemplation a scheme with regard to the 

currency of the country. He deplored the idea 

that the hands of the Government should be bound 
in relation to railway extension or should not be 
in a position, if a Company could not be found 
to undertake the work, to proceed with the work 
which the people are so anxious for, extension of 
the railroad to conrect Nova Scotia and the Amer- 
ican boundary. 
Mr. SurToN thought the Government disposed 

to undertake too much when they indicated their 
policy to be to build Western Extension aiter the 
declaration made by one hon. member for York, 
that he would not consent to any measure which 
did not provide sleeper for sleeper, rail for rail, 
shovel for sl:ovel for each of the extensions. 

Mgr. Neepuayx made a lengthy speech covering 
Confederation, and all the various subjects refer- 

red to in the Speech. 
Mr. MeMiLnan said that the Western Exten- 

sion Railway Company had not given the neces- 
gary evidence of stability and, indeed, had been 

deterred from prosecuting its labors, as otherwise 
it might, by the declarations made so generally 
by the party now in power that Western Exten- 
sion would be undertaken asa Goverment meas- 
ure. Therefore, he argued, it would be no breach 

of faith for the Government to take away’ the 

charter. if it was serious in 1ts desires to build 
the extension. 

Mr. Connery asked Mr. Smith if, supposing 
the charters of existing companies were surren- 

dered, Government would proceed to seck the ne- 
cessary legislation, it additional legislation 1s ne- 

cessary, for the consiruction of Western Exten- 

sion. 
Hon. Mr. Suith said it was quite unusual to 

answer such questions 2s to the policy of the 

(Government, previous to passing the Address. 

Mr. McCreLrAN thought the specch was not 

specific enough, and that it was not frank and 

honest enough as indicating any particular poli- 

cy. He should support the ameundwent. 
Mr. Lixpsay made another speech in which 

he declared his faith in Confederation. Ile had 

not failed to oppose the late Government when 

their measures did not accord with his opinions ; 

he should judge the present Government with 

the same candor, but he complained that the 

leaders of the present Government had misled 

the pecple about the taxation which would re- 

sult from Confederation, as when Mr. Smith 

said it would amount to $3 for every man, wo- 
man and child.
