Tue Pracue 1y Ecrorr.—The plague, which
18 reported in Russia, is creating considerable
alarm in England and France, and measures of
prevention are being discussed. The Russian
papers still deny that the disease is anything
like the-plague. They say that the rate of mor-
tality caused by typhus fever is greatly decreas-
ing, and that the illness prevailing has no epi-
dewie character, nor has it become necessary to
open fresh establishments as hospitals.  Only
the indigent classes, who live poorly and negleet
sanitary regulations. have been attacked by the
disease. The Londen ZVmes says the disease
resembies the Asiatic cholera in in its worst
form.

According to the opinions of the Russian
physicians, it is the same fever that was obzery-
cd for the first time in Scotland in the year
“1819, and denominated in that country the in-
termittent fever, from the length of the inter-
missions and prolonged attacks. This fever is
ushered in by cold shivering. alternating with
remarkable heat (from 40 deg. to 41 deg. cen-
tigrade, or 106 deg. I'zhrenheit), the pulse
beating 130. Great prostration and disorder
are observable in the nervous actions ; although
the slate of the mental facalties remain unalter-
ed ; frequent pains were felt in the head and
limbs, great pain is also felt in the left hypo-
choudriae region, and an examination of the
palpitation and pereussion proves the spleen to |
have immensely decrcased in volumne, The|
skin is yellow in color, owing to the liver being
likewise affected by the malady.  The initiatory
attack of the fever lasts from seven ‘o eight
days, and terminates with a very copious per-
fpuaticn.

After the first paroxysm, an inter-al occurs|
of seven or eight days, during which the patient
appears almost as well as ever, but at the ex-
piration of that period a second attack manifests
itself like the ficst, but accomponied with stili
greater prostration. This continues also about
seven days, terminating, like the other, with
profusc perspiration. Sometimes a third parox-
vsm deelares itsei afier a further interval of
seven Gays, one or two symptoms being a bura-
ing thirst and complete ancurism, and the pa-
tient sinks iato the most profound state of pros-
tration.  The rate of mortality is 8 per cent.,
and the vietims of this malady die duting the
second attack, usually from a kind of general
paralysis, vr through serious derangement of the
nervous organs, with real decomposition of the |
blood and an increase in the spleen. The liver
also becomes greatly eniarged, but the intestin
es, on the other haud, are either found healthy
or else hardly congestéd. :
