If the day seems ever so warm and bright, 

it is much safer to wear plenty of ander-cloth- 
ing at this season. In the evenings the dew 

falls, and it grows chilly very suddenly. At 

all times, even when it feels the warmest, one 

experiences the difference which is so marked, 

between the autumn atmosphere and that of 

summer.—There is komething more than the 

mere difference in temperature ; it may be in 

the eleotricity. An occasional fire in a room 

dries the walls and purifies the atmosphere. A 
little timely attention to all these things would 

prevent a great deal of the diseases and suffer- 

ing which are among the ills to which human- 
ity is liable.
