TERRIBLE STORY OF A Suirwn
subjoined account of the melancholy loss of the
schooner * Mary,” Capt. Wm. Pike, which left
8t. John's, N. ., on the 9th Nov., for a cargo
of limestone, have been received from a survi-
vor‘ and therefore their accuracy can be relied
@pon :—

Just before 3 a. m , in darkness, and blowing
a gale, the Capt. (Pike), being alone on deck,
wrushed down below, shouting, *“men we are all
lost—all drowned!” The three sailors. half
clothed, jumped on deck to find the vesse! close
to a black over-hanging mass of rock, and in-
stantly she struck on a sunken ledge, one man
only jumping for his life, unoble to see whether
he would alight on his feet or fall back into the
sea. Providentially, he made good his footing,

—tho vessel swung off’ instartly, before another
man could make a jump for life; but a wave
snddenly caught Ler and dashed her straight
upon the rock, smashing Lowsprit and bow to
to atoms, so that the wreck sank and was broken
by the waves to fragments. The man (laylor)
at this awful instant, when the vessel struck the
second time, jumped despairingly also for the
bare chance of life, and happily caught with his
hands a narrow ledge of rock, about the size of
the * hearth place of a fireplace.” He called to
the Captain to throw him a rope, which being
done, he held it under one foot, ard by means
of it the Captain and remaining man drew them-
selves to the ledge. Iere, in this awful situa-
tion, the three men remained twelve mortal
hours, standing upright and with difficulty pre-
venting the sea from washing them away, by
clinging to each other with one hand desperate-
ly clutching the rock with the other, (so that
Taylor’s fingers became sorcly wounded and his
nails broken off.) By God's mercy the first
man, who escaped at a few yards distant from
the rest, managed to climb the cliff of 90 feet;
—how he knows not, for, when daylight came
and he saw where he had ascended, he shudder-
ingly aeclared that he could not have done it,
had he see its dangers. This man pressed on-
ward over the land, not knowing whither he
went, for 6 miles, hoping to find_some setile-
ment ; and by God's help came te some houses
and obtained the assistance of two men, whe re-
turned with him to-see if the sea had spared
any of his shipmates; but they brought no
ropes! they came ard saw the three unforiu
nates clinging to the cliff in the fearful situation
already described—and they then returned for
ropes, 12 miles to and from thei dweilings,—
hence the loss of hife. Uteerly exbaasted, Capt.
Pike died as he was.drawn up the clifi. Taylor
was hauled 4p quite worn out, but was carried
to the houses and survived. Pearce tied two
ropes around his Captain, knowing he could not
help himself in any way whiist being pulled up
the facc of the rock—and awful torelate ! before
the rope could be lowered again, the poor fellow
was washed off by the sea! Ie sank! but we
trust to rise again as suddenly to a glorious re-
ward for his uoble deed of charity te his dying
Captain.

t should be added, that the three men, dur-
ing their twelve hours of mortal agony on the
face of the clifi, cxpecting erch moment to be
their last, spent their time in prayer.
