The public voice is calling loud- 
ly and unmistikeably for reciprocity with Ca- 
nada, and there is every prospect of a speedy 
reestablishment of commercial relations between 
the two countries. The Reciprocity treaty be- 
tween Canada and America was annulled in 
1866. Under its provisions trade and commerce 
were flourishing. It is stated that between the 
years 1852 and 1866 they had been augmented 
by over 300 per cent. That a country profes- 
sing to be progressive, enlightened and liberal 
should have put an end to a convention under 
which itis rapidly developing commercial activity 
was too strange to have occurred without the 
stimulus of some powerful motives. These were 
the hopes of increasing the revenue by the cus- 
toms duties, and the coercion of Canada into 
union with America. Twelve hundred miles of 
frontier available for smuggling have dissipated 
the first. As to the second, it was possibly open 
to assumption that, when the coal producers of 
Nova Scotia, the lumbermen of the Ottawa, the 
grain raisers of the Dominion and the fish mer- 
chante of the coast should fecl the inconvenient 
difference between intimate and remote com- 
mercial relations with the United States, a con- 
current and irresistable desire would possess them 
for absorption into the system of their wealthy 
and flourishing neighbors. - But this castle was 
built in the air. The feeling, the bearing and 
the reply of the Canadians differed very greatly 
from the expectations formed. They objected 
to American debt. They disliked American in- 
stitutions. They were not pleased with Ame- 
rican modes of doing business. The virtual reply 
to the covert invitation was—if you want Cana- 
da you must take it first, and hold it afterwards. 
Canada had, in fact, a great game to play her- 
self. Ideas altogether incompatible with those 
propounded were entertained and put in force. 
With the full concurrence of England steps 
were to be taken calcnlated to raise the Domi- 
nion virtually, into the rank and to the dignity 
of a great nation. This has been dome. The 
two games have been played to their foreseen 
conclusion, and the losers could but reshufile the 
cards and try their luck in another adventure, 
adopting a differentstyle of play.-— London Post, 
5th inst.

Itisonly a few weeks ago that 
bill-boards of this city were plackcarded with 
the announcement that “an American Eagle 
had just escaped from a British Bastille,” and 
that the man who had seen the inside of a Dub- 
lin jail and a Newgate cell, and alterwards su 
ped with ail the nobility of Merry England, 
would address the Irish-American citizens of 
Lawrence that evening on the subject of * The 
downfall of English tyranny and freedom of 
Ireland.” Five thousand representatives of the 
Celtic race rushed that night to the City Hall 
to hear the sayings of this wonderful lunatic, and 
many were the cheers that arese from Irish 
throats as he told them of his fearful adventures 
and hair-bredth escapes from the “Johnny's” 
over the water—how he frightened the English 
government into the freedom of Costillo and 
Warren, and how he swore in the guard of 150 
English soldiers, that were detailed to land him 
in safety at Dublin jail, as fenian brothers, — 
One, among the many predictions of this head 
representative of the I. B. on that night, was, 
that the human being that lived to see the 4th 
of March, 1872, would see the flag of “ Ould 
Ireland ” floating majestically stor Duchifainin 
Palace, and the Presidential Chair filled by 
George Francis Train.

But deep melodious, roll- 
ing laughter, that rises and falls like a wave— 
can that belong to an artful nature 7 Possibly 
it may We have never known but a single 
instance in which a sweet, and wholesome laugh 
was insincere ; and in this case it was, we sus- 
peet, more a habit contracted in society, than 
a real taint of disposition. There may be silly 
laughter and much of it, but there is full as 
much silly sobriety. A boy that laughs at no- 
thing shows a kind of exhuberance of nature. 
But a man who will not laugh upon a just cause 

manifests a lean and barren nature. It is what 
musicians call eiphering—as when one touches 
a key on the organ, and the pipe does not 
sound. 

Mirth and merriment have 2 bad name among 
sober folks ; but so do sober people among the 
merry. Kach pities the other. One because 
his opposite does laugh and the other because 
he does not. We take sides with—well, for 
the time being, we take sides with the Fratern- 
ity of the Laugh. If there be sin, it must in- 
here in the manner of doing it and not in the 
quality of mirth. That it is the inspiration of 
the mind, and not a mere muscular and animal 

chuckle, is shown by the fact that animals be- 
low man do not laugh. They are not highly 
enough endowed. They have no soul, no moral 
sentiment, little complexity of mind, out of 
which arise those curious junctures or crossings 
of ideas, which awaken laughter An animal 
is not mortal and cannot laugh. A man is im- 
mortal and can laugh. As long as the flesh 
predominates, laughing is impossible ; add a 
soul, and the creature begins to laugh. It is a 
superior attribute. It comes along with Con- 
science, Hope and Faith ; and if it will only 
keep in their company, laughing will always 
prove a means of grace. 
We are displeased with the low and unworthy 

functions sometime apologetically assigned to it. 
It is good for digestion, it is said; it is a moderate 
excicise,—as if like a sneeze, it was purely a 

physical phenomenon. But a laugh is born of 
a thought a sneeze of only a tickle. Sneezing 
is an affection of the nose and parts adjacent, 
But laughter is the child of the soul. It springs 
from the immortal part, and the whole body is 
bat an organ of expression. Every true laugh- 
er knows that when he laughs till he coughs, 

with shaking, till he is deaf,—in short, till the 
body has exhausted all its means of expressing 
delight, that the idea which caused all this tu- 
mult has not exhausted itself, nor has it been 
satisfied with the inarticulate expression of laugh- 
ter. It is the soul that laughs first and most, and 
the body but reverberates the echoes. Laugh- 
ing is good for digestion. But this is the least 
and lowest of its good offices. 

Iv is a soul-cleanser  /t cannot endure shams, 
It loves humored ways among the thoughts ; 
and when conceits have slowly turned to deccits 
and partial and unfair notions are choking up 
the soul, and unworthy feelings are depositing 
soot along the soul’s pasages, a genuine laugh 
is like a fire in a foul chimney.
