A STRANGE RACE OF MEN.—At the rece 

meeting of the American Scientific Association 
held at Salem, Mass., Prof. Bickmore, of Madi | son University, read an interesting paper on the Almees, or Hairy Men of Yesso, halien { and Kurile Islands.” It has long been knewt Le snd, that a race of men lives in those island: wl «bodies are so profusely covered with hair : ) called hairy men. Prof, Bickmore, during all his travels over the eastern and northern parts of Asia, visited Yesso, the most northern of the Japan groups. From Hakodadi, its chief city, he travelled northward over a mountain chain and came down to Vol. cano bay, so named by Commodore Perry's ex. pedition, on account of the many volcanoes alo its shores. Following round this bay to its he he came to a village of these strange peop Their houses are made ofa framework of sticks, and covered with millet straw or coarse hay.— The walls are only four feet high, and holes in these under the eaves serve for windows. They have no benches or stools. A few boards and sticks resting on stones or blocks of wood, and covered with the skin of some wild animal, form their only lounges and beds, Their cooking utensils are comprised of a few iron pots obtain- ed from the Japanese, and their dishes are all made of wood, or from the valves of large shells. Their only clothing is manufactured strip- ping off the bark off a tree and removing the brous inner layers, which are twisted between the thumb and forefinger into a continuous line of the size of a mackerel line, To weave cloth from this cord, a number of pieces of it are fast. cned at one end to a post, and at the other end to a stick, which is held up horizontally. The filling is then passed through from the right to the left, and then vice versa, All the cloth they have is manufactured in this slow and laborious manner. Their dress consists of a loose cloak and dressing gown.

tled, called Almana, is much the largest, and ig a town of four hundred inhabitants. It js the
