Rliscellancous.

The sun, as it now appears, is covered with
large and numereus spots, some of which isabout
as long as one-twenty-eight of the solar diameer,
although astronome:s give no hint of its area.
This spot is black at the centre, and bas ser-
rated edges, whilst its penumbra is wavy at
the edge, aud stretebes in a curve to the right,
preserving the general shape of the umbra. There
are several indislinct spots to the left, and the
whole gystem of them is rspidly undergoing
‘hange. Amother group, about an eighth of the
sun’s diameter, foilowed the one just spoken of,
coming from the eastern limb in the northern
hemisphere. The penumbra of this contained
separate umbrze, which were all intensely black.
