In the three centuries which have
since elasped, labor has been e nstantly pro-
gressing more rapidly than capital, until at the
present time the supremacy of the latter has be-
come extremely doubtful, and many of the most
careful thinkers of the age prophesy the speedy
arrival of the day when the present wages sys-
tem must be abandoned for a co-operative sys-
tem, in which labor shall enter into partnership
with capital, and divide according to its product-
ive value.
