TOWN COUNCIL. 
A matter of considerable moment to the people 

of this Town was under discussion at the Coun- 
cil Board on Tuesday evening. 
Mr. Bridges presented the petition of a num- 

ber of rate-payers, praying that a Public Well be 

sunk just north of the Baptist Church, for a sup- 
ply of water in case of fire. 
When we entered Mr. McCaffery was ex: 

pressing himself as being unable to see the pro- 

priety of taxing the people of the Town for a 

well at the place named. 
The Mayor asked if any gentleman was pre- 

pared to submit an estimate of the cost of the 

proposed well. 
Mr. Bridges urged that, in view of the great 

amount of loss which the Town had suffered in 

the past from fire, it was the duty ot the Coun- 

cil to accede to the prayer of this petition, num- 
erously signed by parties who themselves would 
have to bear a large portion of the consequent 

taxation. It had been objected that the site 

for the proposed well was not in the business 

centre of the Town, but it was no argument 
against this movement, the fact that every por- 

tion of the Town would not be benefitted. They 
should make a commencement toward meeting 

the evident requirements of the place. He men- 

tioned, in order to show that it is a good locality 

for water, the fact that at the late fire in that 

part of the Town, the well of Messrs. Small & 
Fisher Bros , contiguous, afforded a good sup- 

ply, with only a reduction in the water of from 

one to two feet, 
Mr. McLeod said that at a meeting held at 

the place where this well was proposed to be 

sunk, it was estimated that the work could be 

properly dove, giving a weil 12 feet diameter, 
for about $100. This well, with 5 or 6 feet of 

water in it, would keep both cur Engines sup- 

plied for four or five hours, and would be avail- 

able as far down as Dr. Smith's and up as far 

as Mr. Grover’s residence. It would prove a 

saving in the end, ae it would obviate the ner 

The train was under the charge of Mr. Gibson, |P 

cessity of hauling water, as was now done at 

fires.

of the petition. Ile referred to the expense of 

bringing in a supply of water for the whole 

Town as being so great as to leave that out of 

the question now. But the Council should avail 

themselves of every opportunity that offered for 

the relief of the Town in case of fire. The only 

available means within reach at present was in 

providing wells at proper places, and the one 

proposed was at a place where water could 

easily be obtained, and in abundant supply to 
to furnish the Engines in case of a fire in that 

part of the Town ; this well could be made, he 

understood, for $75. The well in front of the 

F C Baptist Chapel could be rendered very 

efficient for a supply of water with a little ex- 

pense. They were imperatively called upon to 

take some steps to provide for the safety of the 

Town and the property of its business men, who 

now were cither unable to effect insuranca at 

all or had to submit to rates that increased their 

taxes enormously. 
Mr. McCaffery had been strengthened in his 

former convictions by the statements of Coun- 

cillors. It would appear from what had been 

said of the abundant supply of water afforded 

by Messrs. Small & Fisher Bros’. well, that the 

upper part of the Town was better provided 
for than any other section in it. If money was 
to be spent on this service, they should com. 

mence the expenditure where most needed and 

where there was most property at stake, and nor 

where, as shown, there are two wells available, 

the one at the Foundry and the other at the F. 

C. B. Meeting House It was especially im- 

portant now when the Insurance Companies 
were withdrawing their policies in the business 

centre that if anything was done it should be 

where a tangible benefit would be derived. 
Mr. Lynch and Mr. Bridges explained that 

the Foundry well was private property, and in 

cuse that establishment was on fire could not be 

used. it is so near the buildings. 

Mr. Drysdale said—If the Town was ever go- 

ing to be anything of importance, business men 

must be encouraged by the authorities providing 

a supply of water and the means of using it.— 

Without such means ot protection to their pro 

erty men would not hazard it. He believed the 

Council should regard a general supply of water 

for the Town as the first and main object to be 

achieved. A competent man should be employ- 

ed to make a survey, and report as to where 

water could best be obtained and how, and 

prompt acticn should be based upon such survey 

and report. 
Before firal action was taken upon the pres 

ent petition, the Board should ascertain how 

much the proposed work will cost, and he moved, 

seconded by Mr. McDonald, in amendment to 

the motion to grant the prayer of the petition, 

(hat a committee be appointed to enquire inte 

the matter. This motion passed, and Messrs 

Drysdale, Lynch and McLeod appointed the 

committee. 
A petition praying that Prince William street 

be opened was received, and referred to Mr 
Bridges as a committee to report upon the sub 

ject. Some conversation took place about road 

matters, the Mayor suggesting that there should 

be a report submitted by the road committee 

showing how much money had been expended 

and upon what nuthority the appropriation had 

been exceeded, if such was the case. 
Mr. McDonald referred to the expenditure 

upon the road to Upper Woodstock and its pres 
ent very bad condivion. 
On motion of Mr. Lynch, seconded by Mr. 

