THE MORNING STAR. 

Many years ago when the Commanche tribe of 

Indians, or Horse Indians, as they were some- 

times called, from the fact that they were in- 

variably mounted, and performed all their 

movements on horseback—when this lordly 
tribe roamed at will on the Texan frontier, 

making forays upon the inhabitants, extending 

their plundering expeditions far into the North- 
ern Mexican States, which people, it secmed, 

had not the capacity to deal with this warlike 

race, it was not uncommon fer this tribe to re- 

turn from these expeditiens well laden with 
booty, notonly composed of borses, cattle, sheep, 
and household goods, but, shocking to relate, 

human captives —delicate women and children.
