A fire occured in a two-story frame build-
ing in Detroit, in which a Frenchman, Henry
De Caussin, lived with his wife and eight child-
ren, over a grocery atore :—

** The fire is supposed to have been occasioned
by the tipping over of a stove near to a barrel ot
kerosene, which. taking fire immediately, the
flames spread with lightening rapidity. So quick
was their progress that communication was at once
cut off, and only part of the inmates could es-
cape.

“ ‘.’Vhen the fire was first discovered, Mrs. De
Caugin, her husband not being at home at the
time, took two of her children and hastened
through the flames into the street. Her oldest
daughter, a girl of fifteen years of age, she says
tollowed her down stairs, but it is supposed she
returned to save some of the other children, and
was a martyr to her heroism. The body of her
youngest sister, aged 2 years, after the fire was
extinguished, was found embraced in her arms,
she having evidently seized it and attempted to
escape, when her exit was cat off by the flames
and she perished. :

“A gentleman also endeavoured to rescue
some of the children. He rushed up stairs
through smoke and flames, seized one child, a
little boy, and threw him out of the window, but
was unable, on account of the rapid spread of
the fire, which was bursting up through the
floor, to rescue any others, and jumped from the
window to save himself. The boy had a leg
broken by the fall, and is somewhat burned —
Mrs. De Caussin is also badly burned about the
head and hands.

“ The tbree children above mentioned were all
that were saved from the flames. The names of
those who perished were Clemence, aged 15
rears ; Ed:ward.. aged 12 years; Eugenia, aged
8 vears; Sophia, aged 5 years, and Juliana, aged
2 years. The building was entirely destroyed,
much of it before the fire engines reached the
scene.”

LoNGg InTerMISSIONS.—There is a well
known aneccote of a silent man, who, riding
over a bndge, turned about and asked his ser-
vant if he liked eggs, to which the servant ans-
wered, “ Yes!” whereupon nothing more passed
till next year, when, riding over the same bridge,
he turned about to the servant once more, and
said, « How?” to which the instant reply was
“ Poached, sir!”  Evea this sinks, as an example
of long intermission of discourse, beside an anee-
dote of a minister of Campsie, near Glasgow. It
is stated that the worthy pastor, whose name was
Archibald Dennistown, was put out of his charge
in 1655, and not replaced tiﬁ after the Restora-
tion. He had, before leaving his charge, begun
a discourse, and finished the first head. At his
return in 1661, he took up the second, calmly
introducing it with the remark that * the times
were altered, but the doctrines of the Gospel
were always the same.” In the newspapers of
July, 1862, there appeared a paragraph which
throws even the minister of Campsie’s interrupt-
ed sermon into the shade. It is as follows :—
‘“ At the moment of the destruction of Pompeii
by an eruption of Mount Vesuvius, A. D.’79. a
theatrical representation was being given in the
amphitheatre. A spectator named Langini,
taking advantage of that historical reminiscence,
has just constructed a theatre on the rains of
Pompeii, and the opening of which new theatre
he announces in the following terms: After a
lapse of eighteen hundred years, the theatre ot
the city will be opened with a La Figlia de
Reggimiento. I solicit from the nobility and
gentry continuance of the favor constantly be-
stowed on my predecessor, Marcus Quintius
Martius, and beg to assure them that I shall
make every effort to equal the care he displayed
during his management.”

SusPENSION OF Lire.—It is said that in the
tombs of the Necropolis of ancient Egypt two
kinds of mummies have been found. One is in-
qomglete—-that is to say, all organs necessary for
lite have been separated from them ; the other
on the contrary is quite complete. Having ob-
served this, a Swedish chemist, Dr. Grusselbach,
who has the reputation of being both great and
learned, Professor at the University of Upsal,
has come to the conclusion that the Egyptian
mummies are not all, as has been said and be-
lieved for some thousands of years, bodies en-
balmed by any process of preservation whatever,
but they are really the bodies of individuals whose
life has been momentarily suspended with the in-
tention of restoring them at some future time,
only the secret of preservation has now been lost.
Meanwhile, Prof. Gusselbach adduces many
proofs in support of his ideas ; among others his
cxperiments during the last ten years, which he
says have always proved successful. He took a
snake and treated it in such a manner as to be-
numb it as though it had been carved in marble,
and it was so brittle that had he allowed it to fall
it would have broken into fragments. In this
state he kept it for several years, and then re-
stored it to life by sprinkling it with stimulating
fluid, the composition of which is secret. For fit-
teen vears the snake has been undergoing an
existence composed of successive deaths and re-
surrections, apparently without sustaining any
harm. The professor is reported to have sent a
petition to this government requesting that a
criminal who has been condemned to death may
be given to him to be treated in the same manner
as the snake, promising to restere him to life in
two years. It is understood that the man who
undergoes this experiment is to be pardoned.

