CINCINNATTI LA PETIT.
What can we raise for exportation? is
a question that has been asked frequently,
in the past, before railroads opened up the

faith in our resources. Now we can raise
and export Hay, Oats, Potatoes, Butter,
Beef, Mutton, &c. We manufacture and
export all kinds of lumber, shingles, clap-
boards, laths, pickets, ships knees, plows,
stoves, agricultura] machines, &e. &c.,
and we are about doing something more.
Perhaps Woodstock may yet become the
Pork-opolis of New Brunswick, may-hap
of the Dominion. Any one who will take
a stroll down Prince William street, reach-
ed from Main street or Brdadway, will
notice a large wooden building immediate-
ly opposite the residence of G. W. Van-
wart, Esq.; the door being open, if he
ooks in he will see * Some Pork,” in
round hogs of good dimension; on mere
close inspection, huge piles of green hams,
cords of heads and bushels of feet, will
make themselves manifest, while hogsheads
filled with choice pork, getting struck with
salt preparatory to final packing, stand
round.

This is the pork packing establishment
of G. W. Vanwart & Co., in which this
firm contemplate doing an extensive busi-
ness. They have already, within a couple
of weeks, put up over 100 barrels prime
pork, and have several hogsheads of hams
in pickle, which they intend to smoke.—
They try out the lard in the same premises,
of which they have already put up large
quantities.

This is an cnterprise which, if it be
found to pay, as doubtless it will, must
prove of advantage to our farmers, whe
can in this County, there is no doubt, raise
any quantity of superior pork. and raise it
cheaply. Hitherto there has been no
stated market for it, and the supply re-
quired was only for private use and for the
lJumber woods. Hereafter, however, our
buckwheat and potatoes transmuted into
pork may form an article of commerce in
the United States and other markets.

It is a question we have not infrequently
heard mentioned, whether we could not
send both pork and beef, especially the
latter, with a paying profit, to the English
market, and it is a question about which
we should like to have the opinion of some
of our readers who are capable, from ex=
perience, of forming a correct opinion.

Mr. H. A. Connell, who for several years
has been pushing his fortune in Bucnos
Ayres, with marked success, returned to
Woodstock, his native place, about a year
ago, here intending to remain and invest
the money he has earned by his industry
and shrewdness abroad. It is a compli-
ment to the prospective progress, to which
it must contribute, of this County and the
Province, this evidence of faith in their
future ; and [it is particularly gratifying
that Mr. Connell, instead of deciding to
live on the interest of his money or to
put it into lumber or land speculations,
which has been the fashion with some of
our leading men, thus doing butlittle good,
sometimes positive injury, to others, is
turning his attention to manufacturing.—
He has now nearly completed, fronting on
the main road, a little below the Railway
depot, on land purchased from R. S. Bull,
its rear being close to the railway, a large
brick building, in which he purposes car-
rying en the Foundry and Machine busi-
ness in its various branches. We purpose
waiting for a few weeks, when this estab-
lishment will be in working trim, before
giving any fuller description of it, but did
not desire longer to refrain from a brief
notice of Mr. Connell’s designs. When
this one is perfected, we will have in
Woodstock two establishments of the same
general character, equal in their appoint-
ments to any in the Province. We allude,
of course, in the second instance, to that
of Messrs. Small & Fisher Bros.

We have room and natural facilities in
this vicinity for manufactories of various
kinds, and it is to be hoped that the exam-
ple being set will give an impetus to man-
ufacturing business here, and induce the

investment of capital in other branches of | P

industry, of which there are many that
might be profitably pursued, to the
great benefit of the people of the whole
County. ]

WATER SUPPLY.

Our Town Council is moving in appar-
ent earnest in regard to that important
matter, a suflicient supply of water for this
Town. Mr. Alfred Whitehead has been
employed for the service, and is now en-
gaged in making a survey and location for
a main pipe, after having ascertained that
an ample supply of water may be had from
¢ Cold Water Brook,” or * Marvin’s Mill
Stream,” as it is more popularly known.—
The altitude of the brook, where it is pro-
posed to tap it, is 187-81 feet above the
lowest level of the Town, and 71.16 feet
above Churchill’s hill, the highest point, so
that this would Dbe sufficient, in case of
fire, to wash from hydrants the top of the
highest spire in Town. The distance the
water would have to be brought is about
3 miles. Shortly we will be in possession
of Mr. Whitehead’s calculations, when we
will be able to show approximately how
much the cost of a full supply of water got
in this way will be, and how much saving
in the way of insurance and expense of ob-
taining and maintaining a Steam Fire En-
gine may be made.

