the latest items of news from Fiji is the in- 
telligence that a Mr. Achilles Underwood 
has sw killed by his laborers. This man 
was one of the worst specimens of the early 
planters in those islands. He and a kindred 
spirit, Burt by name—both Americans of the 
slavedriving class—were settled about two 
-ears ago upon the Singatoka river, in the is- 
land of Viti Leon, the largest in the group. 
They employed between them nearly 150 im- 
ported laborers, chiefly from Tanna, one of 
the new Hebrides, They were successful in 
their cotton planting, but both were notorious 
for their cruelty and brutality to the Fijians. 
Several times it was reported that they fired 
upon natives who crossed the path in the 
neighborhood of their plantation. Upon one 
occasion Burt flogged a native severely, and 

then rubbed his wounds with Chili

cites an unusual degree of interest, ard has 
been the subject of earnest medical investi- 
gation. Thirteen eminent physicians, whose 
names are well known in that section, have 
been investigating it, but their efforts have 
heen so far unsuccessful, and none have ven- 
tured to express their ideas as to the cause of 
the wonder, 

The Prussian authorities have been very 
reticent on the subject of the devastation 
caused by sickness in the army, but the facts 
are beginning to transpire, The Central 
Bureau of Information in Berlin, which is 

under the supervision of high military au- 
thority, has published soute interesting sta- 

{istics in this regard. It thus appears that 

the institution has within the space of twelve 

months authenticated 633,000 sick and wound- 

ed cases,and that of these only 78,000 belong- 

ed to the French, the remaining 555,000 to 

the Gterman army. The circumstance that 

only 46,050 of these were South {iermans, 
and that nearly 508,000 were North Germans, 

shows by the disproportion of the numbers 
that the bureau had really been occupied 
with the North German army ; and it is be- 
lieved that the wounded number 100,000 and 
the unwounded sick 500,000. 

Tur Cavapiay Croprs,—A letter from 
Toronto says that the crops, which gave but 
little promise at first, are now excellent, and 
there is reason to believe that the general 
yield will be above an average, Fall wheat 
throughout js a fine crop, and though the 
crops are not so good as they might be, the 
weather of late has done much to bring them 
forward rapidly. A short hay crop was ex- 
a but the yield was really large. The 
readth of grain sown this year is very large, 

but not more than will make up the deficiéncy 
of last year, which is said to have been 1,- 
500,000 bushels, Last year grain had to be 
imported from Chicago.
