A New Cavrroryta INvention.—A Cali-
fornian has after several years of labor and
an expense of .many thousand dollars, suc-
ceeded in procuring a machine for grading
railroad tracks, turnpikes, and other embank-
ments, which will reduce the labor cost at
least fifty per cent. It consists of a common

low, with a somewhat extended mould
y Which may be raised or lowered at
leasure.- A circular table or wheel, twelve
eet in diameter, inclines at an angle of about
twenty-five degrees toward the plow. Within
the outer edge of this wheel is arranged a
series of scraper shaped buckets, with adjust-
able bottoms. To avoid friction, this wheel
or table is geared to a centre shaft, at the top
of which is a cam attachment, with rods lead-
ing to each- bucket for the purpose of dis-
charging the same. This circular table de-
rives its motion by means of a driving wheel
similar to that used in a reaping machine.—
There is a steering apparatus at the rear. To
do thorough work it takes sixteen horses—
four abreast—or what would be better, it
should be propelled by steam. 0

It is claimed for this machine that it will
do the work of 125 men with shovels, or of
twenty-five common eartnh scrapers drawn by
fifty horses and requiring two men to eglch
scraper. One man can bandle this machine,
and two men are all that are required to

manage the team.

It is not possible for any man to do these
things in a country like England, close on the
heels of a measure establishing all but uni-
versal s , and at a period of great social
ferment, without exciting both extravagant
expectations on one side and fierce hostility
on the other, and, if Mr, Gladstone keeps his
head during the coming two years, he will
do better tEan most initiators of great revo-
lutions.
