One half our stock of pork products
were burned up, with the same proportion of
flour. Of lumber 50,000,000 feet were burn-
ed; the stock remaining is 240,000,000 feet.
Of coal 80,000 tons were burned up: we have
79,000 tons on hand. Our stock of leather
has decreased one quarter, the value of that
burned up being $95,000. The greater por-
tion of the stocks of groceries, dry goods and
boots and shoes were burned-up, with more
than one half the ready made clothing; but
the quantities destroyed were scarcely equa
to more than a three weeks’ supply, and are
being rapidly replaced. Not more than ten

r cent. of the currency was destroyed by
the fire. We have 30,000 houses left stand-
ing, and our real estate could not burn up. A
careful average of these large items, with
smaller ones that need not be enumerated,
shows that the city of Chicago has suffered a
loss of not less than twenty nor more than
twenty-five per cent. on her total assets—real
and personal. The loss is a great one, but so
far from irretrievable that we may confident-
ly hope to see a return to former prosperity
ore long. Already the city is rising from its
ashes at a rapid rate, thanks to the large-
hearted liberality of our countrymen every-
where, and the resistless energy of our own
citizens. Let the faint-hearted ones take
courage ; the real workers have not wasted &
moment in regret; efter they have repaired
their losees there will be no occasion for it.

TaE NAvY oF GreEAT BriTAIN EQUAL TO
Russia, GERMANY, AND AMERICA UNITED.
—We have succeeded, we submit, in showing,
says the Gentleman's Magazine, that the
Navy of Great Britain is not that shadowy
phantom which the alarmists, who are always
crying out “ Wolf, wolf!” would have us
suppose it to be. We are constantly being
threatened by panic-stricken and tremulous
writers with alrthe Lorrors of a successful
invasion; our fleet, as the first line of defence,
is either ignored, or spoken of as if it only
existed upon paper, and would assuredly be
found wanting in the first emergency ; but we
think we have been able to prove, and, we
trust, to convince our readers, that we have
not only a real, active, powerful fleet, but the
largest and most powerful fleet in the world
—a fleet, in numbers, equal to the combined
navies of Russia, the United States, and Ger-
many ; and in armament, as regards number
of guns, as well as penetrating power, if not
weight of metal, considerably superior.—
There is a defect, however, in our xlences,
which prevents us from enjoying the entire
immunity from danger, which such a fleet as
this should afford us; and it is this :—We
have but one arsenal, and thisone is insufficiently
protected. The only factory which Govern-
ment possesses for the manufacture of guns,
gun-carriages, and all appurtenances for the
proper equipment of either our naval or field
ery 1s at Woolwich, and Woolwich is
ractically defenceless, except so far as the
mtricacies of the navigation of the Thames
might secure it from attack.

Secrer Dirrovaric History.—Paris,
Oct. 25—The Courier Diplomatique pub-
lishes a communication which it says comes
from a diplomatic personage in high rank,
making important revelations in regard to ne-

otiations which preceded the war between
nmark, Prussia and” Austria. The state-
ment in substance is as follows: In 1864
Eail Russell, then British Minister of Foreign
Affairs, made overtures through Lord Cow-
ley, British Ambassador to Paris, to Mr.
Rouher, proposing an alliance offensive and
defensive with France, to help Denmark m
case Prussia and Austria declared war against
her. England was to co-operate by sea and
land and was willing to promise France in re-
turn for her assistance, the rectification of
her frontiers on the Rbine, by the annexation
of a portion of the Rhenish Provinces,—
Rouber asked time for the consideration of
the proposals, but in three days from the
time they were laid before Rouber, the Em-
ror Napoleon accepted them. Lord Cow-
P:y immediately communicated the fact to
his Government, whereupon Russell replied
that it was too late, as Her Majesty’s 80\'—
ernment desired not to interfere in the case
of Denmark. This closed the negotiations,
and no attempt was made to re-open the sub-
ject.

A most terrible instance of Lynch law is
reported from Warsaw, Ky., where on Satur-
day last Abijah Gridley and Joseph North
had a quarrel which resulted in the death of
the latter, Gridley then fled, a great crowd
pursuing him. ~ Although he was struck
twice by pistols balls, the fugitive managed
to reach a magistrate’s house, and was put
under arrest, the magistrate conveying him
to jail for protection, where his wife and
child were permitted to occupy the cell with
him and attend to his wounds, Monday
night a party of seventy-five men armed and
masked, attacked the jail, and not ﬁnding the
jailer, broke a hole through the wall. Gridley
seeing that they were preparing to shoot
him, made a desperate attempt to cut his

throat, inflicting a frightful wound. The

1| men then placed pistols through the grating

and fired ten or twelve shots, killing him
amid the heart-rendering cries of his wife
and child. The men then fled. Later ac-
counts say that Gridley had long been a ter-
vor to the community. His depredations on
the neighbors became so intolerable that
they banded against him and caught him.—
There were several cases against him in
court, and he threatened the lives of the wit-
nesses, finally killing North as described.

SaLt LAkES IN AUSTRALIA.—An inter-
esting description of the salt lakesin Australia
is given by & writer in the Sydney Empire,
who, speaking of the salt lakes and mineral
springgs on the paroo, says: “ These wells are
a real curiosity to many, if not to all. Mounds
of eartl: rise about ten or fifteen feet over the
surface, no doubt thrown up by the force of
the water; they form a kind of oasis in the
wilderness, and have saved the lives of many
weary wanderers, These mounds can be seen
for miles.

It js impregnated with magnesia, soda and
alum. It is very palatable to drink, and
I think very wholesome. The water does
not flow after touching the surface; but, as
soon as it overflows the fort-like basin it sinks
into the earth, The alum and soda crack
under your feet as you walk around these
wells like frozen snow.”
