There have been in Stops no such public 

buildings as the Louvre and the Tuileries, 

and no such peasantry as the wearers of the 

blouse. The labering men who have helped 

‘o furnish the wealth, but have not shared 

it, have murmured; their murmurs have 

been treated with indifference. They have 

broken out in occasional revolt; it has been 

quelled without difficulty, and without re- 

morse. And still the process of concentra- 

tion has gone on; and wealth has flaunted 

its ostentatious luxuries in the face of pover- 

ty, oblivious of the scowling brow, and 

clenched fist, and growing hate. 
Suddenly the note of war was sounded. — 

The army marched away to meet a foreign 

foe. It had governed but could not educate, 

and when at Gravelotte, Sedan, and Metz, it 

was broken in pieces, and the Emperor be- 

came first a prisoner and then a fugitive, and 

anarchy took the place of law, the laboring 

classes seized the opportunity afforded them. 

For years they had been drilled to believe 

that public property was the property of the 

public—and that they were the public. For 

years they had waited, impatient to reclaim 

what they had been taught to believe their 

own. They took possession of Paris, At 

first they rocoto with comparative calm- 

ness and little violence. It is tru: that they 

despoiled the churches. But they had been 

taught to regard the churches as a part of 

the aristocracy—-its property the people's 

rightful spoil. Itis thus they seized the 

Louvre, and offered its magnificent callery 

of paintings for sale. But the Louvre they 

had learned long since to account their own. 

Private property, however, was respected, 

and trade was mot interfered with. 
But the other cities did not respond to the 

call of the capital. The dream of Commun- 

ism faded as quickly as it had sprung into 

being. The laboring classes found themselves 

surrounded by the army whose power they 

fancied at an end, led by a statesman who 

represented, to their thought, the aristocracy 

they hated. They fought at first with the 

bravery of a false hope, then with the reck- 

lessness of despair. Maddened by defeat, 

they determined that the wealth which they 

had expected to despoil should never return 
to its old-time owners. Ina frenzy of pas- 

sion, they put the torch to the city of palaces, 

and perished in its ruins. 
This is our interpretation of this fearful 

drama. If it be correct, that drama hasa 

double lesson for us, No one can imagine 

that the Parisian mob would have been given 

over to such madness if, for the last century, 

France had possessed a public school system. 

No one can imagine what scenes the ignorant 

of our own land may yet prepare for us, if 

the schemes of the Jesuits are successful,and 

the public school ceases to be an American 

institution. 
The battle of Paris was a battle of classes. 

It was a hand-to-hand struggle between ig- 

norant labor and centralized and selfish 

wealth, It was a gigantic and horrible 

“strike.” If, in America, we suffer indiffer- 

ence between capital and labor to grow into 

repugnance, and repugnance to be sedulously 

fanned into hatred, we may suffer, not in- 

deed the same disasters, but disasters per- 

likely to ensure more efficiency, more 

uniform justice in the British Army, asit 

will, to a great extent, close the doors 

to place and promotion against those 

whose only recommendation has been 

wealth and influence. Of course, it is a 

well known and recognized fact that 

among the bravest British officers, who 

have won unfading laurels for heroism 
on 

the field, are those who, from their 
effemi- 

nacy and apparent want of vigorous
 man- 

liness, but little was expected when t
hey 

entered the service; but still the princi- 

ple on which rank was secured in the 

army has long been distasteful and un- 

just, as it stood in the way of well de- 

served reward for meritorious conduct.— 

It remains to be seen whether the mili- 

tary authorities will use the new system
 

to advantage and make it the means of 

rendering the army more efficient, more 

opular, by making true merit the main 

test of the soldier's or the officer's prefer- 

ment.

Tur Cresson oF NEw GUiENA TO 

(irgAT BrrTamN.—It has just been reported 

via the Atlantic cable, that the Dutch Cham- 

bers have agreed to cede the Island of New 

(iuiena, in the South Pacific, to the Govern- 

ment of Great Britain, New (iuiena, or Pa- 

pua, is an island of vast extent, lying to the 

north of Australia, from which it 1s seperated 

by Torres Straits. Its length is about twelve 

hundred miles. Its medial width is about 

three hundred miles. The natives of the is- 

land are called Papauns; but the resident 
up comprises, besides Chinese, Jews 

and some Mahommedans. The island is said 
to be rich and beautiful, so far as nature can 

endow and adorn it. In the interior, moun- 

tain rises above mountain, the summits of 

which are covered with a luxuriance of wood 

and herbage, such as can hardly be conceived. 

It is the native country of the birds of Para- 

dise. It has for some considerable time been 

regarded as a Dutch possession. Its prox- 

imity to the Equator renders it comparative- 
ly valveless to any European race.  Consider- 

ing its nearness to Australia, it is certainly 

more valuable to Great Britain than to any 

other nation. In the great future that lies 

before Australia, this acquisition must be 

deemed of considerable importance.

FEaT.—One of the greatest fegts on modern 

railroad building was performed on Sunday 
last on the Ohio and Mississippi Railroad, 
which runs from Cincinnati te St. Louis.— 
The road was originally constructed on a 
gauge of six feet between the rails and it be- 
came necessary to reduce the gauge to four 
feet eight and one half inches, so as to ac- 
commodate the cars of connecting roads.— 
The length of the line js three hundred and 
forty miles; and the problem was to take up 
botli rails for this entire distance and relay 
them nearer each other. To facilitate the 

task the spikes for the inside of the two rails, 
as they wopld lie in their new position, were 
driven, and the holes for the opter spikes 
bored in advance, An army of men, two 

thousand five hundred in all, (or seven to 

each mile) was then distributed along the 

track, and at sunrise they set to work. After 
seven hours of incessant labor the job was ac- 
complished, aid at 4 o'clock the next morn- 

ing trains were running over the rogd. The 
entire cost of the operation, including the re- 
duction of the gauge of the rolling stock, was
