Trapr AT THE ENGLisH Ponrts,—As in 

1870 80 in 1871, more than ten millions ster- 
ling nearly half the entire customs duties of 
Great Britain—were received in the port of 
London. The amount collected at Liverpool 
approached three millions sterling, and three 
millions were received in other ports of Fng- 
land ; two and a half millions in Scotland, 
and nearly two millions in Ireland. Next to 
London and Liverpool, the largest receipt of 
customs duties was at Grenzock, where the 
collection in 1871 amounted to £979,775, 
At Dublin, £885,844 was received; at Dris- 
tol, £878,621 ; at Glasgow, £847,941; Leith, 
£344,800; Belfast, £341,621; Cork, £315, 
187 ; Newcastle, £279,493 ; Hull, £241,557, 
These are the eleven chief places of receipts 
of customs; five in England, three in Scot- 
land, three in Ireland. The returns for 1571 
show the usual fluctuations in the amount of 
duty collected at the various ports, The 
largest increase of customs revenue in 1871,
