Svrcrpes.—The number of young men 
and young women who are reported as 
committing suicides ‘because they had 
no means of support,” is becoming seri- 
ous, if not startling. Why has not any 
young man or young woman, of fair 
health, a means of support? There is 
work enough for everybody, if the work 
and the workers could only be got to- 
gether. From all quarters of the land 
there comes up a cry for labor, for work- 
men and workwomen. ‘Why do not those 
who “have no means of support ” respond 
to this call? The trouble seems to be, 
that a large number of persons would 
rather commit suicide than earn their liv- 
ing by doing work which is distasteful to 
them. Others of these suicidal unfortu- 
nates seem to be driven to despair by a 
keen sense of their own incapacity to do 
useful work of any kind in a satisfactory 
manner. These victims are seldom if 
ever, the children of poor parents, but are 
the offsprings of those who have been 
plunged from affluent or easy circum- 
stances into poverty. If our rich people 
would take a lesson from the old monar- 
chial families of Europe, and teach all 
their sons and daughters some useful 
trade or occupation, it is resonable to sup- 
pose that there would be fewer suicides 
because the victims “had no means of 
support.” 

Marcues.—Although friction matches 
are as common as nails, a very small pro- 
portion of those who use them understand 
the principle on which they operate. It 
is, in fact, a very simple affair. The tip 
of the match is a combination of sulphur 
and phosphorus. The phosphorus ignites 
at the heat of one hundred and twenty 
degrees, which a slight friction will pro- 
duce, and this in turn ignites the sulphur 
which requires four hundred and fifty or 
five hundred degrees. The flame of the 
sulphur sets fire to the pine wood, of 
which the match is composed, and which 
ignites at about six hundred degrees.— 
The combination is necessary, because the 
phosphorus alone would not kindle the 
match, while the sulphur alone would not 
ignite with the ordinary friction.

But I mean the civilization 
which consists in that recognition and 
sacred regard for the rights of others 
which cannot be enforced by law; in af- 
fectionate hearts, in active, truth-loving 
minds—all combining to make happy 
families, brotherly neighborhoods, and a 
great and incorruptible people. This 
kind of civilization has already been post 
poned a century, in our land, by the 
burdening-eftects of intemperance.— Hoi- 
ace Mann,
