Wk learn from the Union Advocate 

that a public meeting was beld in Chat- 

ham one day last week, the object being 

to consider the proposed Railway from 
Chatham to Fredericton. The Honorable 
Attorney General was present, and the 

occasion was considered a favorable one 
for eliciting from him an opinion of the 
government on the question. Very strong 
resolutions were passed putting forwar 
the claims of this line to a provincial sub- 
sidy in consideration of the aid that had 
been furnished to other similar enter- 
prises in various parts of the Province, 
and to which, for years, the Northern 
Counties had contributed. It would 
have been well for the meeting to show 
how the government are in a position to 
lend aid to this enterprise now. When 
the subsidies were provided for the other 
lines alluded to, and when the friends of 
this Miramichi valley road might have 
taken advantage of it, the Province was 
in a very different position to which it 
now is ; certainly whatever legal claims 
once existed upon the government to 
give the aid now asked, have long 
ceased to exist. And looking at the case 
in an equitable point of view it might 
seem that, the north deriving all the di- 
rect benefit that accrues from the build- 
ing of the Intercolonial through the Pro- 
vince, they should be in a better position 
to construct this branch from their own 
resources than were the promoters of the 
several other lines even aided by the gov- 
ernment subsidy. However, the govern- 
ment have no money to give, and if a 
land subsidy would suit the demands of 
the Company, such a subsidy is of ques- 
tionable propriety just now. The state- 
ment of the meeting that it was * wrong 
in principle and highly improper that the 
timber lands on the head waters of our 
river should be given to subsidize a line 
which alone benefits the country along 
the River St. John,” is an argument that 
it is too late, we fear, to use, however 
valid it may be; and then will not the 
same argument apply to the immense ex- 
penditure by the Domimon government 
ou a line that will in the very nature of 
wy chiefly aid the country laying on 
the North Shore. : 

It is reported by some of the newspa- 
pers that Hon. Alex. McKenzie intends 
shortly visiting the Maritime Provinces, 
his intention being to ascertain the feel- 
ings of members elect to the Dominion 
Parliament, so that he may * count 
noses” for the struggle that is likely to 
take place next winter between the Gov- 
ernment and Opposition. Pending the 
question who is to be leader of the oppo- 
sition, McKenzie or Blake, it would seem 
premature this mission of Mr. McKenzie, 
because there is little doubt that the 
policy of these two gentlemen as leaders 
will diverge considerably. At all events, 
Whatever the prediliction of members 
elect may be in the lower Provinces, we 
scarcely think they are so thoroughly 
imbued, in any case with fervent regard 
for the policy of Ontario politicians, to 
range themselves heedlessly and inviola- 
bly under the banner of one of those be- 
forehand. Certainly the elections in this 
Province and in Nova Scotia should be 
a guarantee that the large majority of 
our representatives elect have gone to 
and come from their constituencies not 
as oppositionists to the present govern- 
ment, but pledged to give the adminis- 
tration a fair and honest trial and sup 
port, should their future measures and 
conduct be such as to justify it. 
These cannot with any degree of o_ 

sistency now say to Mr. McKenzie, yo 
can count us in opposition on a test vote. 
There are no reasons evident why we 
should be in sympathy with the grits of 
Ontario, and it remains to be proven that 
these do exist before they have a right to 
claim the votes of our members: whose |8 
duty manifestly is to use the power their 
present position gives them, in the Com- 
mons, with great impartiality and judg- 
ment, 

That the constituencies will expect a 
straight forward, independent course of 
action on the part of our members, that 
being the course these members have 
voluntarily pledged themselves to, there 
is no doubt ; but support of the govern- 
ment may he found to be quite consist- 
ent er course mentioned, and we 
are satis that the le generall 
will be well pleased if 80 all will 
prove. 

It has already been announced that 
the Town Council have sold the stock of 
the Town in the Woodstock Railroad for 
$4,000, to H. Osburn, Esq., Manager of 
the N. B. & C. R. The proper obliga- 
tions requiring that trains shall be run 
each way daily, (Sundays excepted) and 
providing for satisfactory rates of tariff 
have been made conditions of the bar- 
gain. It may seem to some that whereas 
the Town holds stock to the amount of 
$20.000, to sell it for $4,000 is making 
but a sorry speculation, but the object of 
the Town authorities in subscribing for 
stock was simply to ensure the building 
of the railroad, any prospect of a direct 
money return to the treasury of the town 
not entering into the calculation at all. 
That large indirect advantages would 
accrue to the town from the railroad was 
anticipated and this anticipation has thus 
far been realized to some considerable ex- 
tent, and the simple change of preprie- 
torship in the $20,000 worth of stock 
can not effect injuriously the influence of 
the road upon the business of the town ; 
indeed the new owners will be in a posi- 
tion to wield a much greater influence at 
the board of Directors with the stock than 
could the town under the law which con- 
trolled the authorities, so that we may 
anticipate that the change will prove ad- 
vantageous in this direction rather than 
otherwise. In a money point of view 
the $4,000 is just so much clear gain, 
which will go to assist in swelling the 
sinking fund and thus the sum relieve 
the town from the tax incident to the debt 
increased by sale of bonds to pay the 
stock. Thus it appears to us that the 
authorities have done wisely in making 
the arrangement they have. 

