The coloring material used is simply 
diluted writing fluid, which gives the paper 
a delicate French gray shade. Characters 
written with a pen on this cannot be remov- 
ed in any manner. If scratching is restored 
to, the surface will be removed, and the white 
body of the paper underneath would show 
the attempt. The coloring matter of the 
surface, being the same as the ink used in 
writing upon it, any chemical preparation 
that would remove one would remove the 
the other, and thus any attempted alteration 
would he discovered,

(Greece is the freest of constitutional monar- 
chies, Her sovereign was called to the 
throne by the voice of the people. His sub- 
jects are equal before the law, and there are 
no titles of nobility or distinction. The lib- 
erty of the individual and his house is inviol- 

able. Trial by jury is maintained. The 
press is free, and is allowed to be the vehicle 
of any and every opinion not contrary to the 
religion of the state or against the Ruan of 
the king. Suffrage is universal. Members 
of the Chamber of Deputies represent the na. 
tion aswellas the province which elects them. 
Cabinet Ministers take part in the delibera- 
tions of the Chamber, and under certain cir- 
cumstances can be brought to trial by the 
Chamber before a special court conyened for 
the purpose. The number of deputies for 
each district is fixed in proportion to its in- 
habitants, and the whole number can never 
be less than 150. Thus in Athens, with a 

population of 50,000, the number elected was 
six. The system of universal suffrage will 
become more and more successful as the peo- 
ple learn to be more self-reliant and inde- 

ndent of the arbitration of placemen. It 

1s a safety-valve to the passions of the peo- 
le, and is in harmony with the principles of 
iberal government. In Athens, perfect tran- 
ry prevails at elections, but in some of 
the provinces the presence of troops is re- 
quired to maintain order; and it not unfre- 
cee occurs that affrays with loss of lifa 
take place in closely contested districts. The 
system employed at elections in Greece is 
that of “secret ballot;” and it may not be 
uninteresting to dwell for a moment upon 
the peculiar mode in vogue in Greece. Each 
candidate has a separate ballot-box upon 
which his name is inscribed. These boxes 
are ranged in a line across the body of the 
communal church, where the elections take 
place, and are elevated to the height of the 
breast of the voter. Behind each box, on a 
raised bench, sits a friend of each candidate, 
to challenge, if necessary, the right of the 
voter. Registers are stationed near the door 
of the church to check from the printed lists 
the name of each voter as he receives his bal- 
lot. Thus far the modus operandi does not 
materially differ from our own, except that 
a separate box is assigned to each candidate, 
But the boxes are peculiar, and may furnish 
a hint upon which a less objectional plan than 
our own might be adopted. The receptacle 
for the ballot is a square tin box, with a 
ridged roof, from which projects longitudinal- 
ly about a foot of pipe of the diameter of a 
stove funnel. Into this funnel the voter in- 
serts his arm, having first received from the 
attendant a small lead or iron bullet. The 
ballot-box is divided interiorily into two par- 
titions, and the box is painted externall 
white and black to correspond with these di- 
visions—white signifying yea, and black nay. 
The name of the candidate inscribed upon 
the ballot-box is distinctly announced, and 
the voter, whose hand is concealed, drops his 
ballet by a simple movement of the wrist 
into the yea or nay partition as he elects.— 
The ball falls noisely, and ths voter with- 
draws bis hand without the possibility of his 
vote being known to the observers. This 
process he repeats until he has voted foreach 
candidate, The process is lengthy, but the 
time allowed for elections, extending over 
several days, prevents undue excitement or 
eager haste. It is difficult to conceive of a 
mode in principle better calculated to protect 
the independent action of the voter and tc se- 
cure immunity from fraud. — Harper's Month- 
ly. 

Mormonism does not appear to be on the 
decline in the United States—on the contrary, 
recent reverses which the faith has suffered 
seem only to have strengthened the zeal of 
its advocates and adherents, Agents recente 
ly sent to Europe to secure converts have 
been very successful. Six hundred converts 
arrived at New York on Monday last from 
Liverpool, on their way to the city of the 
Latter Day Saints. About three hundred of 
them were fine-looking, healthy people from 
Norway, Sweden, and Denmark, and the re- 
mainder natives of England, Wales and Scot- 
land. They had been culled from the work- 
ing classes, Wolverhampton and Birmingham 
furnishing a large proportion. Some of them 
were entire families, and among them were a 
man aged 81 years, and a woman d 82, 
This company had been collected during the 
past six months by the exertions of the Mor- 
mon missionaries. Sometimes the Mormon 

nts are victimized by cunning foreigners, 
as wasillustrated a few months ago. At that 
time there came among their party a tall, 
athletic Irishman, whose brilliant auburn hair 
indicated great vigor. He had imposed so 
much upon the missionaries that his passage 
and subsistence to America had been paid. 
He came ashore in the barge with the others, 
but as soon as he felt his foot on terra firma 
he gave a great leap and shouted, “I'm a 
Mormon no longer, I'm on American soil, 
Ha! ha! Stop me now, if ye can!” On a 
previous voyage two Englsh girls took the 
same advantage of the missionaries to reach 
New York. The arrival of Mormons at New 
York will average about three thousand per 
year. 

Newfoundland has a great coal field, about 
which the following is the latest :—Thirty 
years ago, Mr. Jukes ascertained the existe 
ence of coal in the region of St. George's Bay. 
Professor Bell, of Canada, a few years 
visited the spot and found a fine workable 
seam of coal. Mr. Murray has calculated 
that the area of this solitary seam, even su 
posing there were no others to be found, is 
* 38 square miles, with a thickness of three 
feet, which would yield 54,720,000 chaldrons 
of coal, or 1,422,000 chaldrons per square 
mile.” A very considerable portion of this, 
he considers will be found with workable 
depth ; and this is but one of many seams 
that may vet be found in the area between 
Cape Anguille and the head of St. George's 
Bay. The whole carboniferous area of the 
western coast occupies three distinct areas, 
which Mr. Murray designates as the “St. 
George's Trough, the Port-au-Port Trough, 
and the inland trough of Humber River and 
Grand Pond.” 

A StranGE Lusartic.—An extraordinary 
case of monomania is related in a French ex- 
change. A well dressed, educated gentleman 
recently appeared before a magistrate and 
gave the following account of himself :—* My 
name is L——.

I happily managed to 
ward off the dreadful impulse until vacation 
came. But to-day I feel that I can no longer 
resist. Even in coming here to you I care- 
fully avoided meeting any child, for, had I 
done go, I must have killed it.” At thismo- 
ment a boy fourteen years happened to be 
brought before the magistrate to answer some 
charge against him. At the sight of the boy 
a mad glare seemed to dart from the eves of 
the monomania, as he rushed forward to seize 
him, and was only prevented by the officers 
of the law.

The beds vary from 12 ft. to 30 
ft. in thickness, while the system of coal- 
bearing strata in this Province is about 500 
ft. in thickness, and contains, besides, an in- 
exhaustible supply of iron ore.
