AN ACT RELATING TO BILLS OF EXCHANGE 

AND PROMISSORY NOTES, 
Whereas doubts exist as to the time of the 

maturity of a Bill of Exchange or Promissory 
Note payable ata month or months after 
date, and it is desirable to set such doubts at 
rest: Thercfore Her Majesty, by and with 
the advice and consent of the Senate and 
House of Commons of Canada, declares and 
enacts as follows: — 

1. Every Bill of Exchange or Promissory 
Note which is made payable at a month or 
months from and after the date thereof, be- 
comes due and payable on the same number- 
ed day of the month in which it is made pay- 
able, and in such cases it becomes due and 
payable on the last day of the month with 
the addition in all cases of the days of grace 
allowed by law.
