hidden in the heart. Not to wish for more 

but what kind Providence has bestowed upon 

us is contentment. If the share our homes 

furnish should be small, let us enjoy it while 

it is present time, nor reach beyond for more, 

Though troubles come and wishes be denied, 

be patient with those that are bestowed. In 

wisdom’s path we will take the joys and woes 

with cautious steps, nor wish for more than 

nature kindly gives. 

It is not always wealth and earthly glory 

that makes us happy ; many that are miser- 

able Lave both of these ; but a bright, sun- 

shiny spirit which can bear little trials, and 

enjoy little favors, and find happiness in all 

the scenes of life. This joyous spirit will 

teach us to take things as we find them, and 

make them even better if we can. It teaches 
this philososophy all through life, and warns 

us that fretting and longing will only bring 

despair where before there shone a ray of 
hope and a bright spark of sunshine. 

While hope and contentment have their 

sway, despair may try in vain to conquer the 
heart.

It uses for life's great purposes 
every thought and act that the world gives 

it. 
Of all the influences which surround us, 

and which unite to make our characters and 

control our lives, there is none so powerful 

and lasting as that of the home circle. This 

exerts itself silently, constantly and power- 

fully over all of us from the beginning to the 

end of life, while other influences act at times 

or at some special time of life. In youth and 

age, in great and small things, in conduct, in 

morals, in looks it exerts its unbounded in- 

fluence. When we individually go from our 

homes out to seek the freedom ofa more 

worldly life, it clings so constantly to us that 

no efforts can overcome its power over us ; it 
shows itself in our ways, conduct, principles 

and thoughts ; no influence can be brought 

to destroy it—it goes with us from one home 

to another, and thus the tendencies of the old 

home are perpetuated in the new. Though 

new influences may be exerted these home 

tendencies will follow us as our future cus- 

toms and sway us through life. 

How little educational provision and control 

is made for this influence that is so powerful 

and lasting, and to which every one is giving 

his share for good or for evil! Great care is 

tiken to prepare youth for every other station 

of life ; to instruct them in the modes of gain- 

ing a livelihood ; in these attainments which 

shall render them attractive; but how to 

make home happy as a special duty little pro- 
vision is made. Crude and careles resolutions 

instead of well reasoned out plans, sound 

principles and clearly planned methods too 

often rule the home circle. Yet home life 
should not be robbed of its naturalness. Love 

and affection should be the very soul of home. 

But these will lead to thought and study, and 

self-sacrifice in the earnest trials to gladly and 
wisely bless their objects, - 

Curiosities of Advertising, 
Those little printed wonders called eccen- 

tric advertisements will never cease to dot 
our newspapers with their odd and funny 

statements, and their original and often 8trik- 

ing English. Such things as “ Found—A 
gold gentleman's watch,” or ‘a speckled 
lady's mink muff,” will continue to repeat 
themselves in various forms as long as the 
average man is educated to use his pen. In 

some case the advertiser finds it incumbent 
upon him to explain his real meaning, feel- 
ing, by the construction of his sentence, that 
«¢ it is somehow not exactly clear.” The fol- 

lowing from Mr. Brown is a case in point : 
“¢Keeps A Man.” A. P. Brown, keeps 

him, to repair gentlemen's clothes. To clean 
and press them, (not the men, the clothes).” 

But this one is clear enough. It is domes- 
tic in character, and that kind of advertiser 

is quite apt to learn how to speak out his 

mind. It appeared in the Morristown Jer- 
seyman : 

“To whom it may concern: Whereas, 

Parmelia Bush, a resident of Chester, did 

promise to marry me on the 19th instant, but 
instead of doing so, did flunk and has run off, 

I brand her as a liar, and ‘a person of bad 

character generally. 
Epwarp Prarr.” 

A chap in St. Louis is still more cruel in 
his way of writing domestic advertisements. 
It is wicked enough to advertise a lady who 
did ¢ flunk and run off,”’ but a desire to roast 

or boil a person is too much. Here is the 

announcemeut : 

“ Wanted—A good girl to cook ; one who 

will make a good roast or boil, and will stew 
well.” 

In domestic affairs a truth will often creep 

out by accident. In the following case the 
inference may not have been correct, but the 
possibility that it was so is enough to give it 
point. The lines appeared in the form of a 
personal made up by the editor : 
“ Mr. L. F. Mackintosh, of the Pioneer, 

has concluded to make an extended visit to 
the far West, for the benefit, we understand, 
of his wife's health.” 

Here is a little personal advertisement 
which will be readily recognized as the work 
of an Irish gentleman : 

+« Whereas, Patrick Malony has fraudu- 
lently taken away several articles of wearing 
apparel without my knowledge, this is, there- 
fore, to inform him that if he does not forth- 
with return the same, his name will be made 
ublie.” 
In the following advertisement we have a 

happy impression of the delicacy with which 
business may be made to proceed in spite of 
affliction, though one cannot help wondering 
over the difficulties which might ensue if a 
very stout purchaser should by accident in- 
vest in the wardrobe of a very lean husband : 

“ Widow Ladies. — Private gentleman 
would purchase a first-class wardrobe of gen- 
tleman’s attire for cash ; no dealer. Address 
in strict confidence and privacy, Cash.” 
Now that we are on the subject of clothes, 

the following appeal should be presented : 
Wanted.—A lady needs washing. Will 

any gentleman give it to her. Apply at 

Here is another of the same class: 
“ Wanted—ThLe washing of a few gentle- 

men. Who needs it, as it is a poor widow, 
to apply at this office.” 
A bold and irreverend editor makes the 

subjoined announcement, Ie is willing to 
take advertisements from almost any one of 
good character : 

¢¢ Queen Victoria is our only authorized 
agent for receiving advertisements and sub- 
scriptions in England. Those who doubt it 
can step over and see,” 
The following piece of advertising work 

was done by a real editor, one who is sup- 

posed to understand how to do these things:

I offer for sale,

By way of a clearance from cattle and care, 

Two lots and two houses, 

Two calves and two cowses, 
Gazette Printing Office, and furniture ware!
