The notable change 

which has beon effected in the relations 

of woman to society in late years renders 

some such recognition by law, as we 
have suggested the more imperative. 
The principle of woman's rights the 

world over has exercised a powerful in- 
fluenee ; this not, in most instances, the 

result of popular agitation, but of circum- 
stances, necessity and education. Wo- 

man hag become more self reliant, self 

dependent. This is evidenced in the 

narrow cirelos of Provincial life. Women 
are engaging more and more in the pur- 

suits of tradeand reproductive industries; 
if she has become a more active agent in 
the produetion of public wealth, by the 

expenditure of labor and skill, and if she 
is thus assuming a more industrious per- 

sonal position, she should enjoy all the 
rewards to which she becomes entitled 
at the hands of our law makers. When 
she is the representative of real estate or 
of personal property up to the require- 
ments of the law, for men made we. pro- 

vided, she should have a vote, and thus 

wield a direct influence in the publie 
management of her own property. 
The Dominion or the Province, mov- 

ing in this matter now, would only be 

following the example set by the United 
States and Britain; giving her here the 
rights which the wisest publicists of those 
countries claim for her would only be 
yielding rights which are inherently hers. 
We may soon turn our attention to the 

laws, and see more definitely how far 
woman is affected by these laws. 

THE present has been observed as a 
week of prayer in this Town, there hav- 
ing been a daily service held in one or 
other of the dissenting Churches.

Have we its 
evidence in the increase of the Catholic 
spirit, benign and loving and forgiving 
as it is general? If so, it is well. But 
—we stop now before we trespass too 
far on ground belonging to the religious 
press.

MENT. — Rome Jan. 2.—Information has just 

been conveyed to the government respecting 

the formation of a formidable and influential 

coalition which has just been effected between 
the Internationalsin this country and the ad- 

herents of Mazzini and Garibaldi. The union 
is formed with the avowed purpose and in- 
tention of republicanizing Italy, for the ac- 
comptishment of which end parties to the 
coalition pledge themselves to devote the en- 
tire strength of their respective organizations. 

The movement, which has been some time 

in progress, has gained rapidly, and has al- 

ready attained a dangerous foothold among 

the people. From information received, it 

appears that a definite plan of action has al- 

ready been agreed upon, by which simul- 

tancous risings have been arranged to take 

place at various points throughout the king- 

dom, more particularly in the provinces of 

Romagna and Genoa. A systematic revolu- 

tionary movement is also expected in Sicily, 
where emissaries of the new league have been 

actively proselyting for the past several 
months. A rigid inquiry has been instituted 

by the government, which has empowered its 

officers to arrest all persons suspected of be- 

ing connected with the movement.
