Tue present is that season of the year
especially adapted for mental improve-
ment. Having free schools, ample pro-
vision is made for the rudimentary edu-
cation of the youth. But the young men
and young women of raral districts of a
new country like this require education.
As science, philosophy and the arts, in
their later dayexpansion,open up broader
fields and create demands for thoughtful,
intelligent minds, so the calls upon our
young men for mental cultivation are
broader and more imperative.

Education is a subject upon which
learned treaties, without number, have
been written ; it is a subject that has run
the gauntlet of almost universal comment,
and still, in the midst of * counsellors,”
there has been confusion rather than
wisdom evoked in many instances. So
that too many of our young men regard
education as something only and solely
to be imparted in schools and completed
in colleges. And it is popular to say of
men who have not been favored with
schooling and who vet have, taking ad-
vantage of all favoring circumstances,
trained their minds and borrowed light
from all means of knowledge, thus im-
proving, enlarging, and bringing into
practical use native sense and latent
powers of mind—it is popular to say of
them they are self-educated, just as if
self-education is the exception and not
the rule. Any man whose education is
good for practical life purposes is self-
educated, and the test of the quality of
the education isits application. Schools
and colleges are only aids to education ;
they lay the foundation—a sure and solid
foundation, or a loose and insecure one,
just as the system may be effective or
otherwise, but the result equally depends
upon the mind and manners of those who
seek these aids.

Colleges and Universities fill a very
desirable place in the educational system
of a country, but those who are not with-
in reach of their advantages may remem-
ber that these institutions probably turn
out as many confirmed dunces; give to
the world B. A.’s and A. M.’s who, dur-
ing a useless life, live upon the charity
of society so far as any practical return
is made through the exercise of their
mental or physical powers. While the
giants of the world : those who stand out
*“like some tall cliff ” among the millions
of the race alike, in their works, the glo-
ry of contemporaneous and succeeding
generations; the men who chain the
lightning, give us the press and the
loom, harness steam to the carriage; the
men who largely contributed to make
our literature and to mould our political
system, these are men, many of them,
who never saw the inside of a college,
but who still were educated to a high
purpose and with good results.

Look at the prominent men in this
Dominion to-day, and those who direct
its destinies, whose names are most fa-
miliar household words in connection
with the affairs of state, are found to be
men without any mere umversity affixes ;
and still they are educated.

We do not wish to have it supposed
that we would curb the really worthy
ambition of any young man who desires
to learn all that may be learned in the
higher institutions; what we do want
is that our intelligent young men shall
not waste the best portions of their lives
in useless repinings because circum-
stances precluge them from entering the

~ classic walks of the university or college.

We want them to avail themselves of the
advantages they do possess. The world
is full of books—helps to the ambitious
—let them give their spare hours to
thoughtful reading and diligent study:
to the philosophical and scientific expe-
riments within their reach; to the asso-
ciations of the debating society, the
Lodge, the Division Room. Thus, if
they do not become proficients in the
dead languages, they may have the mind
inspired to living practical activity. If
they may not read and compare the ori-
ginal Greek, they may have their judg-
ments matured for the consideration and
comparison of the great facts of every-
day hfe. They may so train their minds
as to make themselves more happy, more
useful, and our great aim of life should
be to make ourselves valuable to society,
for that man who is of no value to society
can be of little value to himself. - Let
our young men cultivate a spirit of true
independence, of firm self-reliance. And
while we would desire to see evidences of
a growing feeling on the part of our
young men of faith in themselves, we
want to see that feeling expand into a
generous faith in the country they inhab-
it. The future of our country rests.
with our young men, largely. Let them
regard themselves as the custodians of
their country’s prosperity, and then bring
all the power of faith, self-reliance, inde-
pendence, firmness, to the proper dis-
charge of their responsibilities.

CARLETON COUNTY COURT.

The December term of the Court open-
ed on Tuesday last, His Honor Judge
Stevens presiding. William M. Connell,
Esq., in charge of Crown business.

The only criminal matter before the
Court was the Queen vs. John Burbee,
who was indicted for an assault upon
one Ames Brawn. occasioning bodily
barm. At the trial neither Prosecutor
nor witnesses appeared, whereupon it
was ordered that their recognizance be
estreated and the prisoner discharged by
proclamation.

