I cannot plead utter | 
poverty, nor have I riches to brag on. Since 
coming to this County, twelve years ago, I am | 
happy to state I have paid my bills, and content- 
ed to admit that it has kept me busy, and as I | 

am still occupied in so doing, and likely to be, I 
cannot find more time to devote to politics than 
the amount necessary to meet the lability, that 
liability I am willing to assume, and I hope I 
have a just idea of the magnitude of the assuwp- 
tion. 1 will state to you a course of policy, 
which, as far as in me lies, I shall endeavor to 
follow. The first, and a very difficult subject for 
the people's representatives’ consideration, still 
continues to be that of scholastic education. The 
next in point of magnitude 1s the public domain. 
The remainder may be comprised under the com- 
pendious terms Municipal and sumptuary pow- 
ers, still remaining with us since we became con- | 

federated with our sister provinces of this North 
American continent. 
My first subject, scholastic education, has been 

receiving the attention of the people, undoubted- 
ly, since letters were formed; it 1s only lately 
that our Government has made the education ot 
youth, indirectly, compulsory on the people by 
a direct and compulsory tax. As you, gentle- 
men electors of this county, have experienced the 
workings of this tax for two years you must, by 
this time, have discovered its beneficial effects, 
as compared with our old or previous laws touch- 
ing on the same; as I come before you a strict 
supporter of the spirit and intention of the pre- 
sent acts, yet I reserve the right to criticise and 
condemn certain portions that do not meet, or 
are irrelevant to the said spirit and intention; 
it is an easy matter to say the law is defective, 
in parts it needs amendments; it is a harder 
matter to point out the defects and propose the 
amendment. As I have been connected with the 
administration of the district school law since it 
came in force, I think you willnot consider me pre- 
sumptuous when I point out errors and propose 
a better clause. Admit that errors exist, when 
is it foo early to begin to rectify? Why delay 
one more year ? Why encourage procrastination 
that aged thief of time? I think, gentlemen, 
when men say stop, delay, avast, and so forth, 
that they are only waiting for some one to point 
the way. I want to convince you that I can lay 
out the job, hew the material, and fill up the 
gaps. Lhe first great mistake in the *‘ Common 
Schools Act ’? is the time of the annual meeting, 

(see sec. 21 Common Schools Act, *71) namely, 

the second Thursday in January, and the school 
year ends the 31st day of October preceding; any 
person must, at a glance, see the absurdity of 
this arrangement, and had he to conduct the bu- 
siness of a district from that date to the time oi 
the annual meeting, and know not what the peo- 
ple would grant, or whether grant anything, or 
pay the teacher, even if he be induced to trust to 
luck and the district for his pay, and the proba- 
bility in January of the people not satisfying him 

in the past, i. e. from October 31st to January, 

or for the coming year, and district and teacher 

to be put to inconvenience. I think school trus- 
tees, and those who have given this thing consi- 
deration, will agree with me that this amendment 
will consist in having the annual meeting a rea- 
sonable time before the expiration of the school 
year. The next serious difficulty is getting a 

correct valuation, and in fact a valuation in 

many instances at all of the property of districts; 
the mode under the act is (see sec. 14, 19, 44) 
to procure the amounts from the parish assess- 

ment lists, which usually, in a lightly gaxed 

county like our own, are mere guess work, bat 

answer for all practical purposes excepting this 
my amendment, learned by experience, (the ma- 

ternal ancestor of wit) 1s to make the school 

trustees in each district the assessors for school 

purposes, and all property in the district by 
whomsoever owned, to be taxed for the school or 

schools of such district; again, in travelling, 

sometimes several times, to the County Clerk tor 

these amounts, distant districts are put to ex- 

pense and trustees to much trouble. Another 
cause of much trouble are the uncertain bounus 
of some districts,—as the crow flies or magnet 
runs sometimes cuts farms in two, parts of wich 
may be in one district and parts in the other; 
had the six conjunctive trustees power to meet 
and change lands and properties, and under 
their written notices the several parties would be 

assessed by this or that body of trustees it would 
save a great amount of circumlocution and some 
red-tapeism; of course 1 only refer to country 
districts, distinct municipalities are supposed tv 
look sharper after themselves. Touching the 
County lund, under the present method the 
richer and more populous districts get the greater 
share; it is a proper question in my miud that 

poorer districts (according to the spirit of the 

law and our generous impulse) might be allowed 
from opposite circumstances, to receive a larger 

share, either for the construction of school houses 
or support of teacher. 

There is also one contradiction in the law, 

which has so far, I think, been overlooked. In 

part first of sec. 44, *“ non-residents of districts’ 
18 changed in various acts to ‘‘ non-residents of 

parish,” having quite an effect on the assess- 
ment. In the regulations, No. 20 1s a clause 

which, at the lightest, may be termed puritani- 
cal, and, I think, inclined to rufile the feelings 

of a considerable portion of all communities. 1 
a parent wishes to hang a string of beads across a 

picture of the virgin and her child, or any other 
christian emblem, there is certainly nothing re- 
pugnant to education, morality, or the feeliugs 

of any sect professing christianity. Part of this 

regulation in courtesy might well be obliterated. 

