“TO SWEAR OR NOT TO SWEAR.” 

The subject of oaths, in legal enquiries, 
has recently become a familiar subject to 
the reading public, through the discus- 
sion of the * oath bill,” passed our Par- 
liament and disallowed by the Queen, 
and later of the proposals made by which 
evidence in the Pacific scandal case could 
be reached under oath. Apart from this, 
ever since, in this Province, the Jaw al- 
lowed the parties interested in civil suits 
themselves to take the stand and give 
evidence under oath, the public mind 
has been more immediately and some- 
what painfully interested in the subject. 
How can it be otherwise, in view of the 
facts as they strike the attention in our 
courts at almost every sitting. Under 
all the solemnity of an oath before 
God and the world, two or more ies 
interested in a suit take the stand and 
give evidence and a statement of facts as 
opposite to each other as light and 
darkness. It were to place a terribly 
low estimate on human nature to suppose 
that even in a majority of cases there is 
a wilful and deliberate indulgence in false 
swearing. No doubt frequently the error 
is committed through memory proving 
false, or through wrong impressions of 
facts. Nevertheless the wrong is done 
and some are perjured. 
The Counsel for the Tichborne claim- 

ant, in his opening address to the Jury, 
touching this point, quoted from the 
Greek play, the Medea of Euripides, “My 
tongue is sworn, my mind is unsworn,” 
as showing how witnesses are sometimes 
influenced under a mental reservation; 
and in his s h at Ottawa, on the 13th 
inst., Mr. McKenzie is reported as hav- 
ing said, (and the remark elicited excla- 
mations of approval) that : 

“ He believed himself that the person who 
would tell a false word when he was not on 
oath, would be very likely to do the same 
when sworn.” (Hear, hear.) 

Now this is just to the point ; does the 
oath as administered in courts tend to 
elicit the truth more completely than 
would be the case if witnesses, simply 
warned of their position, were allowed to 
make an unsworn statement. The man 
of honor and integrity must regard his 
word as good as his bond or his oath, but 
the bond in such a case may be for pos- 
terity. a record to control others when he 
himself may have passed away, just as a 
bond is security against loss at the hands 
of a dishonest man; in the case of the 
man who has no regard for his word, has 
no high sense of virtue and morality, will 
it be urged that susceptibilities to which, 
at other times, he is a stranger, will be 
aroused within him, by the act of kissing 
the bible under the invocation of the 
name of God by an officer. 

“ Swear not at all,” is the divine com- 
mand, and “let your answers be yea! 
yea! nay! nay!” may apply quite as 
appropriately to the swearing in court as 
to the oaths uttered by thoughtless lips 
in the thoroughfares. But the one is 
called by society right; the other blas- 
phemy : but apart from any divine au- 
thority in the matter, we are convinced 
that in the interests of good morals the 
system of swearing should be changed. 
« Familiarity breeds contempt,” and cer- 
tainly, judging from the small amount of 
respect paid in very many instances to 
the act of swearing in court and elsewhere 
where attestations under oath are made 
necessary by law, this saying applies to 
the matter under consideration. If in 
many instances oaths are only a solemn 

mockery ; if the truth is not reached any 

nearer, surely then we say the system 

should be abrogated.
