—Wall strect—that are in a fix; no one
elte. They do business, most of them, on im-
maginary capital. Half a dozen of them 'ﬁt
together, and they form a company—*‘ The
Windy Ocean R.R. Co.”—or the ‘‘ Lunar
Telegraph Co.,” etc. They issue very fine,
flashy looking bonds, printed in three or four
colors ; get one or two of the starving dailies
to bring them into notice ; offer them for sale
—paying the dupes who take them six, seven,
or ten per cent. per month, for money lent
on those bonds. But at last pay day comes,
those bankers, who had been lending their de-
positors monies, get pushed, the gcpoaitom
wish to use some money ; then this fine stuft,
with all its promises to pay, is thrown on the
market for sale, and it won 't bring what will
pay the printer’s bill, much less the face of
it ; hence the ¢ terrible panic.”” Among ali
the bankers and banks that have closed tem-
porary—they all say that—there is not one
that does a legitimate bankinﬁ(t:usinesa; that
lets a certain amount of their dpositors mon-
ies out on good securities, and keep a suffi-
cient amount by them to meet the wants of
their customers. I talked with one of those
Presidents to-day—one who the fancy call
¢ small”—but who was as calm and serene
as the waters of the Hudson on which we
were sailing ; he said it was a lesson all. those
men needed—yes, deserved ; so you will see
that the nation is not ruined; for we all—
that is us business men—feel that money is
easier, because those ¢ lame ducks’’ have a.d
to let go of what they held, and now that it
is in circulation amongst us, we have all felt
the benefit of it ; we got the first taste of it
ten days ago, and this last few days we could
sell for casi.  But Wall street has catched a
tartar ; I took a walk down there on the af-
ternoon of the 20th, through Wall, Broad,
New streets, and into Exchan Plaoe,.up
into Nassau, then through a block of Pine
down to William again ; I should like to be
able to paint a pen picture of it for the read-
ers of the Sextiner. Let them read the con-
fusion of tongues at the building of the Tower
of Babel, or portions of Milton, or Dante,
then appli their powers of imagination, and
they will have some little idea of the frantic
scepes that were being enacted in and around
the ** Devil's Ten-acre Lot.”” With regard to
the National Trust Co. , the Secretary isa slight
defaulter, but it is only a trifle—§400,000.

Assembly or their own dwellings. Can any
one excepting the initiated account for the
united and expressive feeling as evinced at
the polls during the late election ? I will ex-
plain as here used the word initiated as it
might be construed unfavorably; when Mr.
Appleby was brought out, a few friends from
eacE district met at a given point, and there
pledged their support; it must be borne in
mind that a few persons from each electoral
district make in the aggregate a ve
able number ; this number I term the initiat-
ed, and this number knew as well as though
the event were consummated that no undue
influence, no corruption, nothing but an im-
probable and decided change in public senti-
ment, would affect the sequence.

It will be admitted that party meetings are
good for the party, but primarily there ought
to be a meeting or mectinato( all parties
either in districts or collectively for the
county ; it appears to me that one general
meeting of those who generally stir in these
matters would more nearly
than mere local affairs which, when over,
would be only alink in the chain of evidence.
I will admit that the proper number of links
complete a chain—but 1s it not desirable to
see and hear the whole chain (no slip link
needed).

Every
tub stauds upon its own bottom, It is a de-
ceptive course, for the majority of persons not
knowing or having heard of the nursery he
represents, or where Wicklow is, but Azve
heard of Sharp’s apples, would naturally take
it for granted (seeing our name upon his bills)
that they were getting the genuine Sharp &
Shea trees. This mistake, which is the na-
tural outgrowth of Mr., I'reeze’s notice, we
mu:t now be to great trouble to correct, or
be responsible to the public for the losses
which would result from our silence.

