itoba, $5,050; British Columbia, $17 ,517;—
Total for the year ending June 30th, 1873,

$1,553, 604.

Thw Toronto Globe thus treats on the pro-
posed Univn of the Maritime Provinces : —

“ We are pleased to see a moyement com-
menced in N, S. for the union of the Mari-
time Provinces of the Confederation. The
idea of having all these under one Lieuten-
ant-Governor, and one Local Legislature, is
so reasonable, that the wonder is not that it
has now been suggested, but that it had not
been carried long ago. There may be diffi-
culties in the way of such a union being ac-
complished, though we fail to see that they
can be either very many or very formidable ;
but the good to be thereby secured is so
manifest that it will at once occur to every
intelligent observer. The expense of local
Government and legislation would be very
much reduced, while there would be a great-
er likelihood of a higher class of men being
selected for the Local Legislature, as the
number required would be much smaller, and
the range of selection more varied. As
things are at present, these Provinces are
very small, and their local expenses conse-
quently unfairly heavy. While Ontario has
about 180,000 square wiles of territory, and
Quebec a great deal more, Nova Scotia, New
Brunswick, and Prince Edward Island have
only 49,404 square miles among them all,
Ontario has a populatlon of a millign and a
half, while all the Canadian Provinces on
the seaboard have not 700,000 all told. Yet
each of the three has to keep up a local exe-
cutive and legislature at an expenss which
is formidable to all populations, and which
yields no commensurate advantage in return
for the very considerable outlay. If tnese
Provinces were united, the one formed,
though not to be called large, would be re-
spectable in size, and strong in a numerous,
energetic, and intelligent population. This
naw Provinece would from the very first oc-
cupy such a position of influence and power
as its separate component parts could never
gecure., The meney saved from the support
of local legislatures, and the different para-
phernalia connected with local rule could be
employed to develop the great and varied re-
sources of the united Province, to bring into
it a continuous stream of settlers, and to ac-
complish many other useful improvements,
which are now either not thought of, or
thought of ouly to be rejected as impracti-
cable. Large as the business of these Pro-
vinces is at present, we have no doubt it
would be immensely and speedily increased
as soon as the union spoken of had been com-
pleted ; while if there is any truth in the
homely illustration of the late Mr. Howe,
that *the narrower the pit, the fiercer the
rats fight,” we might also expect that there

The aggregate amount of
Canadian exports and imports, was in 1860,
about 1603 millions of dollars; by 1873, in
spite of the cessation of reciprocal trade with
the United States, it had reached the amount
of 235} millions of dollars, Of this foreign
commerce of the Provinces, the trade with
the United States accounted in 1800 for 523
per cent. ; in 1867 the proportion fell, with
the repeal of the treaty to 42 per cent.; in

| 1868 to41 per cent.; in 1869 to 40 per cent.;

and so on till, in 1873, it reached 35 per cent,
of the whole. In this latter year, the aggre-
gate amount. of traflic between Canada and
the United States reached within two mil-
lions of dollars of the highest point touched
during the term of the operation of the trea-
ty; so that Canada’s power of finding new
markets has been more remarkable than the
power of the United States to do without
Canadian productions. For, it should be add-
ed, that it is of such articles of Canadian
growth as lumber, fish, barley, wool, hides,
&c., that the recent increased American im-
ports from Canada are chietly made up.

It is reasozable to assume that a trade
which thrives in spite of Custom Houss bar-
riers, would thrive much more were they re-
moved altogether. It is, therefore, proposed
to restore to the free list as between the two
countries, the articles included under the
treaty of 1854, which covered animals and
animal products, farm products, forest pro-
duets, stones, ores, slate and gypsuwm, fish,
dye-stuffs and manures, At the suggestion
of the United States Government, it has been
proposed to add to the articles included un-
der the former treaty, manufactures of iron
or steel, manufactures of wood, mineral and
other oils, bricks, salt, malt, agricultural in-
plements, &c. The chief conditions of the
new treaty will probably be that the coasting
trade of Canada and the United States should
be thrown open to the vessels of both coun-
tries on equal terms; that the Canadian ca-
nals, from Lake Erie to Montreal, should be
enlarged at the expense of the Dominion
(Government, to admit of the passage of ves-
sels 200 feet long, 45 feet beam, snnd with a
depth equal to the capacity of th- Jake har-
bors ; that the Canadian canals, aud the Krie,
Whitehall, Sault St. Marie and Lake St.
Clair canals, of the Upited States, should ke
open on equal terms to either country ; that
the free navigation of Lake Michigan be
made perpetual like the free navigation of
the St. LLawrence ; that there be a free in-
terchange of ships, and of naval registry, be-
tween the ciiizens of both countries; and that
of the waters jointly enjoyed by Canada and
the United States, and such affairs as light-
houses, fish propagation, &c., be managed by
joint commissioners.
