Industry vs. Genius.

less and daring intermeddling with the long
established conclusions of mankind, and as
a silly attempt, at best, to controvert a self-
evident proposition. Let us run the risk for
a single moment. Let us summon one or
two spirits ¢ from the vasty deep’” (as Glen-
dowar boasted he could do)—the spirits of
John Milton and Sir Isaac Newton, for in-
stance, who, when in this world, passed as
two of the greatest geniuses that ever lived.
Well, the latter, Sir Isaac, we feel satisfied,
on being interrogated 2s to the matter under
consideration, would say, what he said in his
lifetime, that whatever he had achieved, in
the way of science or discovery, he had
achieved ‘¢ through patient thought,” (be
scorned the word *¢ genius,”) and John Mil-
ton would, doubtless, tell us that his ‘* Para-
dise Lost’’ was the result, simply, of ¢ inde-
fatigable labor and care.’”’ Indeed, all the
really great men that have ever lived, and
that are now living, equally disclaim this
evanescent quality of genius, ascribing their
guccess and renown exclusively to the homely
quality of perseverance.

Praise Children.

There is an idea that praise is too good a
thing to be given to the children ; that it is
too rich for theirmental and moral digestion,
Some parents are so afraid that a child will
grow proud that they never praise him, and
this course is often disastrous. It isapt to
produce too much sclf-assertion—for self-as-
gertion is a legitimate outgrowth of with-
holding commendation from ope who is en-
titled to it,—or it will engender self-distrust
or melancholy hopelessness of disposition.—
Praise is sunshine to a child, and there is no
child that does not need it. Itis the reward
of one’s struggle to do right. Thos. Hughes
says that you can never get a man's best out
of him without praise. Many a sensitive
child, we believe, dies of hunger for lack of
kind commendation. Many a child starving
for the praise a parent should give runs off
eagerly after the designing flattery of others.
To withhold praise where it is due is dishon-
est, and in the case of a child such a course
often leaves a stinging senee of injustice.—
Motives of common justice as well as regard
for the future of the child should influence
the parent to give generous praise to all who
deserve it. Of course there is a difference in
the constitution of children ; some need a
great deal. It should never be indiscrimi-
nate. We remember a wonderful woman
who taught a school in one village until she
had educated a part of three generations.—
She is one of the most successful of teachers,
but her success lay in her gift of praising
with discrimination, A bad boy who was a
good scholar got praiscs for his brilliancy
sandwiched between her abomination of his
bad bebhavior, and so was won to a better
life; and we recall a good girl who had no
gift of learning rapidly, but who was saved
from utter despair by the praise she got for
untiring industry. Into the discouraged
heart of the children the praise of the teacher
came like sunlight; and the virtues, like
fruit, can only ripen in sunshine,

What is it that has sent good talking out
of fashion ?—for it is out of fashion. Wedo
not say that nobody talks well now-a-days;
but we believe most of our readers, in look-
ing out for examples, will find them .among
their elder friends. The modern system of
things is against it. Ouar thinkers argue
rather than converse. In the common talk
of society we scarcely detect the wish for ac-
curate expression. The aim is to hit upon
the prevailing substitute for it.
