Philadel-
Q:xia, Boston and Milwaukee, were raised to the
Metropolitan Sees, and Bishops were appointed
for the dioceses of Wheeling, Portland, Hartford
and Kingston. The allocution was delivered by
the Pope. o
New York, March 16.—The town of RlenZ!,
Miss., was nearly destroyed by a rain and hail
storm yesterday. Four persons were killed and
soveral wounded. The recent warm rains bave
swollen the western rivers, and much damage has
been done and more is apprehended from freshets.
Paris, March 16.— L’ Univers publishes the ad-
dress General Cabrara issued to the Carlists, and
which he will immediately dispateh from Paris —
Cabrara announces his recognition of Alfonso as
King of Spain. He points to the country’s need of
peace, and appeals to the patriotism of the Carlists
to discontinue a struggle which is hopeless from a
cause which he refrains from revealing. A con-
vention between Cabrara and another Alfonsist is
also published. To their report it is added that a
Carlist proclamation has appeared denouncing Gen-
eral Cabrara as a traitor.

New York, March 16.—Gold 115 and 116 1-8.
An earthquake, February 11th, shook a large part
of Northern Mexico. The little town of Cristalal
was nearly destroyed and seventy dead bodies have
been taken from the ruins. The centre of the dis-
turbance seems to have been the volcano of Ceborna.
Hugh Logan, of Pictou N. 8., and Hector Skinner,
also from Nova Scotia, were burned to death in
Davis House, at Gloucester Mass., on Sunday.
Loxpox, March 17.—Bismarck made a speeeh in
Prussian Diet, yesterday, in support of the new
ecclesiastical bill. He said the maxim that more
obedience was due to God than to man certainly did
not mean that more obedience was due to a Pope,
misguided by Jesuits, than to the King. The Gov-
ernment was doing its duty in protecting German
freedom of mind against Rome. Theattendance at
Moody and Sankey’srevival meeting last night
was as large as ever, although the ticket system
was adopted expressly to prevent overcrowding the
hall and blocking the streets.

New York, March 17.—Steamer J. W. Lewis
was burned at Chester, Ill., yesterday, and the
watchman, one pilot, and three other men are sup-
posed to have been burned to death. The bridge
over the Susquehanna at Pittston was swept away
last night by a flood, ten minutes after the train
., Three men were killed and several wound-
ed five miles from Cleveland, Ohio, yesterday, by a
powder mill explosion; and $30,000 damage done
in Cleveland by the concussion.

LoxpoN, March 17.—A special from Berlin to
the London Times says, in a recent despatch to the
German Minister at Rome, Bismark suggests that
all States with a certain number of Catholic inha-
bitants, enter into an agreement to repel Papal in-

terference with politics.
New York, March 17.—Throughout the North

West snow has again blockaded the railroads, and
few trains are running on time, while many arc en-
tirely stopped. There is great excitement along
the Susquehanna and Deleware Rivers, owing to
the great destruction of bridges and other porperty
by the freshet. Three hundred houses in Port Jer-
vis were damaged, but no lives are yet lost. Two
destructive water spouts burst in Tennessee, near
Fayetville and Lynchville, causing damage of more
than $100,000. Villages were inundated, many
mills carried away, and hundreds of cattle drowned.
