HOME.

What is home? Not a shelter from
the weather—a place where we eat, sleep
and stay when we can go nowhere else.
These alone do not make home, such a
dwelling as this is an alarming place—a
lodging house—an eating saloon—but
not a home! A true home is a place
where the family may dwell together in
love, in peace, in harmony, in confidence
and happiness—a place in which we
should try to collect all that it is possi-
ble for us to do of the good, the beauti-
ful and useful, all that pleases, entertains,
interests and instructs. Where we
should cultivate the heart’s best feelings
the soul’s rarest, moblest aspirations,
where the father should reign as a tender,
loving guide, counsellor and protector—
where the mother should dwell equal com-
panion, help-mate and associate, where
the children should be treated with court-
esy, love and respect (for children have
as much right to respect from parents as
parents from children,) and when that
“ coming day” arrives in which all shall
practice the golden rule of * doing as we
would be done by,”—when might shall
no longer constitute right. Much of pa-
rental authority which is now downright
tyranny, will be given up as wrong and
unjust, and a due respect for children’s
rights will take its place, and our little
ones be more wisely and judiciously
trained in the way they should go. If
we wish for homes that should be true
homes, we must learn to respect the
rights of every member of the family.
The husband must no longer seek to be
«]ord and master” over the wife, expect-
ing and requiring of her more than he is
willing to give in return. But each
must equally share in the toils, the la-
bors, the perplexities and cares of their
mutual lives according -to their strength
and ability. The wife must not expect
the husband to support her and the chil-
dren, often, even to providing a girl to
do the little portion of labor which is le-
gitimately her work, while she sets em-
broidering and reading novels; or is run-
ning the streets to gossip with a neigh-
bor. Neither should the wife be com-
elled to do the work for a large family,
attend to the cows, pigs and poultry, to
be seamstress, washerwoman, cook and
everything else—all in one, while he sets
in his office, store or counting room,
leisurely puffing his cigar, talking poli-
tics or reading the paper, meanwhile let-
ting an army of clerks do his work, while
he is too stingy (economical (?) he callsit)
to hire a kitchen girl, seamstress or nur-
sery maid for her.

It is only where equality is the rule
throughout, and where there is true love,
careful thoughtfulness and consideration
for the happiness and welfare of all—
where each feels a more pure and holy
enjoyment in knowing that he or she has
erformed faithfully and carefully every
duty of life—that there can be found true
homes. And in such a home as one of
these, it matters not whether wealth
and luxury with all these choicest gifts
preside, or whether the strictest economy
is necessary, to make all the ends meet.
Let these things be as they may, with
love, justice and equality in the home,
there will always be happiness, and also
the sense of a life well lived—a round of
duties well performed—a family circle
complete in all that is noble. true and
good.

Tuoveurs oN SLEEPING.—It is as-
tonishing with how little reflection we
resign ourselves to sleep. We speak of
death with a feeling almost amounting to
abhorrence ; and yet to its twin brother
sleep, we yield ourselves up with the
most thoughtless and careless levity.

His widow,
who had become a highly educated and
accomplished woman, removed to Dres-
den for the education of her children.
Her noble character, her beauty, and her
romantic history bave attracted the at-
tention of many people of influence in
Germany,” including some members of
the Imperial family, aud when the Sul-
tan’s visit to England was arranged it
was felt that an opportunity was present-
ed for effecting a reconciliation between
her and the brother from whom she has
been so long estranged. With a view to
this she has gone to London, and is at
present staying in the house of a well
known Member of Parliament.

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Tuz Great Treg DEvIL.—STRANGE A
Horrsie MurpER 1x SoutH AustRALIA.—IF
you can imagine a pine-apple, eight feet
high and thick in proportion, resting upon
its base. and denuded of leaves, you will have
a good idea of the trunk of the tree, which,
howewer, was not the colour of an anana,
but was #dark, dingy brown, and apparent-
ly as hard as Ife From the apex of this
fusticated cone (atlé@ wo feet in diameter)
eight huge leaves sheer t0"thg_ground, like
doors swinging back on their hifg These
leaves, which are joined at the top "ok ghe
trees at regular intervals, were about elever
or twelve feet long, and shaped very much
like the leaves of an American agave or cen-
tary plant. They are two feet through in
their thickest part and three feet wide, tap-
ering to a sharp point that leoked very much
like a cow's horn, very convex on the outer
(but now under) surface and on the under
(now upper) surface slightly concave. This
concave surface was thickly set with strong
thorny hooks like those upon the head of &
teazle. These leaves, hanging thuslimp and
liteless, dead green in colour, had in appear-
ance the massive strength of oak fibre. The
apex of the cone was a round concave figure,
like a smaller plate set within a larger one.
This was not a flower, but a receptacle, and
there exude into it a clear treacly liquid hon-
ey, sweet, and of violent intoxicat-
ingand soporific properties. From under-
neath the rim (so to speak) of the undermost
plate, a series of long, hairy, green tendrils
strotched out in every direction toward the
horizon. These were seven or eight feet
long, and tapered from fouf inches to halfan
inch in diameter, yet they stretched out stiff-
ly as iron rods. Above these (from between
the upper and the under cup) six white al-
most transparent palpi rearing themselves to-
ward the sky, twirling and twisting with a
marvellous incessant motion, yet constantly-
reaching upward. Thin as reeds and frail as
quills, apparently, were yet five or six feet
tall, and were g0 constantly and vigorousl
in motion, with such a subtle, sinuous, sil-
ent throbbing agains the air, with their sug-
gestions of serpents flayed, yet dancing on
their tails. My observations on this occa-
sion were suddenly interrupted by the na-
tives who had been shricking around the tree
with their shrill voices, and chanting what
Hendrick told me were propitiatory hymns to
the t tree devil. With still wilder
shrieks and chants they now surrounded one
of the women, and urged her with the gom ts
of their javelins, until slowly, and with de-
spairing face, she climbed up the stalk of the
tree, and stood on the summit of the cone,
the ﬁdp swirling all about her. ¢ Teikl
Tsikl!”