Bridges, a committee composed of Messrs Lynch. 

Bridges and McLeod, was appointed to enquire 

into the cost of a Steam Fire Engine, the ex 

pense of working it, and the most practicable way 
of raising money for it. 

Mr. Lynch aid that it was the opinion of 
people in the Town that we should have a Steam 

Fire Engine as the only means of salvation for 

Woodstock. Business men would have to re 

move from Woodstock 1f they could not have 
their property protected. 
The Mayor suggested that a very important 

consideration was how the money could be rais- 
ed. We can not borrow money now as once 
we could. He intimated that there was some- 
thing beside the poor supply of water and the 

want of a Steam Eogine that influenced the In 

surance Companies in their action. 
Mr. McLeod thought another and Engine. 

with a plentiful supply of water, was what the 

lown now wanted. St. John and Fredericton 

had only had Steam Engines for a short time 

and Woodstock might get along for a while 
more without one. 
There was some talk about the Hay Scales 

at Brown’s Corner, which are not used. and 

which are said to te on private property.

HORRIBLE MASSACRE. 

One of the most horrible massacre of the times 

was committed in China on the 21st of June, by 

the natives. on the French Consul and other ofli- 

cials and christian ladies.

The crowd ap- 

proached and made demands for the consul to 

proceed to the mission and compl the sisters to 
turn out children. The howls were almost deaf- 

ening and in a few minutes stones began to sho #- 

er on the building. Tne consul and his secreta- 

ry rose from the table, put on side arms and at 
tempted to reason with the excited crowd They 

were met with volley sfter volley of sticks and 
stones. And finding remonstrance vain, went 

out by the rear gate and pursued by a howling 

mob they sought Yamen avd demanded instant 

interview of the Governor. Chung How treated 

the consul most contempruously and even spat 
apn him. When he repro chad Chung How 
with lack of faith and connivance with the priests 
of Buddah, servants were ordered to expel him 
which they did violently. In the scuffls, a re 
volver, which the secrerary had in wis hands was 
discharged into the floor. The doomed men 
then sought the street and attempted to reach 
the consulate. As they turned the corner a 
leading brave attacked the consul, and in an in- 
stant hundreds more had joined the ussailants, 
and in less time than it takes to record it, they 
had cut. hacked and litezally torn their bo {ies 
almost past recognition. Blood once having been 
shed. and two high officials slain, thess braves 
knew no fear. Withmaddened nowls they again 
sought the consulate. At the gate they found a 
priest whom they instantly killed. M. Thomas- 
son was then caught as he was barring the gate 
and cut down. Madame Thomasson then came 
to the wall and the crowd rushed at her She 
drew a self cocking revolver and killed four or 
five Chinamen betore she was overpowered. — 
Her struggles were of no avail. though, and she 
was immediately murdered. Every house ser- 
vant at the consuinte, a native priest and two 
Canton men were killed, and the place was set 
on fire. In an hour the Consula e, Cathedral 
and outbuildings were a mass of ruins, The bo- 
dies of the priest and Monsieur and Madame 
Thomasson were thrown into the river. In the 

meantime after Fontanier had been slain, a 

crowd, numbering several thousand, crossed 
Bridge of Boats and surrounded the Mission A 
native christian priest, who attempted to guard 
the door, was seized and torn Ismb from limb. 
Nine of the sisters were then collected in a large 
school room. They were beaten with sticks of 
bamboo and their clothes torn from their bodies. 
They were placed on their heads and cut with 
knives in the most savage manuoer, and outraged 
almost beyond beliet. While yet alive they 
were ranged side by side along the room, their 
cheeks gashed, their lips and nose cat, their eyes 
scooped from their sockets, their breasts cat off 
and their abdomen ripped open with large clea- 
vers; their limbs were cut and broken, and in 
ten minutes naught remained but their disfigdr- 
ed bodies. Every cruelty which it was possible 
for the most savage barbarian to conceive of was 
perpetrated upon these weak, defenceless Chrig 
tian ladies. W hen there was no more to do. fire 
was applied to the massive buildings, and in a 
little time they were burned. Sixty or seventy | 
children who had sought refuge from the mob in | 
the cellar were barned to cruel death. After- 
wards six boxes containing the charred and 
mangled bones of sisters were forwarded by 
Chung How to the English Consul.

BOILER EXPLOSION. 

The boiler of Kirk's mill at Portland, St. John, 

exploded on Monday morning. The Globe of 

that day says:— 
There were three boilers in the furnace, bails 

in brick. The hrick work was torn away, and 

the boilers thrown through the air in a northerly 

direction a distance of 140 feet, throwiug out iu 

their flight a great volume of scalding water and 

steam.