The Pall Mall Gazelte says:—One of the
most remarkable events of the year happened at
the very close. This was the rush ot bankrupts
to seek shelter under the old Act from the rigor
of the new one, which came into force on New
Year'sday. The scene at Bassinghall Street
was of the most exciting character. The throng
of people declared bankrupt was so great that as
the day wore on, and many still found themselves
outside, they sought to gain entrance through the
windows as well as the dours. Another remark-
able event was the liberation at midnight of Dec.
31st of all the imprisoned debtors, ex:ept those
imprisoned under executions from the County

Courts for small debts.

The Bangor Whig, in a late issue, speaks
rather discouragingly of that portion of the E.
& N. A. Railway not yet completed on the Am-
erican side. The city of Bangor, it says, has
exhausted her means in aiding the completion
of the road to Mattawamkeag, and cannot do
more. The road is now stuck in the woods be-
tween the Penobscot river and the State line,
and the Company’s means of getting through
these woods are the interest claims now before
Congress, which have been given for that pur-
se. Another paper, the Ellsworth American,
1s very wroth at the railway, and complains that
it is the only railway in Maine that has persist-
ently thrown its burdens on the State, and is
down on the Legislatures of Massachusetts and
Maine for allowing themselves to be coaxed and
wheedled out of an ample landed domain, and a
large sum of money besides.

LOCAL LEGISLATURE.

Frepericrox, 16th Feb., 1870.

The following is the full text of the reasons
given by the Attorney General for displacing
Mr. George' Botsford from his office of Clerk of
the Legislative Council of this Province =

His avowed Ann.*Xation opinions, which the
Government believed t* e entircly adverse to
the loyal feelings of the peo,2le, and highly detri-
mental to the bes interests of the Province.

His open hostility o (¢ existing Government,
which in the opinion of the yresent Government
should not be allowed in a public officer, -

That Mr. Botsford, being indebied to the
Crown on a bond dated the 16th of Mareh,, 13635,
in the penal sum of £1,560, conditioned for pay.
ment of the sum of £780, as follows :—If paiq
within three montbs from date, without interes:.
If not paid within three months but within six
months from date, then at the rate of three per
cent. interest irom date to the date of twelve
mouths—and if not paid within twelve months
from date then to be paid with interest at six
per cent. This bond was not paid according to
the condition of the bond, though Mr. Botsford
was called upen for payment. That a suit was
instituted against Mr. Botsford by the then At-
torney General, Hon. Charles Fisher, and Mr.
Botsford caused an appearance to be entered to
the suit on such bond. The Government think
a resisting of this claim is an improper proceed-
ing on the part of Mr. Botsford, he being a pub-
lic officer.

That considering the great charge upon the
public revenue for contingent expenses of the
Legislative Council, the Government considered
the exigencies of the public service required M.
Botsford should be removed, and a competent
person appointed in his stead, in whose economi-
cal arrangements the Government have confi-
dence and believe the people generally would
have confidence.

LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.
Fredericton, Feb. 15,

The Committee of Privileges reported this
afternoon. Some members of the Government
and nearly all the members of the Lower House
came up to listen. The following is a summary
of the report, which occupies twenty-two pages
of foolscap, and was read by Hon. Mr. Chandler.
The report opens with a copy of the Commission
appointing Mr. Bliss, given under the seal of the
Province. Then follows a copy of the Cemmis-
sion of Mr. Botsford, dated 30th January, 1849.
It states that Mr. Botsford says that before his
commission was issued the warrant of the Queen
was required and obtained at a considerable ex-
pense. It contains the statements of Mr. Bots-
ford in reply to inquiry made as to the causo of
his attempted dismissal. That he had no notice
whatever from the Executive of any charges
having been made against him, and that theonly
conversation he had was with the Provincial See-
retary, whom he informed that he would not
consult the Executive but the Legislative Coun-
cil in the appointment of the Assistant Clerk.—
The Commit tee state that they have doubts whe-
ther, since the Act of Union, the Lieut. Gover-
nor, who, they take it, is not the representative
of Her Majesty in this particular, has power to
declare the Royal pleasure in regard to the com«
mission of Mr. Botsford, quoting from the British
American Aset to eustain this position. The
Committee consider it clear that the Governor
General is the only representative of Her Maj-
esty in the Dominion. The report states that
they can find no precedent either in the House
of Lords or the Legislative Council of a Clerk
being displaced by the Crown; on ihecontrary
there is an entry on the Lords Jounrals dated
6th February, 1823, that such should not be
done without leave of the House, and a subse-
quent resolution of that body is cited to the same
effect. The report strongly questions the right
of the Lieut. Governor, since the passage of the
Union Act, to issue a commission like that of
Mr. Bliss in the Queen’s name, and by the tens
ure of the Royal pleasure as expressed in that
comaission. The Committee assert that frem
the precedents the right of control over their
own officers may well be considered an ancient
existing privilege of the House which never hav-
ing been departed from is now establishad by
Parliamentary nusage. Authorities are cited to
show that the law and customs of Parliament.
are a part of the land. The Committee observe
that the eatire respoasibility of the Clerk of the
House, whose servant he is, and the protection
from removal or suspension by the Crowa are
incidents and privileges of the House, absolutely
necessary for the proper performaance of its func-
tions, and therefore they have existed from time
immemorial. Thc Committee make a distinction
between public officers under the control of the
Exceutive and clerks of the Legislative Council
who act under the direction of the President, as
the organ of the Council, to whom onl{ he can

be responsitle for the performance of the duties
of his office. The report concedes that the
Crown has the right of dismissal upon the ;o{pn-
sentation of the House. The arguments of the
Committee are sustained by numerous and
lengthy quotations, showing the practice in Eng-
land and the United States, one of which is as
follows :—From May, on Parliament, 67, toshow
that the custom of Parliament is part of the law
of the Jand. That in the Uaited States, when
the Constitution is silent on the subject, it has
been repeatedly exercised not only by tha
House of Representatives. but also by the Local

reme Court on the ground of inherent right
and necessity. The report is signed by Honor-
ables Mr. Chandler, Mr. Todd, Mr. Hanington,
and Mr. Young. Hon. Mr. Jones refused to
sign. On motion it was ordered that 500 copies
of the report be printed, and it was also ordered
that the House go into consideration of the re.
port on Monday next.

Mr. White’s Bill for the repeal of the section
of the Municipality law which requires voters to
produce tax receipts, was considered in Com.
mittee of the whoie House to-day, and rejected
by a vote of 16 to 10, aiter considerable debate.
Mr. White pointed out the distinction between
the voters of Woodstock, who can vote for Town
Councillors without a tax receipt, while voters
in the County are required to produce one.—
He could not see on what principle his colleagues
could oppose this bill after having voted for the
one relating to the Town that was passed last
winter. Mr. Lindsay deprecated the efforts
which his colleague and others were making to
stir up strife between the Town and County by
drawing invidious distinctions between the two.
He denied that voters in the Town possessed any

rivileges not enjoyed by those in the County.

essrs. King and Needham opposed the bill.—
Mr. Needham took occasion to say that voters in
municipalities should have the same basis as in
corporations, each man having a number of votes
in proportion to the amount of his property. He
also declared in favor of univorsal suffrage—
male and female—for political purposes.

Mr. White introduced « bill to place the road
leading from the mouth of the Beckaguimec
through Glassville to the mouth of the Shikete-
hawk on the great road list.

A bill has been introduced by Mr. Lindsay
for placing the South New Burgh road, between
Woodstock and Fredericton, by the way of
Nackawick Settlement, on the great road list.

No business is doing of any consequence.=—
Most of the members are preparing for the de-
bate on the vexed qaestion of the Clerkship in
the Upper House, as it is soon to be discussed in
the Assembly. The Queen's Printer has been
forbidden by the Governmrnt to print the Jour-
nals of the Legislative Council or the Report of
its Committee on Privileges, a copy of which 1
send you to-day.