It remains to be seen how
many will resent this foolish attempt to inter-
fere with the independence of civic legislation

The difficulties of communication and the
scarcity of paper have uriven those of the Paris
journals which are still pahlishad to a variety of
shifts. Some consist of a single page, printed
on silk paper, copies of which, with the title and
margin cut off in order to make them as hight as
possible, are despatched by balioon post, and oc-
casionally reach their subscribers. The Gaulois,
which prior to the siege was a broadside of four
pages, is now reduced to the sidc of a sheet of
note paper, almost as light as a feather. Itis
not printed on both sides, nor, indeed, is it print-
ed at all. It is lithographed, and consists of four
short and narrow columns, filled with writing so
minute that to read it would be a sore trial for
one’s eyes.

The estimated military fighting strength of
the contending Powers in a war that may arise
out of the demands now made by Rassia is, in
reugh, grand totals, as follows: —Prussia, 800,-
€00 ; Russia, 600.000--total, 1,400,000. Eng-
land, 150,000; France, 650,000 ; Italy, 350,
000; Auestria, 500,000 ; Turkey, 300,000—total,
1,950,000. This is irrespective of the navies of
these countries In this respect England and
France and Turkey are all well supplied. Eng-
land especially would be an unconquerable
power at sea, and it is acknowledged that the
;Javy of France is second only to that of Eng-
and.

Lieut. Governor Archibald has issued a pro-
clamation prohibiting the introduction of any
kind of liquor into Manitoba. Politics engage
considerable attention in the North West just
now.

Another very sad accident has occurred in
Newfoundland. While seven men were pro-
cecding in a boat from Rird Island to Trinity,
the boat upset and all the occupants were
drowned.

St. Stephen enterprise now proposes to place
a dam and lock across the St. Croix, a* mile or
two below the town, so as to secure deep water
for its trading versels and steamers. The pro-
posed work will cost some $150,000.

Ferdinand Richaner was strangled to death
by a crumb of bread in New York one evening
recently while taking his tea. He fell forward
on the table dead.

The News says the people of Fredericton are
willing to contribute $2,000, if any race that
may be arranged between St. John and Tyne
crews should take place on the river immediate-
ly below Fredericton.

The number of wrecks recorded during the
week ending Nov. 5, has been 40, making for
the present year 1,645.— Shipping and Mercan-
tile Gazette

It is stated that in the space of one square
mile in the East of London there are 150 gin
palaces and public houses, taking from the poor
on a moderate estimate, £450,000 a year.

Another vacancy is made in the IIouse of
Lords by the death of one of its oldest members,
the Earl of Onslow. The deceased Earl was
born in 1777. The vast range of events which
occurred during the Earl’slifetime may be gath-
ered from the simple fact that at the date of his
birth the Duke of Wellington and the first Na-
peleon were respectively eight and ten years of
age.

Great differences are said to exist in the Cab-
inet on the Russian question. Granville is said
to have sent off his reply to Gortschakoff with-
out consulting his colleagues, and Lowe, Chil-
ders, Cardwell, Bruce and Ayrton, are spoken
of as differing from bim. Granville is firm in
the beliet that nothing should be conceded to
Russia, and will resign, if necessary, on that
roint. Gladstone advises moderation, particu-
arly as Parliament will soon be convened.—
There is no reason to believe that Russia will
recede from her position.— Globe.

A late number of the Kentville Star, report-
ing proceedings of the Cornwallis town meeting,
says: * About 17 children were sold’ separate-
ly, some of whom brought £100. The balance
—about 79 o!d paupers—were bid off' for the
nice little sum of $3,695. Mr. Stephen Belcher
was the successful bidder. There was consider-
able competition during the sale.”