Ox Tuesday evening we attended, by} 
invitation, a meeting of * Crystal Fount” 
Lodge, B. T., at Jacksonville, and were 
most agreeably surprised at the nature 
of proceedings. The ceremonies were 
partly in the character of a dedication of 
the new Hall, recently fitted up by Mr. 
Hamilton Emery, for the use of the 
Lodge, and occupied by it this evening 
for the first time. The Hall is 30x19 
feet, inside, with arched ceiling, and well 
lighted by a hanging chandelier in the 
centre and strongly reflecting end lights ; 
the seats along the wall are raised, adding 
much to the appearance and comfort of 
the room when occupied, and connected 
therewith is a good anteroom. It is capa- 
ble of seating comfortably, we should 
suppose, some 150 persons and, while 
not quite large enough for public gather- 
ings, is finely calculated for the purpose 
of a Lodge room.

“ Mr. Fisher, Mayor of Woodstock, has at 
length actually given that $800 to the town 
to aid in establishing schools.” 

We need scarcely say this paragraph 
is quoted from the St. John Freeman.— 
Everyone can detect in it that spleen 
and bitterness which is the Freeman's 
nature, and that is always evoked when 
he refers to certain topics. We would 
not notice the matter but for the fact 
that we know that persons have been so 
far misled by the subtle insinuations of 
the paragraph as to infer that the gift re- 
ferred to was a gift of money simply con- 
trolled and reluctantly paid over by Mr. 
Fisher, and not, as is the fact, a donation 

from his own private means. A volun- 
tary gift of $300 by a gentleman who 
could serve no personal interest by it, to 
assist in any way the education of the 
youth of any locality, is an act that calls 
for comment, and deserves at least re- 
spectful mention; the Freeman's com- 
ment is a sneer and insinuation. Some 
time in December last, if our memory is 
not at fault, when the question of erect- 
ing or buying a building suitable for the 
schools of the Town was before the 
Board of Trustees, and “ways and means” 
were being discussed, Mr. Fisher, the 
chairman, said that he would give, when- 
ever it was required, the sum of $300 to- 
ward that specific object. The sum men- 
tioned from that moment became so far 
the actual property of the Board as that 
it entered into all their calculations, and 
before the time came when it was actu- 
ally wanted to make the * cash” pay- 
ment on the building which was purchas- 
ed, the amount was placed by Mr. Fisher 
in the Treasurers hands, the Town mean- 
while, in anticipation of this, having been 
relieved of taxation to the amount of 
$800. The gift was a generous and 
spontaneous one ; the money was paid as 
freely and with as little hesitancy as it 
was promised, and the sneers and insinu- 
ations of the Freeman can only result in 
making a liberal act more notorious, and 
in making the impertinence of the retailer 
of the sneers more conspicuous in his 
own peculiar role.

in any bank in this Province he may direct, 
and upon giving the agreemet, with sureties, 
also referred to in said resolution, such sure- 
ties being the survivors of the lesee company, 
so called, in the lease from the Woodstock 
Railway Company to Wm. Todd and others, 
then the Mayor and Clerk are directed to 
execute the said assignment, affixing thereto 
the common seal : Mr. Osburn paying all ex- 

nses connected therewith, and can ying out 
is arrangement with the Woodstock Rail- 
way Company. 
The Mayor submitted a draft of agreement 

drawn up in accordance with tenor of above 
resolution which was approved. Adjourned.

In the forty counties in England there are 
held annually 1,368 fairs for the exhibition 
of horses, cattle and agricultural products; 
in the 13 counties in Wales 244; in the 33 
counties in Scotland 449, and in the 32 coun- 
ties in Ireland 193, making a total of 2,254. 
The largest number held in any one county 
in England is 135 in Cornwall ; Camarthin- 
shire held the largest number in Wales, 43 ; 
Aberdeenshire, in Scotland, 63, and County 
Cork, in Ireland, 15. These fares are held 
at all seasons of the year when the stock and 
farm products are in the best possible condi- 
tion for exhibition. 
A curious calculation has been made lately 

by a savant, well known in Paris for his pe- 
culiar antipathy for the fly.