The facts of this case, as far as we can
learn, are, that on Sunday evening, the
10th of November last, a party of young
rowdies from the town attacked the house
of Burbee, by stoning the windews, and
climbing upon the roof for the purpose
of putting a board over the chimney.—
Burbee came out and, like any sensible
man, put them to fhight, and in doing so
punched one of the scamps over the eye,
for which he was arrested. Fearing that
these things might come out in evidence,
the witnesses failed to appear, and we
are informed that the authorities intend
to proceed against them upon their re-
cognizances.

N United States is, as usual, a lengthy and |

comprehensive document. Its general
tone is friendly, especially toward Great
Britain. He says on

THE GENEVA ARBITRATION,

When Congress adjourned in June last a
question had been raised by Great Britain,
and was then pending, which for a time seri-
ously imperilled the settlement of friendly
arbitration of the grave differences between
this Government and that of her Britannic
Majesty, which, by the Treaty, of Washing-
ton, had been referred to the Tribunal of Ar-
bitration which had met at Geneva, in Swit-
rerland. The arbitrators, however disposed
of the question, which had*eopardized the
whole Treaty and threatened to involve the
two nations in most unhappy relations to-
ward each other, in a manner entirely satis-
factory to this (Government, and in accord-
ance with the views and the policy which it
had maintained. The Tribunal, which had
convened in Geneva in December, 1871, con-
cluded its laborious session on the 14th day
of September last, on which day, having
availed itself of the discretionary power given
to it by the Treaty to award a sum in gross,
it made its first decision, whereby it awarded
the sum of fifteen millions of dollars in gold
as the indemnity to be paid by Great Britain
to the United States, for the liquidation of all
the claims referred to its consideration. This
decision happily disposes of a long standing dif-
ference between the two Governments, and in
connection with another award, made by t_he
Gierman Emperor, under a reference to him
by the same Treaty, leaves these two Gov-
ernments without & shadow upon the friendly
relations, which it is my sincere hope may
forever remain equally unclouded.

And on the settlement of the San
Juan question :

It is my grateful duty to acknowledge the

rompt, spontaneous action of Her Majesty’s

&ovemment in giving effect to the award.
In anticipation of any request from this Gov-
ernment, and before the reception in the
United States of the award signed by the
Emperor, Her Majesty had given instructions
for the removal of her troops which had been
stationed there, and for the cessation of all
exercise or claim of jurisdiction, so as to
leave the United States n exclusive pussession
of the lately disputed territory. I am grati-
fied to be able to announce that the arder for
the removal of the troops has been executed
and the military joint occupation of San Juan
has ceased. The Islands are now in the ex-
clustre possession of the United States.

This is what our reporter saw on
Thursday morning :—On looking towards
the River this (Thursday) morning, we
found that the ice was fast. An im-
mense floe or field had settled against the
bar on the head of Bull's Island, leaving
a clear space on the Woodstock and
Northampton sides of the river, but jam-
med ashore on the Northampton side
near John A. Shea’s, and having our
good Steam Ferryboat *“ Enterprise” fast
in its icey grasp. Next we observed
several men on and about the steamer, as
if endeavoring to extricate her from
the ice, 8o as to tow her up to her wharf;
but after 10 o’clock, a. m., the ice start-
ed, taking the Enterprise and the men
with it, which, after various swingings
and turnings, was finally jammed ashore
on the rocks below the Red Bridge, oppo-
site the Town, where she now lies high
and dry in a precarious situation on the
rocks, we fear badly damaged. We trust
none of the men were hurt, and that the
boat can be again repaired, as besides the
loss to Capt. Coombes, she has now be-
come one of the institutions of the place
which the public can scarcely do without.
As if satisfied with grounding our boat
on the rocks, the ice stopped.

WE would prepare the minds of our
readers for the enjoyment of a rich musi-
cal and literary treat to be offered them,
in the Institute Hall, some time between
Christmas and New Years.

Tue Roman Catholic Church in the
Provinee of Quebec is being disturbed by
trouble between eclesiastics. The Arch-
bishop of Quebec and Bishop Bourget
are quarrelling over the propriety of
granting university powers to the Jesuit
College in Montreal. The Bishop and
the Jesuits being in sympathy, and the
Archbishop taking more liberal views in
which it appears he has the good will of
Rome, as the following despatch and re-
ply shows, the former being from the
Archbishop :

To Cardinal Barnbo at Rome :

First—Are the decrees respecting the Uni-
versity of Laval revoked ?