My own sense of justice and right will prompt 

me to uphold the law, that aitects all classes 
equally. I believe in no special arrangements ; 

let us have one country, one language, one law, 

and all proper.freedom and equality under the 

law. 
My next very important and generally inter- 

esting subject 1s the public domain; this, gentle- 
men, was your fathers’ in the past, it ought to 

be yours in the present, and be transmitted free 

and unencumbered to your children in the fu- 
ture, but this you will observe is now past the 
bounds of possibility, or, any way, 1 may say 

two-tenths of it are past the bounds ef probabili- 
ty; this I maintain has been caused by unwise 
legislation, the land being the people’s, a sacred 
inheritance ought not to have been bartered for 
any consideration, except that of actual settle- 
ment, it is against the economy of the country, 
the rights of the individual, and an assumption 

neither am I so ubiquitously cosmopolitan as to | gigantic a combination. : It has ever been ad- 
mitted that restraints put on the free movewents 
and desires of the peopie have met with great 
opposition, and generally nearly prevalent eva- 

| sion. 
I think this statement is fully illustrated in the 

liquor traftic in this Province—n« twithstanding the 
Proviucial laws are strict in letter, and Municipal 
budies pass resolutions 1s accordance—yet the good 
sense ut the peuple speaks distinctly in their apathy 
regarding the matter, they know these regulations 
spring from the wrong source. Why dues Govern- 
ment encourage and protect the manufacturer—im- 
puse duties that realize a decided proportion of the 
revenues, and then pass laws restraining its con- 
sumption ? Is the importation limited ?—is the 
manufacturers of it limited ? No, gentlemen; aod 
when the revenue swells. when the importation is 
large, the consumption excessive, it is called a 
healthy sign—Government rubs its bande and Cana- 
dian securitics advance 43 above par—the whole sin 

| dues not rest with the retailer or wholesaler—one- 

fifth of the Governor General's salary is derived 
from this source; where is the moral line of distinc 
tion tu be drawn between the legal and the illegal 
seller; does the Almighty license the Government 
to deal in twenty millions and condemn the indi- 
vidual who dispenses six cents worth? I believe 
that the word ought to be wiped from the statutes, 
not mentioned in the tariff, and leave the rest to 
the people, their own instinct of self preservation 
and the moral suasion of the more abstemions part 
of mankind. What a terrivle state the British Got- 
ernment is placed in at this day, a lmitting the evils 
of the liquor traffic, its immense iufiuence on the 
revenues of the country forbids its suppression-—to 
uphold it is disgrace—to condewn it financial ruin- 
ation. Will our Government ever be more able to 
dispense with the suws raised from the sale of liquor 
(I use the word sale, because if there were no sale 
there would be no importation) than at present ’— 
If she cannot now when she is comparatively clear 
from debt, free from war and free from tronbles-— 
will she ever be when these adjuncts become pres- 
sing? As a question of financial economy, there is 
something peculiarly inconsistent in aiding and 
protecting the production of an article and resisting 
its consumption by all usual and unusual weans, 
and the paradox is so well understood tbat people 
wink who would otherwise frown. To sum up this 
matter, gentlemen, you will observe that I am de- 
cidedly in favor of prohibition, wholly and solely, 
or leave the matter with the people; if money is to 
be made out of the misfortunes of others, lev each 
individual bear the moral responsivility of his own 
acts—have no illustrious precedents or backers. At 
present the parties in company (unlimited) in the 
liquor traffic are—the Canadian Governwent the 
head partner of the concern, the wholesale men the 
intermediate partners and the retailers the under- 
partners, which last receive all the abuse; munici- 
pal and sumptuary regulations are cxhausted on 
their account, and yet the laws are still evaded, and 
the thing remains in statu quo from the simple fact 
that it is the eifect the laws try to regulate, while 
tho cause is wholly everlooked. Within afew years 
ago I was connected with the liquor trade; I did 
not give it up on account of. any failure or lack of 
customers; 1 followed the exampls of the old lady 
in New Jersey, who had a plastation of niggers be- 
queathed to her; she seld them. She was an ab li- 
tiomst, she was. As a man, I would rather be sus- 
tained from some other source. Collectively men 
form governments. I would rather see government 
sustained from some other source. Never will our 
Government be more abie to sustain its credit with- 
out income accruing from liquor in its various ways 
than at present 
to far as New Brunswick's relations with other 

nations are concerned, it is well kuown to you that 
eur powers are strictly defined in the *“ British 
North America Act;” little 1s lett the local Parlia- 
ment except enlarged municipal powers (iu contrast 
with cities, &c.)—the regulation of schuol matters, 
internal (Proviucial) improvements, sumptuary re- 
gw.ationus, (dangerous to meddle with; the Spartans 
vebelied agamst an ox cart for a purse and pig iron 
tor legal teuder, and atter Lycurgus they ate and 
drank like others, and in course of time were gath- 
ered to their mothers) &e. 