We have not seen his trees, and know not
how they were grown, and altho’ /e calls
them * chief varieties of Sharp fruit,” we
cannot be in any way answerable for their
genuineness or value. They may not be true
to name, or may have been so unskilfully
propogated, or upon such defective soil, and
so lacking in vitality and health as to prove
worthless, and yet if we allow Mr. Freeze to
uge our name upon his cards, we may be
justly holden responsible, for there can be
no doubt that when so used it tends inevita-
bly to deceive the unwary, If that name upon
his cards does not increase his sales he should
not use it, and if it does we, in permitting its
use, might be chargeable with aiding fraud,
for a fraud will be perpetrated upon every
person buying other trees if he at the time
believes he is getting trees from nursery of
Sharp & Shea, for we believe no truly success-
ful orchard has ever been made in New
Brunswick except from our trees,

Now, let no person sup that upon the

uny Mr. Freeze (although perhaps his travel-
ﬁng expenses may be paid by the ‘¢ free and
unsectarian School ” Board) we are oing to
spend strength enough to kill an elephant.—
Nothing of the sort; what we say is upon
general principles, upon the interest of fruit
culture, and for the diffusion of correct ideas
upon the subject. :

Wuex we penned the suggestion last
week respecting a County organization,
we had in view the advancement in the
intellectual scale of our farmers. A re-
cent writer says: “ The farmers and
producers who should, in reality, consti-
tute the governing power must cease to
be governed ; they must claim their na-
tural rights, and maintain them by means
of prompt and efficient organizations.”—
Thas is the idea that the SeNTINEL has
constantly advanced. Of course, in this
County the power rests with the grand
producing classes who have the physical
majority. But physical power, to do its
perfect work, must be guided aud con-
trolled by moral force, trained by educa-
tion, by thought and developed intelli-
genee. Otherwise the giant power may
be directed by passion, by selfishness,
by prejudice—by any of the many influ-
ences that, sometimes almost unconsci-
ously, control those who have not habitu-
ated themselves to think deliberately and
well for themselves.

We do not fear that our readers will
misunderstand our meaning as regards
the intelligence of the governing element
in this County. Our testimony to the
worth, the independence and the intelli-
gence of our agriculturists is on record ;
our conclusions on this point have been
formed with no limited means of infor-
mation, and not without strong personal
proof. But what we want is that the
characteristics which distinguish so many
shall become general, and that those char-
acteristics shall become stronger and
healthier. The farmers are, perhaps, as
a rule, too selfish, too penurious of time.
They are eminently industrious and com-
mendably frugal in their business. There
should be a wider community of interest
in those matters in which all have a
stake, and which do not directly involve
the extension of their acres or the multi-
plication of their stock and produce.

As a class there are nc men more
patriotic ; as a class there are none who
devote less time to the consideration of
those subjects which the true patriot
loves to ponder,—to-wit, the measures
and the means through which the country
they revere may be assured future pros-
perity and overcome existing embarrass-
ments.

There should be more frequent inter-
course for the interchange of views on
matters pertaining to their own profes-
sion, and to the general, social and poli-
tical, advancement. We have frequently
advised the formation of * farmers clubs,”
having in view the ends we have hinted
at. The organization to which we have
presently directed attention is of a like
character. Call it by any name, you
will only bring yourselves in the districts
and the County together. You know
your power, learn by discussion the true
nature of your “rights and duties,” for
without an intelligent appreciation of
these you cannot effectively claim the
one or discharge the other.

The times we live in are times notably
of prompt action; great interests are
sacrificed and t interests improved,
while thinkers rub their eyes and
wake up to find fault or to praise, while
they should have been active instruments
in promoting the one and in averting the
other. We appeal then to those of our
farmers who agree with us in this mat-
ter. and we know they are many, to move
at once in the direction of its accomplish-
ment, being assured that it is no senti-
mental theory, but one from which may
be produced much and lasting good to
the fathers and the children of this
County.

SoME of the St. John papers, notably
the Freeman, are speculating as to the
attitude Mr. Appleby is to assume in
Parliament as regards party. So far as
committing himself to any hine of con-
duct respecting the Government,at nomi-
nation day, and during the canvass, at
least as we have learned, Mr. Appleby
took the only course open to a man of
sense desirous of acting independently
and deciding impartially. The general
policy of the Government down to the
close of last winter’s session had been one
which, on the whole, the people of this
County approved, as has been very strik-
ingly evinced not a great many months
ago. The Government has been and is
on its trial charged with an exceedingly
grave offence ; the people here, a dispas-
sionate people, not influenced by those

strong party feelings which in some parts
of the Dominion effect the speech and

writings of all classes, will not, and a
candidate for their suffrages dare not,

a condemning verdict hastily, and
they feel assured that their representative
will shape his course as the current of
events may demand in the interests of
%od government and political morality.