Stooping, she drat:lk of the viscid fluid in the
cup, rising instantly again, with wild
in her face,"and convulsive cords in bor’l,':l;.’
But she did not jump down as she seemed to
intend to do. Oh,no! The atrocious can-
ibal tree, that had been so inert and dead,
cane tosudden savage lite. The slender de-
licate palpi, with the fury of maddened ser-
pents quivered a moment over her head then,
as if instinct with demoniac intelligence, fas-
tened uB:: her in sudden coils round and
round neck and arms, and while her
awful screams and yet more awful laughter
rose wildly to be instantly strangled sown
:Fin into a gurgling moan, the tendrils, one

ter another, like great green serpents, with
brutal energy and internal rapidity, rose,
protracted t Ives, and wrapped her about
in fold after told, even tightening with cruel
swiftness and savage tenacit anacondas
{astening upon their prey. It was the bar-
barity of the Lacoon without its beauty—
this etrange, horrible murder, And now the
great leaves, rose slowly, and stiffly, like the
arms of & derrick, erected themselves in the
air, approached one another, and closed about
the dead and hampered victim with the silent
force of a hydraulic press and the ruthless
purpose of a thumb-screw.

ExTRAORDINARY AcCIDENT.—It may be re-
collected that a late Quebec tele gave a
short account of how a young lady named
W heeler, while coming out in the ** Pol
gian’’ with her widowed mother to Hamilton,
lost the siq‘lt of one eye in a remarkable
manner.

occupied by Miss Wheelec and Mrs, Hall,
first hitting the Jatter and then, glancing off,
lodged in Miss Wheeler's eye, as she lay
asleep, completely destroying it. Mise
W heeler came on to this city with her mother,
and is at present under the care of Dr. Bul-
len, who now has strong hopes of saving the
other eye, though at first even that seemed
doubtfal, Miss Wheeler will enter an action
sgungt the Allan Line Company for dam-

ages.

MEeNNONITE AND ICELANDIC IMMIGRATION.—
We learn from a correspondent who has visit-
ed a party of Mennonites, at Toronto, that
six hundred of them, who came by one of the
last steamers, are now on their way to Man-
itoba. These people had a t deal of
money with them—some individuals having
over twenty thousand dollars. This may be
accepted as a proof that they are as remark-
able for their thrift, as for the religious zeal
which caused them to leave their old homes in
South Russia to find new ones in Manitoba.
They have come out responsive to the good
accounts they have from their brethren wb..
settled in that Province last summer; and
we understand that cable messages have been
received to the effect that two other parties,
numbering nearly one thousand souls, are al-
80 now on the way to join them. And these
are to be followed by others as soon as they
can leave Russia. They make an immigra-
tion which is of the greatest value to the
Dominion, as they are specially adapted to
prairie settlement.

We further hear that the population of the
Danish Colony of Iceland will probably emi-
grate en masse, and that the Government of
the Dominion are now considering measures
to induce those people to settle in Canada.—
The island of lceland is in fact becoming un-
fit for European settlement ; and particular-
ly since the last great and disastrous volcan-
jo irruption. It is understood that the Gov-
ernment of Denmark would not, in conse-
quence, be averse to the whole population
leaving it.

The Icelanders are a thrifty and industrious
people, and they export considerable quanti-
ties of wool. 1t is believed they would be
highly successful settlers on the rich land in
Manitoba ; and it ie certainly worth a seri-
ous effort to obtain them. They number al-
together, we believe about sixty thousand.
We shall watch the action of the Govern-
ment with interest.— Canadian Illustraled