The Lewiston, Me, Journal. publishes the
corrected returns of the census of Maine, by
which the whole population appears to be 628,-
719.—a gain of only 119 since 1860. The great-
est gains are in Androscoggin and Aroostook
Counties.

Captairn Judkins, the veteran Comrodore of
the Cunard line of trans-Atlantic steamships,
has te..dered his resignation. It appears that he
has recently suffered affliction in the loss of an
only daughter, who had sailed several voyages
with him, and whom he idolized. This, it is
understoed, is the principal reason for his retire-
ment from service. An exchange, in speaking
of him says:—

“ He began bis career as a sailor in 1824, and
bas made between 400 and 500 voyages across
the Atlantic, voyages to China, and a voyage
to the Black Sea with French troops for the Cri-
mean war, etc. Of the immense nzmber of pas-
sengers who have been under his care, not a
life has been lost.”

GREAT BriTAIN's NEUTRALITY.—]Uisstrange
how nations, like individuals, find it difficult to
thake off old and bad habits. For centuries
Great Britain was the foremast supporter of that
ridiculous fictian known as “ the balance of
power,” and her load of debt, with its twenty-
six millions of pounds sterling of interest, one
hundred and thirty millions of dollars, represent-
ing obligations of nearly $800,000,000, with all
the ills such an incubus entails, is the grand
memorial statue of a series of wars as barren of
fruit as they were honorable to the courage and
endurance of the nation. Yet even at this mo-
ment the assumed necessity for intermeddling
in some fashion or other is continually obtruding
itself, and but for the strength of the present
Government in the House of Commons, a strict
observance ot a policy of strict non-intervention
would have been exceedingly diflicult. Asit is,
the justification of the Ministry appears to be
complete, and notwithstanding the noisy efforts
of a few persons to create a feeling against them,
it is possible that, when Parliament meets, Mr.
Gladstone and his collaagues will receive a full
endorsement of the course they have pursued.

There was, however, one danger—the heritage
of past intervention, which, but for the speedy
issue of the war in favor of Prussia, might have
led the British Government, although most un.
willingly, into grave difficulties. There cannot
be much doubt that France had marked Belgium
for a prey, and a drawn game, or a result giving
less than decisive victory to cither power, might
have led to a compromise between them, which
would have given to Great Britain the alterna-
tive only of war or bumiliation. As it is, a long
time must elapse before France can be aggress-
ively dangerous, and, in the meantime, it may
be boped that the warnings of the past and
present may ) et more firmly establish in Ergland
the principle of entire abstinence from participa-
tion in all European complications.

More direct and positive warnings of the folly
of interference could not have been given than
the rebuffs to which Earl Russell was subjected
by Germany when vainly attempting to save
Denmark from dismemberment. Again, the
friendly relations between the British Govern-
ment and the French Emperor, as well as the
dynastic connections of Queen Victoria with
Prussia, should have given the Cabinet a first
claim to be heard as mediators when war threat-
ened between these powers. But great military
nations bent on fighting are more likely to take
account of the will and power of the mediator
to enforce his opinions than of the moralstrength
of his arguments. In this case the well meant
and persistent efforts of Lord Granville literally
went for nothing. The fact is, that whilst im-
provements in naval construction and gunnery,
the infusion of a volunteer military spirit amongst
the people and the better organization of the re-
gular army render Great Britain, for purpeses

of defence. stronger than ever, the conditions of
modern European warfare must exclude her al-
together, except in quite a secondary and auxili-
ary manner, from taking part in a conflct beyond
her own coasts. It is well that, at the present
crisis, Great Britain possesses a Government in-
telligent enough to recognize a true policy, and
strong enough fearlessly to give effect to it
Terrible, indeed, might have been the conse-
quences if a vague notion that in some way or
other the assertion of her part in continental
wars was needful had “drnifted her” into the
position of a partisan in the conflict.