PROGRESS IN JAPAN—THE INFLU- 
ENCES OF CHRISTIAN CIVILI- 

ZATION. 
Our correspondence from Japan has for some 

time past been interesting even more than 
usual. We have been, mail after mail, stead- 
ily chroniclmg the great and unprecedent- 
ed reform which within the last few yesrs 
has been progressing in Japan—a reform 
which, more than anything else during the 
last three years, has preserved a live and al- 
most dying belief in the ancient biblical 
prophecy that * nations would be borp in a 
day.” Certain it is that the changes which 
have taken place in Japan—changes which 
have been of the most marvellously revolu- 
tionary character—have never taken place in 
any country now within the ranks of modern 
civilization since the first triumphs of Chris- 
tianity. The sudden and complete change 
which has taken place in Japan recalls the 
memory rather of the early triumphs of the 
Crescent than of the early triumphs of the 
Cross. 

In justification of what we have said re- 
garding the progress made by Japan within 
the last ten years let us briefly note a few 
facts. The Japanese governwent has been 
centralized by the abolishment of Daimois, 
thus resolving its political condition from one 
of numberless and comparatively amall States 
or pricipalities into a consolidated nation of 
over thirty millions. A few years ago Japan 
had no navy, and now it can boast cf at least 
ten steam vessels of war, including two iron- 
clads. A railroad has been constructed and 
is now in running order from Jeddo to Yoko- 
hama. Telegraph lines are in working order 
in many parts of the kingdom, and these lines 
are being worked by intelligent Japanese 
operatives, Lighthouse and lightships all 
along the coasts help to guide the mariner 
and to ward him off from danger. An im- 
perial mint coins gold and silver in Western 
fashion. There is a dry dock in which our 
own flagship, the Colorado, was quite recent- 
ly docked, with all her guns in position, and 
repairs to her bottom were most successfully 
made. Private schools are numerous all over 
the country, and under some of the best 
scholars in Europe and America the Japanese 
youth are receiving Christian culture. A 
college has been established at Jeddo and is 
in fine working order, there being a first rate 
staff of professors and a large attendance of 
students, As we have said already we sa 
again, Japan has made a forward leap, suc 
as no nation ever made before—she has made 
it largely through American influence.—X. 
Y. Herald. 

New York's Ture TrreLe-Heapep

sident Grant, when contrasted with the mag- 
nificent demand with which President Grant 
at the outset startled all England, leaves the 
United States in no more brilliant position 
before the world. Iresident Grant began 
with insisting that we must be indemnified 
by Great Britain for all the losses and outlay 
entailed upon us by the prolongation of the 
civil war after Gettysburg. Gettysburg was 
fought in July, 1863. The war ended, that 
is so far as the South was concerned, in April, 
1865. When we were under arms in July, 
1863, our military expenses were running on 
at the rate in round numbers of some three 
millions a day. The claim made by Grant 
upon Great Britain. therefore, is under 
rather than over stated when we put it down, 
all things included, at some three thousand 
million of dollars—a sum which, if it were 
paid into our national excheqner, would pro- 
bably induce even the insatiable Boutwell to 
relax his leech-like suction upon the coun- 
try’s financial life-blood. After a diplomatic 
wrangle of months, in which we began by 
losing our honor and ended by losing every- 
thing else, and after a mysterious arbitration 
of weeks, we are now informed that the 
United States are to receive from Great Bri- 
tain in full of our claims under the * due 
diligence” demand the lump sum of $15, 
000,000, being rather less than a week's mili- 
tary expenses of 1863.

| They admitted spending large sums in fire- 
works and processions and public meetings, 
as well as in hiring popular speakers and dis- 
seminating campaign literature, but they dis- 
claimed utterly any attempt at purchasing 
electors to vote for either party. If it was 
ever in doubt as to whether elections have 
been run in the States into which the ele- 
ment of Bribery entered, that doubt has now 
been set at rest. It is proven that enormous 
sums were spent by both parties among the 
negroes in North Carolina, and that the ma- 
jority obtained by the Administration candi- 
date for (Governor, besides being otherwise 
fraudulently obtained, were purchased with 
money.