Second—Can Bishop Bourget apply to Par-
liament before a formal revocation ?

Loan Bro.’s bill for sundries, $10.75, was
referred to a special committee composed of
Messrs. Baker and McCaffery. Account of
David Jones, $4.25, for wrenches for fire en-
gine, was referred to fire committee, with in-
structions to pay if found correct.

Coun. McCuffery gave notice that at next
meeting of Council he would move the pas-
sing of a bye-law compelling all parties bring-
ing cord wood into the town for sale to have
the same surveyed.

The fire committee was instructed to pro-
cure ten cords of wood for fire purposes.

Adjourned till to-morrow evening at 7.30
o'clock.

Dee. 11.

Council met pursuant to adjourniment. A
full board, His Worship in the chair. Min-
utes of last meeting approved.

Order passed for $0.00, premium of Insur-
ance on town building. Loan Bro.'s account
was read, and handed back to committee for
further explanations from Messrs. Loans,

A communication was read from Messrs,
G. W. Vanwart, John McCormac and Stephen
Smith, Assessors, offering to give the Coun-
cil a property book,—prepared by them for
present year's assessment, which they stated,
with a very little care, might be made thor-
oughly correct as a property basis for the use
of future Assessors,—for the sum of $50.—
Messrs. Connell and Baker were appointed a
committee to confer with the gentlemen
named, and report to Council.

On motion of Coun. McCaffery, seconded
by Coun. Bridges, a Bye-Law was ordained,
prohibiting the sale of cord wood in the
T'own, unless first surveyed by a Town Sur-
veyor, under a penalty of fifty cents for each
offence. On this question the Council di-
vided, the yeas being Messrs, Bridges, Baker,
McCaffery, McDonald; nays, Connell and
Lynch.

A proposition from Mr. James McCanna
was submitted, offering to take $534 in full
for all work done on the two tanks built by
him ; there was a sum of $434 due him on
the contract, and he would take $100 for ex-
tra work performed. The proposition, on
motion was ordered to be accepted, on Mc-
Cdanna giving the proper release. Adjourn-
ed.

TerriBLE HuURRICANE IN SiciLy.—A
dreadful calamity has befailen the lively and
smiling town of Palazzolo. Where only &
few hours since there were the two populou
wards of Gardia and Flumergrande, where »
new theatre and several elegant mansions
formed the ornaments of the place, there is
now only a heap of ruins and rubbish, a mis
erable sight to the beholder. Five minutes
of an indescribable hurricane have been suf-
ficient to change the whole look of things,
and to plunge hundreds of families into utte
misery. There has been no instance of such
calamity within the memory of living man.
No earthquake ever caused so much destrue-
tion. There are houses ruined, houses fallen
to the very ground, walls cleft from end to
end, walls hanging outwards, as if to rest on
the adjoining houses. There are roofs wholly
swept away, sunken vaults, balconies torn
from their places, windows and shutte1s either
entirely carried off or hanging loose from the
walls, lamp posts forced from their sockets,
uprooted trees—and this is all one sees
along the northeast side of the town. Not a
single house remains in which the whole roof
amf windows do not require thomugh repair.
All on one line on the side we mentioned
there is the Church of St. Sebastian, the front
part of which has been torn asunder from the
rest of the building, and the whole will have
to come down ; there is a nunery, all the walls
of which are demolished: there was the
theatre, of which only the front wall is stand-
ing—there was the new house of Bibbie with
the adjoining hotel and the excise office,
which was literally levelled with the ground,
burying more than ten persons under its rnins;
there were in short, ever so many two-
storied buildings, of which there is left here
a wall and there a corner, a floor, or a shat-
tered ceiling. The streetsare a mass of frag-

ments and rubbish., The incidents of the
disaster are so strange as to be almost ip-
credible. There was a store with twenty-
five hectolitres of wheat, of which not 5
trace is anywhere to be seen. The books of
the excise and of the land registry offices
have vanished, and only their torn legves
have been found here and there at great dis-
tances. In one house all the copper Litchen
untensils were blown through the r,of . in
another benches and heavy chests flew th ouoh
the windows.