1 think, gentlemen, that the only difficult sub- 
jects now before tho Province are the school law and 
public lands; you have my views of both. The 
liquor question may be mooted in any place but 
disposed of only in one. 

There is a still, small voice begiuning to be heard, 
having reference to a Legislative Union of these 
Maritime Provinces. 1 think it is wise for pecple 
to discuss this matter, even though only seen in the 
dim future. Mr Stickney’s rewarks in the Court 
tiouse, last nowination day, having in view a cut- 
ting dewn about one half or the Proviucial repre- 
sentation, ought to be received with excessive cau- 
tion; the effect of such a wuittling down wight be 
a Government of six or seven, a house of say tweuty 
odd; four ur tive in favor of tue Government would 
give them nearly absvlute and continuous power.— 
A Legislative Union, un a correct basis, might save 
money and call out a higher grade of intellect. but 
do not, electors of Carleton and New Brunswick, 
reduce your Parliament to the magnitude of a petit 
jury; be not penny wise and pound fo lish; maia- 
tain the dignity of your House, and wbile 1t retains 
the name do mot lower its standard to a simple 
County scesions. A man may have unbounded cou- 
fidence 1n himself and image with another or two 
80 good as himself that they could run the Dumin- 
ion. 1 am ready to adwit that my experience 
prompts me to respect the combined wisdom of half 
a hundred. 3 

In conclusion, gentlemen, I hope to see you at 
the hustings, where I shail endorse these my writ- 
ten views. I shall not travel over the County dun- 
ning every man for his vote. I cannot atford to 
lose the time; all the remuneration I shall receive, 
if you elect me, would scarcely foot that class of 
bills, and if elected 1 may not be coutinued in of- 
fice. You will excuse me if I remain howe until 
nomination day, anda atteud to those duties which 
I believe are more seewly and proper than blowing 
my horn at every man’s door. In conclusion, [ will 
state to you [ have not wilfully neglected tue miner; 
as no mine is being workea in this County, our lo- 

cal feelings are not so particularly interested, but a 
moment's reflection will prompt us to uphold Gov- 
ernment in all reasonable expenditures for any ef- 
forts in that direction in any part of the Province; 
and producers will discover that they are enriched 
as consumers multiply. I believe in Government 
assisting any laudable enterprise, either public or 
private, that promises a permanent return and 
general usefulness. It is entirdly unnecessary tor 
me to refer to customs duties, the tarid, &c., or 
free trade relations with the United States or other 
conntries. These matters, as you are aware, are 
under the guardianship of the Superior Legislature; 
but as agriculturists, manufacturers and producers, 
you know that any reasvnable concession the Do- 
minion may make to the United States to secure a 
more extonsive system of reciprocal trade, will re- 
ceive the hearty and unanimous support of us all. 
I was pleased to hear Mr. Appleby in his nomina- 
tion speech refer to that most petty (and yet in 
consequences serious) the “Revenue stamp Act,” 
which as a source of revenue is insignificant, but of 
trouble and inconvenience prolific. I recollect at 
the close of the Crimean war the ritish were under

The disposal ot 
large tracts of lands to companies is equal very 
nearly to an embargo on inunigration, to a vir- 
tual prohibition of new settlements, to a conver- 
sion of the country not into blooming farms aud 
desirable homes, but monopolies tor lumberers, 
and deserts for the peop®. Why pay for rail- 
roads so dearly? Why give the people’s posses- 
sions for mere passage ways thereto? The ex- 
cresences of the earth, tp use Lord Buckinghan'’s 
words, which the lumberers are so keenly desir- 

ous to attain, would pay for double the consider- 
ation, were settlers on the land to utilise the 
natural growth. Have we no credit wherewith 
to pay our bills without disposing of our lanus 
transmitted to us as the most precious legacy, the 
hope of our children and the stranger that comes 
amongst us? 

Two-tenths of our heritage gone, and in the 
hands of hard masters who will despoil 1ts woods, 
encumber the soil, and be barmers to quick set- 
tlewment. Gentlemen, still eight-tentus remain 
of you and your children’s property and now 1s 
the time to prove by your votes, that you value 
your lands, that you will maintain them intact, 

that you will allow no monopolists to engross the 
whole, that the public domawm is the people's, 
that none but the people shall have coutrol ot 1t, 
that it shall be free to all, monopolized by noue. 
Do not think, men of Carleton; that [ am oppos- 
ed to progress, that. I do not wish to see Kuil- 
ways and Canals opened, Roads and Bridges con-