e have uttered no fine phrases respect-

ing Mr. Agzleby’s qualifications for Par-
liament ; iS a young man and a
younger politician, and has his own re-
putation to make; under these circum-
stances we are quite well aware of the
dangers that beset our representative,
and would fear for him were it not that,
if we can form a correct estimate at all
of his character, we are convinced he
will shut his convictions closely against
casuistry, and open them only to the
logic of facts, illustrating in his own con-
duct those * brave days of old” when

* None was for a party,

Then all were for the State.”

Of course we want the best Govern-
ment we can get; we are of opinion that
we will not get presently a better one
than we have; but the rise and fall of
parties are of small moment unless they
are indicative of and associate with the
general improvement, in every respect,
of the State.

We can’t see why the St. John press
should dispute over what Mr. Appleby's
declarations were on nomination day ;
they are on record, and his personal pre-
delictions were evidently in favor of the
Government. Mr. White was more con-
demnatory of Government than Mr, Ap-
pleby.

WuATEVER opinion the London Times
and other English papers may entertain
respecting the Pacific Railway scandal,
1t 18 gratifying to know that the credit
of Canada is not impaired in the London
money market. Mr. Tilley has been en-
tirely successful, Two Millions of Pounds
sterling of Intercolonial Railway bonds,
9 per cent., were put upon ths market,
and the capitalists bid for upwards of 4
millions, the average premium being 4!
er cent. This is a higher premium than
probably any other Railroad in America
could command.

The handi-
work and taste of the lidies was amply
maintained in the display of tidies, bed
quilts, hearth rugs, etc., shown. In the
fancy goods department the most notice-
able article was a wreath of flowers, made
of human hair, from the skilful fingers
of Miss Lotie Everett.

Mr. A. Henderson had on exhibition
a set of bedroom furniture, which elicited
praises from all.

Altogether, the exhibition was a credi-
table one to all concerned.

The Exhibition and Fair of the Carle-
ton Co. Agricultural Society was held at
the Park, in Woodstock, on Wednesday.
It was unfortunate that it had not been
so arranged as not to interfere, in point
of time, with the Aberdeen Show. While
the attendance of spectators was large,
the number of articles and animals exhi-
bited was meagre and the buyers at the
fair scarce, and the sales consequently
not spirited. On the whole the affair
was rather a disappointment, but then it
is a new thing and its advantages not
understood here.

As regards quality, the stock exhibited
was of a character to prove the growing
interest our farmers take in the improve-
ment of breeds, and was all that could be
desired.

Of horned cattle there were Jerseys,
Durhams, Ayrshires, and cross bred.

Of sheep, Leicesters and Cotswold,
both excellent of their kind.

Of horses, a large show, comprising
stallions, brood mares with folds, match-
ed carriage and draught horses, and colts
of all ages. In this County poor horses
would not be expected on exhibition, and
of course there were none but superior
animals present.

A horse, carriage and harness, all do-
mestic production, we believe, exhibited
by Mr. Charles Kearney, of Florence-
ville, attracted much attention and ad-
miration.

Of swine there were thorough bred
Berkshires and cross breeds. Among
the latter a one year old pig belonging to
Mr. Merrill Blanchard, weighed, it was
judged, 700 Ibs.

There were no roots, grains or manu-
factures, except in the one instance men-
tioned above, put on exhibition.

At the Fair, as we have said there was
little spirit shown and only a few horses
and colts, one cow, one bull, and two
pigs changed ownership.

We hope those who took so warm an
interest in this affair, and whose efforts
deserved a more successful issue, will not
be disheartened, but keep at it, assured
that they are on the right track.

Ix some criticisms upon the late elec-
tion made last week, there is one point
we neglected to touch upon. To be con-
sistent with our already expressed views,
we have to take exception to the course
pursued in more instances, probably, than
one, by friends of the candidates, of se-
curing support by pledges, looking to the
approaching local election. We have
little donbt that what we condemn as a
theory some of our friends are prepared
feelingly to condemn, now that the Do-
minion election is over, and the incon-
venience of pledges made is beginning to
be felt.