TweNxty THOUSAND PRruUssiaANs CRuUsHED
10 DEATH.—Regarding the disastrous affair at
the stone qarries at Jeanmont, and of which we
have received scarcely any particulars, the fol-
lowing has been published in some German pa-
pers as authentic :—The affair at Jeanmont will
form in history one of the most terrible episodes
of warfare. Indeed, picture it as you like, it is
impossible to reach the point of herror which it
prodaced on those who witnessed it, hundreds
of whom after the affair stood dumb and para-
Iysed by terror, and many shed tears on per-
ceiving that frightful mountain of corpses. The
first cause of this unheard of drama were four
French Farmers, who thought themselves ruined
by the Prussians. To take revenge they offered
themselves as guide, and conducted them to a
position which the Prussians considered impreg-
nable, and without the slightest presentment of
the fearful ambuscade into which they were
drawn. The stone quarries at Jeanmont form an
immense deep excavation, whose walls rise up
perpendicular to the height of seven or eight
stories on several points of which the Prussians
took their position, in expectation of hiving their
rear clear and no fear of attack from that quar-
ter. Out ot the four farmers who conducted the
Prussians in this position, one decamped to give
notice of the means by which the whole of them
might be destroyed. These means were infalli-
ble. The quarries are mainly worked out to-
wards one side by long underground courses, and
especially in several one over another, mines lay
heaped supported by huge pillars.

To this pillar supported fervain the farmers
conducted the Prussians in the middle of the
night., Taformed of all this, Bazaiine at the
break of day attacked the Prussians in front.—
The Prussians fought well, and with the confi-
deuce that they had no fear ot an attack on the
rear. In the midst, however, Canrobert arriv-
ed, who had gone round the quarries and posted
his guns opposite the precipice. Ilis shots were
solely directed against those pillars, on which so
to say, the Prussian colamns rested. One short
hour later and with a terrible crash, the Prussi-
ans were precipitated into the abyss. * IfI were
to live 100 years,” the writer says, ** never should
I lose out of my ears that terrible and awful
scream, as they felt the ground give way under
their feet.”

Mutiny oF THE 691 REGIMENT —It appear
that the mutinous conduct of the men of the
69th Regiment, at Quebec, last week, arose from
the fact that about a hundred ot them were un-
der suspicion of intention to desert, most of
them having wives who were not permitted to
accompany the Regiment to Bermuda, whither
tho troops were to be transferred. These men
were placed under restraint on board the “ Or-
ontos,” before the rest of the regiment were em-
barked. They became riotous and attempted to
scuttle the vessel, when the seamen and marines
were called in and a bloody conflict ensued
which, however, resulted in their being over-
powered. Quite a number, it is said, rendered
themselves ligble to the death penalty.

Such was the story sent over the wires last
week, but a special telegram to this paper, last
evening, states that the citizens and soldiers
ahke were dissatisfied, because many wives of
the latter were to be left behind, but the steam-
er left amid the cheers of the spectators, with
the soldiers in good humor. The Colonel had
explained that the marriage ceremonyghad been
performed by clergymen without the usual per-
mission from the Commandant, The wives were
subsequently sent off in the steamer ** Tamar.”
The reports as to the riot and bloodshed were
false, as when the * Orontes” wasseen off Father
Point she reported all well.—News.

~ HistorY RepeaTiNG ITseLr.—It is a trite
remark that history repeats itself. The preseni
war effords a notable example. Lord Palmer-
ston, writing in his diary long ago, ascribes the
overthrow of Prussia in 1806 by Napoleon I. to
all-pervading corruption and maladministration,
combined with carelessness, presumption and
incapacity, everywhere manifest, which had al-
together sapped the strength of the nation.—
« The low moral tone of the Government,”
writes Lord P.,  and the army of Prussia in
1806 had as much to do with the catastrophe at
Jena as the bad generalship of their chiefs.”—
They were outnnmbered and out-generalled ;
the army, privates and officers, were thoroughly
demoralized and mutinous; generals would not
lead, and meu would not follow. The conse-
quence was overwhelming defeat. Since then
seventy years has come and gene, and the posi-
tions of the two combatants are reversed.—
France lies crushed and broken from the very
same causes which were in operation against
Prussia when Jena was fought. The lesson
ought to be very easily learned, not only by
France, but by on-lookers at the fray. Blund-
ering, incompetency and dishonesty land a na-
tion where France is to-day, and where Prussia
was 64 years ago.