A REMARKABLE ScrNE.—The last mo- 
ments of two murderers, Harris and Lucas, 
hanged in Columbia, S. C., a few days ago, 
are thus described : 
The minute hand of the Sheriff's watch 

had reached twenty minutes past two when, 
at a given signal, the drep sprang open and 
the two bodies were plunged into the 
yawning space below. Piercing shrieks and 
a dismal and prolonged wail from the thou- 
sand women in the crowd recorded the fall 
of the drop. The bodies spun around and 
around with great velocity for a moment,and 
then followed a most horrible scene. Neither 
of the ropes had been properly adjusted, and 
the two dangling victims began to struggle 
in a most terribly violent and almost super- 
human raanner. Both of them lashed the 
air with their pinioned limba, their knees be- 
ing repeatedly brought up to the former level 
of the drop ; for the fall had scarcely been 
three feet. Harris, with the terrific force of 
his struggles, got his feet loose, and frequent- 
ly kicked the suspended drop next to him, 
while Lucas’ body swayed to and fro with 
fearful violence and the most excrusiating 
contortions. Though hanging some 3 feet 
apart they frequently touched each other in 
their desperate efforts to free themselves, for 
I am contident they were conscious all this 
time. For nearly ten minutes this fearful 
scene lasted, and the horrified crowd rocked 
itself about like an agitated sea, while the 
negro women set up a most dismal and woe- 
ful wail, which made the scene awful to con- 
template. At the expiration of about that 
period, the strangulated victims ceased their 
terrible and agonizing death struggles, and 
hung listlessly at the end of the ropes. In 
fifteen minutes from the fall of the drop they

ProsPERITY OF THE WESTERN STATES. 
—The rapid growth of the West is happily 
illustrated by the statistics of the three 
States of Iowa, Wisconsin and Minnesota, 
which though young in years sre already old 
in industrial prosperity. In 1870 these 
States contained an aggregate population of 
5,686,168. The natural increase would give 
them a population of 3,000,000 in 1872.— 
Twenty years ago Minnesota contained but 
20,000 people. To-day she has more than 
500,000. She is the youngest of the trio.— 
Wisconsin had a populaticn of 300,000 in 
1860. In 1870 she numbered over 1,000,000. 
Iowa now eouuts 1,250,000 against 200,000 
in 1850. The increase in the value of pro- 
perty in these States is still more surprising. 
I'he value of the real and personal estate in 
Wisconsin has increased from $42,056,595 in 
1850 to $702,307,3290 in 1870. In the same 
period in Jowa the increase has been from 
$23,714,638 to $717,644,750; while in Min- 
nesota the advance has been from $562,294, 
413 to $228,609,500. Among the cereals 
wheat exhibits the most notable increase.— 
['hus, in Minnesota in 1850, the production 
was only 1,400 bushels; in 1860, 2,186,993 
bushels; in 1870, 19,000,000 bushels. The 
products in Iowa has increased from 1,500, 
000 bushels in 1850, to 29,000,000 in 1870. 
[he crop in Wisconsin has increased from 
4,200,000 bushels in 1850 to 25,600,000 
bushels in 1870. The total grain product of 
the threo States in 1870 was upward of 220, 
000,000 bushels.

Forester, well known in criminal circles, and 
sporting some half a dozen aliases, is a mem- 
ber. He has been tracked all over the country 
to New Orleans, where he succeeded in hid- 
ing himself from the police, but sent them 
word that if let alone he would tell what he 
knew of the murder, though denying that he 
had anything to do with it. He has at last 
been arrested in Washington by several de- 
tectives, who have for a long time been on 
the watch for him. He acknowledges his 
identity, and is a valuable prize, even if no 
complicity in the Nathan crime is made out, 
as, irrespective of the rewards elicited by that, 
there is $16,000 as a standing price for his 
capture. He has been brought on to New 
York for trial. 

A late English paper gives some particu- 
lars of an enterprise of world-wide interest, 
which is now engrossing the atttention of 
railroad capitalists in Xurope, This enter- 
prise is the construction of a railroad in the 
valley of the Euphrates, to connect Antioch 
on the Mediterranean with Basora on the 
Persian gulf, and thus save five day's time 
and 1000 miles of distance in the circumter- 
raneous steam navigation of the globe. The 
trip through the Red Sea is one of the most 
expensive and most unpleasant parts of the 
trip between Hindostan and England. The 
completion of the road from Antioch to Bas 
sora would soon be followed by extensions to 
Constantinople on one side and Bombay on 
the other, and thus ten days’ time for passen- 
gers and fast freight would be saved between 
Jurope and China. A committee of London 
capitalists lately studied the Euphrates rail- 
way project and reported that no company 
could afford to undertake the work without 
government assistance and they will appeal 
to Great Britain and Turkey. The shortest 
line will be about 1000 miles—a moderate 
distance to save 2000 miles perilous and dif- 
ficult navigation. 

Excrism  CoMMENT ON THE BELFAST 
Riors.—If Belfast had beer a city in any 
country of the Continent, Belfast would be 
in a state of siege. From Thursday week to

government poured in troops till on Wednes- 
day there were 3200 soldiers and police un- 
der arms, but they were embarrassed by the 
old difficulty, the want of confidence in the 
magistracy.