What a difference there appears about
transactions when they, while very simi-
lar in fact, are different in degree. Sir
John A. McDonald’s written promise to
secure a Senatorship for a proposed can-
didate for the Commons, in Montreal,
was an act so improper in the eyes of
some as to be urged as a justification of
the letter containing it being stolen from
the post office and published. Now the
only difference between that and a pro-
mise made by friends of candidates for a
superior place to secure the election of
individuals for a minor position, is a
difference in degree, and becomes, thus
considered, equally reprehensible. And
as a rule those pledges given and accept-
ed do not amount to much as affecting
the result ; they work both ways, and in
the end do a vast amount of harm. Of
course we are well assured that many
persons who compromise themselves in
the way mentioned do it without the
most remote idea of doing wrong, or plac-
ing themselves or their friends in an un-
pleasant position, but if we are right in
the opinion expressed, it only shows how
carefully persons should premeditate an
act in which not only themselves but the
public are interested.

VICTORIA CIRCUIT COURT.

Judge Fisher opened this Court on
Wednesday, the 24th ult. In his ad-
dress to the Grand Jury, His Honor di-
rected attention to the unseemly condi-
tion of the Court House, which is a shame
to the County. He dwelt upon the
great and varied changes that had taken
place since his first visit here, and gave
a sort of historical resuine of the progress
that had been made. He referred to
Provineial Railways, their successful de-
velopment in the past, and his own ac-
tive association with these enterprises,
remarking, particularly, upon the Riviere
du Loup road as one that was destined
to prove of great benefit to this locality,
making it a favorite resort for travellers,
invited by ease of access to its fine scen-
ery. He spoke in complimentary terms
of the immigration eftorts of the local
Government as having accomplished and
being destined to produce great and last-
ing benefits to the country.

At a subsequent stage of the session
the Grand Jury presented an address to
Hlis Honor, which elicited a suitable re-
Ply.

The Provincial Secretary, Hon. J. J.
Fraser, was the only member of the bar
present from abroad.

The following is a record of the busi-

such schoo{c, there should be used no books
objeeted to by the Roman Catholic clergy,
while that for instruction in subjects on
which any books deemed objectionable have
been furnished by the Board of Eduecation,
the books of the Christian Brothers should
be used.

It was not promised that if these proposals
were favorably entertained, the appeal tothe
Judicial Committee of the Privy Council
would be abandoned or that the war against
our noble Free School system would not be
hereafter renewed.

THE PETITION.

OF THE NE\WW BRUNSWICK AND CA-
NADA RAILROAD COMPANY AND
OF THE UNDERSIGNED INHABIT-
ANTS OF THE COUNTY OF CARLE-
TON IN THE SAID PROVINCE :

Humbly showeth—

That by the Act of Assembly, 33 Vie,
cap. 41, and by the agreement made in pur-
suance of that Act between Her Majesty the
Queen and the New Brunswick Railway
Company a line of railways is to be construct-
ed from Woodstock, in the County of Carle-
ton and Victoria, as near as may be, by the
valley of the river St. John up to Edmond-
ston, at the Little Falls, in the County of
Victoria ; and also a line from the Parish of
3t. Mary's, passing through the counties of
York and Carleton, on the eastern side of
the river St. John so as toform a connection
with the said first mentioned line at such
point as the Company may elect (subject,
however, to the approval of the Governor
in Council as to such point).

That your petitioners have learned that
the said Company have deviated from the
plain terws of the said agreement and that
the line, as at present under construction,
after following the valley of the river St.
John five or six miles to Akers Brook, turns
at almost right angles, and by a continuous
rise of 80 feet (or more) per mile for about
4 miles, makes the connection with the line
to St. Marys; then turns again towards the
river and by steep grades descends again to
the river bank, at the mouth of the Becca-
guimic, thereby adding not only five miles
more in distance between Edmundston and
Woodstock, but compelling all travel and
trade seeking an outlet at Woodstock via the
New Brunswick & Canada Railway to
travel from the level of the river bank, first
by heavy up grades to the junction with the
line to St. Mary's, then by corresponding
down grades to the river bank again a dis-
tance of 17 or 18 miles, when aline free
from heavy grades could have been construct-
ed of 11 to 12 miles the whole distance by
the river side. 2

That any person looking at the lines, as at
present under comstruction, cannot fail to
perceive that instead of building a line from
Woodstock to Edmondston the Company are
constructing one from St. Mary’s to Xdmond-
ston with such a counection with Woodstock
as will best prevent all business or trade go-
ing that way.