« Our CoroNIAL EwpIre.”—The issue of
the Colonial Statistical Abstract presented to
Parliament by the Board of Trade shows us,
year by year, the vastness and the progress of
our empire beyond the seas. The little annual
Blue-book has now come down to 1868. Be-
ginrning with British India, we find the area
under British administration returned as 910,-
853 square miles, with a population of 153,348,-
000 souls; there are also under British protection
native States, governed by native chiefs, occu-
pying an area estimated at 646,147 square miles,
with a population (so far as can be ascertained)
of 46,245,888 souls. The Straits, Settlements,
now transferred to the Colonial Office, have their
1,225 square miles, with a population (in 1862)
of 282,831. Ceylon contributes 24,454 square
miles, with 2,081,395 fnhabitants; and we may
enumerate here Labuan, with it 45 square miles,
and in (1861) 2,393 people; Mauritius, with its
708 square miles and 324,502 of population, and
Hong-kong, with its 32 square milesand in (1861)
119,321 inbabitants.

We pass next to young, but vigorous Austra-
lia; and inciuding New Zealand, we have an
area of 2,582,055 square miles, and 1,786,055
souls in 1868—a number now fast approaching
two millions. Crossing the Pacific, we reach
British North America. Canada, Newfoundland,
Prince Edward Island, and British Columbia, an
area of 682,418 square miles, had in 1868 a popu-
lation of 4,114,150 ; but that is only a fraction
of the whole British territory in North America,
cultivated and wild, settled and awaiting settle-
ment. Coming to the Atlantic we pass Bermu-
da with its 24 square miles, and 11,381 of popu-
lation ; and then we come to our West India
Islands, with their 12,683 square miles, and 934,
197 of population in 1861, now more than a
million. On the American continent there is
Honduras, with its 13,500 square miles, and its
30,000 people ; und British Guiana, with 76,000
square miles, and 148,026 of population in 1864.

Passing the Falkland Islands, with their 7,000
square miles and 653 people, and St. llelena,
with its 47 square miles and 6,800 inhabitantsf
we reach Africa. The colony at the Cape o
Good Hope has 200,610 square miles miles, and
(in 1865) 556,158 souls; Natal, 16,145 square
square miles, and 274,828 people; Sierra Leoxke
an1 other African settlements 6,480 square
miles and 205,789 people. Gibraltar and Malta
close the list. The area of the United Kingdom
and its possessions abroad is therefore 4,600,000
square miles. without reckoning our great terri-
tory, yet unsurveyed, in North America, and
the population over which Queen Victoria reigns
is nearly 200,000 000, or at least one-seventh of
the population of the world.

GeEN. SHERMAN’S OPINION OF THE SITUA-
10N IN FRraNCE.—In conversation to-day on
the subject of the European war Gen. Sherman
expressed an opinion that the tide of war in
France has changed, and all the people of the
south and southeast parts of France, who are
really the French people, have risen ¢n mgsse and
have already formed a good army. He says
Major General D’Aurelles de Palladines. who
recently defeated the Prussians, has been com-

mander of the Fifth division of the French army
since 1855 ; has risen from lieutenant; is not
yet fifty years old ; has an excellent record, and
it is evident he has gathered around him seme
of the best officers and soldiers ot the French
armies lately broken up. General Sherman
says that if General Palladines succeeds in gain-
ing another victory, and forces the Prussians to
make a fight with their forces that are on the
western side of Paris, and General Trochu should
come out, as he certainly ought, with at least
150,000 mon, the Prussians will have more trouble
than they have yet had ; and if the western side
ot Paris is opened to communication ten days,
and is revictualled, the Prussians will be placed
on the defensive throughout the country, when
battles of considerable magnitude will be fought,
the horrors of which can only be imagined. He
is also of opinion that, if Paris can hold out or
be supplied with provisions, there are no means
of telling how long the war will coatinue.—
Washington Correspondence of the Boston Post