That sueh deviation will be a great and
serious damage and loss to the Western sec-
tion of this Province by increasing the dis-
tance and placing serious obstructions in the
way of freight and trade seeking traneporta-
tion by the New Brunswick and Canada
Railroad, from Woodstock, and is so direct-
ly at variance with the direct terms of the
Act of Assembly, as necessarily to deprive
this section of the Province of any benefit
from this Railway to secure which immense
grants of Crown Lands are to go to the said
company.

Your petitioners, therefore, humbly pray
that your honors will, in accordance with the
terms of said agreement refuse your sanction
to the present proposed junction of the line
from V 'oodstocﬁx to Edwmondston, with that
to St. Mary's, and also withold the land bonus
for all that portion of the line from Wood-
stock to Edmondston that does not comply
with the route laid down in said agreement,
as should the New Brunswick Railway com-
pany neglect or refuse to complete the rail-

“ Dear Sir Hugh,—1 enclose you copies of

Deara or CoNpucrer BREEsE.—A very
sad and fatal accident occurred yesterday on
the through train from Bangor to this city.
When about fifteen miles this side of Matta-
waumkeag, Conductor W. L. Breese discov-
ered that one of the axle boxes of the bag-
gage car was heated. IHe leaned over from
the platform of the car, holding by the iron
bar on the end, and endeavored to kieck the
box cover open, at the same time telling the
baggage master, Eigin Greenleaf, who was
with him, to get a can of oil, but when he
returned with it Breese was not there. Think-
ing he had gone on some other duty through
the train, Greenleaf got the box open and

in oil, the train still running on. Ar-
riving at Danforth the box was blazing, and
enquiry being made for the conductor it was
ascertained that he was neither on the train
nor in the station. It was soon discovered
where he had last been seen by Greenleaf,
which was after the train left Kingman, and
on learning the facts Conductor Revels, who
was coming to St. John said that Breese had,
no doubt, fallen off. There was an excite-
ment for some time and Conductor Revels di-
rected four men to take a lorry, or hand car,
and run back, to look for the missing man.
Mr. Hildreth, engineer of the train, in ex-
amining the truck in which the heated box
was discovered a lock of hair and piece of
scalp and some blood on it, which suggested
the probable fate of poor Breese, Conductor
Revels, having telegraphed Supt. Angell was
directed to take charge of the train and bring
it to St. John, Meantime the men on the
hand car proceeded towards Kingman, and
when they came to Finn, or Wigtopitlock
Brook, eleven or twelve miles from Danforth,
they found the dead body of the conductor
lying by the bridge with the skull broken.
The unfortunate man may have slipped and
fallen off the steps of the car, but the most
probable theory 1s that he was leaning out
considerably beyond the line of the train
when his head came in contact with a side of
timber of the bridge and he fell head inwards
against the truck of the car. The body was
taken to Bangor by the train which left here
yesterday morning in charge of Conductor
Jamieson. Conductor Breese was a man
about forty years old and was very popular
on the road, both with the public and his
fellow employes. He was always quiet and
gentlemanly in his deportment and faithful
in the performance of his duties. He was
once married bat his wife and two children
were both dead and he follows them regretted
by a large number of friends.— Zelegraph.

till the soil in England, while they live like
serfs, and he will apparently do much to bet-
ter their condition.