BENEVOLENT ScHEME.—In Tennessece the
Masonic fraternity have projected a novel plan
for taking care of the widows and orphaus of de-
ceased brothers of the * mystic tie.” In each
grand division of the State a thousand or more
actes of land are to be acquired by gift or pur-
chase, and this land will be cut up into small
lots of one or two acres, with a sma{)l cottage on
each lot. A portion of the land will be reserved
for a school house and church, thus making the
locality a sort of community by itself. In most
cases there will be children old enough to care
for the land, raising vegetables and fruits for
the market; and any deficiency of food and
raiment will be supplied from the benevolent
fund of the grand division. The seventy-two
Masonic Lodges of the State have already rais-
ed nearly eighty thousand dollars toward the ob-
ject to be accomplished, and by another year
will have raised the amount desired, before mak-
i‘:g a practical .est of the project.— Philadelphia

A locksmith whe was putting in order the locks
on the vault doors of the Saving's Bank at New
Orleans, proceeded inside the vault to see how
they fitted.

[Fortunately he had carried with him into
the vault a hammer and chisel, and with them,
the only instruments he had, he proceeded to cut
his way out. The work was slow and tedious,
and required two hours and a half of incessant
labor. He succeeded]at last, however, and was
taken more dead than alive from the vault. The
wonder is that he did not suffocate.

Tur ¢ Paris Crew” IN RESPONSE TO
RexrorTH'S LETTER.—Referring to the letter
of Renforth to Fulton, under date of 13th Octo-
ber, a copy of which appeared in these columns
on 7th inst., we are instructed by Fulton to say
that the St. John Crew are determined to row
the Tyne Crew again, provided certain condjtions
are agreed to by their friends in St. Jobn. The
St. John Crew have not authorized any person to
say that they will row the Tyne Crew in the har-
bor of St.John, as stated by the Globe lasteven-
ing,but what they propose is—believing that they
can beat the Tyne Crew—that the citizens of
St. John, who have heretofore backed them, far-
nish the sum of £200 sterling, which the Tyne
Crew ask as expenses to St. John, and a further
sum of $100 each for time for themselves to be
spent in training, besides other expenses, enough
to cover board while training“and the price of
two boats.

It the proposed match is to be made, Fulton
says, with reference to that portion of Renforth’s
letter which says that “ neither party will be tied
to bring the same crew to the startling point,”
that it is the desire of the St John Crew that
they shall measure blades with the same crew
who defeated them at Lachine unless one of the
latter crew may happen to be ill &t the time the
race shall be appointed to come off.— Telegraph.

CarrLeroN Braxcm Rainway.—On Friday
night last Judge Allan gave-judgement in the
case of Clark against the Carleton Branch Rail-
way. He held that, as the work was carried on
by West Side funds, no Judge, Sheriff or Juror
from the East Side is incompetent to act in any
question arising as to the legality of the method
of carrying it out. Even were the principal to
be paid by the East Side, the fact that the de-
bentures are not payable for forty years, would
prevent and bar to their aeting, as an interest
disqualifying a person from acting in either ca-
pacity must be one at present existing. He al-
so held that the Company can proceed to put on
a jury to aseess the the value of the lands through
which the road is to pass. Other points are re-
served.

This will enable the Company to go to work
again, which we presume they will at once do.

Britisn CoLumpra Axp Tue Uxiox.--We
have reason to believe that the Dominion Gov
ernment have a bill prepared for the admission
of Vancouver and British Columbia to the Do-
minion, on terms agreed upon the delegates from
these sections were in Ottawa. In the event of
the elections, now going on in those places, re-
sulting favorably to the project, the bill will of
course be presented early in the coming Session
of Parliament, and the Union will be consumated
on the first July next. If the elections prove
unfavorable the matter will be allowed to lie
over. There is no doubt that the terms agreed
upon will meet with the approval of the Pacafic
men.,— News.

ArMS For Fraxce.—Within the last three
months ro less than ten full cargoes of arms and
munitions of war have been despatched to various
French ports—principally to IHavre—from the
port of New York, the total value of which is
very nearly $6,128,000. It is said that several
of these cargoes were shipped on private account
and purely as a speculation ; but on their arrival
they were seized by the French officials and
forwarded at once to the interior depots, all the
satisfaction received by the ownevs being a cer-
tificate of the property taken and an assurance
of future compensation, on such terms as a eoun-
cil of administration may determine. Rather
discouraging this, to private shippers of arms;
but they must be aware that necessity knows no
law, especially French military necessity.— Bos-
ton Journal.