He
is a *“ sturdy Saxon laborer.” of blonde com-
plexion and light blue eyes, a strange frank
look, and strong features, His face is weather
beaten and bears traces of small pox; the
under face is squarish, the cheek bones
rominent, the forehead high and broad.
ut he is gifted with that which Saad re-
garded as his greatest earthly treasure, a
sweet voice, and this voeice has its own phy-
siognom{ in a most innocent and winning
smile. With perfect independence and sim-
plicity in his manner he takes his seat before
the noble lord or the humble laborer and
with equal courtesy; he converses with the
utmost frankness as one who has nothing to
conceal ; and he has the high charm of a re-
former, the faculty of completely forgetting
himself in his cause. Joseph Arch 1s a na-
tive of Barton, Warwick, and is now forty-
five years of age. He was born in the hum-
blest social condition, among the class who
rarely rise above the common level. While
laboring in the field Arch taught himself to
read, and the companions of his toil ever
were the Bible and the newspaper, He was
married at the of twenty-five, and had
two children at the time when he first felt
the terrible pressure of want. e was get-
ting 1s Gd. per day, and he struck. From
that time he never took regular employment,
but worked by the job. He excelled in
hedge planting. This caused him to lead a
nomadid life, studying the condition of the
people, and often after a slight supper, sleep-
ing at night in a barn or under a hedge row.
By extraordinary efforts he brought up a fa-
mily, whom he emancipated from the straite
of poverty and placed them in a condition of
comparative comfort. One of his sons is now
a seargeant in the British army, with a fair
prospect of further promotion,

ExportiNé TiE LaND.—The country
that neglects manufactures must export its
raw products in payment for the manufac-
tures of other countries. The United States
from 1821 to 1861 exported $1,007,000,000
worth of provisions and breadstuffs ; in other
words, exported over $1,000,000,000 worth
of the strength of their land, $1,000,000,000
worth of their capital—of their stock in trade.
The result is read ie a deterioration of soil
g0 rapid, and over an extent of country so
vast, that the history of New York, where
formerly thirty bushels of wheat per acre
were produced, now only fourteen are real-
ized, Ohio now yields less than twelve
bushels of wheat per acre. The great grain
growing States of the remoter interior, as
statistics assure us, and as their agricultural
journals deploringly attest, are rapidly fall-
g off in productiveness per acre. By con-
sequence, the cultivator, tinding his harvest
failing, pushes on to ocl:cupy new land. Much
territory, comparatively recently opened, has
already become the scene of &gxtion’and
partial abandonment. The deserted land al-
most ceases to have value. Whole farms
are sold for less than the former cost of the
barns, or of the stone wall upon them.,
Meantime the land near the great manufac-
turing towns of foreign States, enriched with
the fertile elements exported from our own,
rises higher and higher in value, thousands
of dollars being;_}fmid for single acres, raising
1ts owners to aflluence at once by abundant
harvests and by increase of valuation.

Tue TrEATY 0¥ WasuiNGToN,—The Lon-
don Post thinks as the Alabama controversy
ie now finally disposed of by the payment of
the Geneva awarg:)it may not be out of place
to review a proceeding which was itself un-
precedented, and from which it was antici-
pated that we should reap considerable bene-
tit. The peculiarity of the Geneva arbitra-
tion was that we consented that our conduct
should be judged by rules which had no
existence at the time of the acts complain-
ed of. But then this wonderful concession
on our side was part of the consideration for
the general acceEtance of these rules for the
future, with the consequent gain which
would accrue to us in the event of our hav-
ing the misfortune to play the part of belli-
gerents. Of course in a treaty between
Great Britain and the United States the con-
tracting parties could not bind those who
were strangers to the treaty, and accordingly
they merely covenanted to use their best en-
deavors to induce other States to accept the
new rules, The Treaty of Washington was
ratified in May, 1871, but it is a significant
fact that during the period which has since
elapsed no State has evinced its readiness to
aceeEt the new rules, and, what is more re-
markable still, no endeavor has been made
by the United States or by (ireat Britain to
secure their acceptance. It may, however,
be suggested that we have at least bound the
United States to observe the rules for whose
infringement we were so heavily fined at
Geneva. But even this consolation is prac-
tically denied to us, for the rules have been
so ingeniously drawn as to admit of very dif-
ferent interpretations. We are therefore in
this position—we, together with the United
States, are bound to observe certain rules
which per se create no certain standard of
duty; and although the latter Power bene-
fitted by the lnterpretation put upon those
rules at Geneva, itisno more bound than
ourselves to accept that interpretation for its
future guidance. The net result, theref re
is that we have practically nothing as the
compensation for an unparalleled act of <wlf-
sacrifice.
