Finps 1v THE RAG-BAG.—The “finds”
in the rag-bag and the rubbish-heap are
sometimes not a little curious. A mis-
tress allows Betty, the maid to keep a
rag-bag ; and occasionally Betty yields to
the temptation of putting into that bag
articles which are gertainly not rags.—
Butapart from any suspicion of dishon-
esty, valuables find themselves in very
odd places, through inadvertency or for-
getfulness.

We need not say much about such
small creatures as insects, spiders, or liz-
ards, that are found by the paper-makers
in bundles of esparto; they are unwel-
come intrusions rather than finds.

A patent-lock was once found among
the contents of a family rag-bag; and as
1t was worth five shillings, the buyer was
well content. An old Latin prayer-
book, bought as waste paper, had a bun-
dle of nails, curiously linked together,
packed inside it. Half-sovereigns and
other coins are found in cast-off pockets,
in the heels of old stockings, and inside
the linings of dresses. An old coat, pur-
chased by a London dealer, revealed the
fact—a joyful fact to the buyer—that the
buttons consisted of sovereigns covered
with cloth. Three pounds sterling, in
German paper money, found their way
into a buudle of German rags that reach-
ed a paper-maker. The Londoun Rag
Brigade boys once found a bank check-
book, and on another occasion six pairs
of new silk stockings, in waste paper and
rags which they had bought; these un-
expected articles were, to the honor of
the Brigade, at once returned. A rare
find once occurred in the Houndsditch
region. A dealer—of the gentle sex, we
are told—gave sixpence and a pint of
beer for a pair of breeches; while the
bargain was being ratified at a public
house, the buyer began to rip up the
garment, when out rolled eleven golden
guineas wrapped up in a thirty pound
bank-note. We rather think, that in
strictness of law, the guineas of this trea-
sure-trove belonged to the crown; but
most likely the elated buyer and the mor-
tified seller made merry over the wind-
fall. Many people, in the days when
banking was little understood, had a
habit of concealing their spare money
about their persons; thus, an old waist-
coat, bought for a trifle, was found lined
with bank notes! But of all the finds,
what shall we think of a baby? A pa-
per manufacturer assures us that in a bag
of rags brought from Leghorn, and open-
ed at an Edinburgh paper-mili, a tiny
baby was found, pressed almost flat.—
Poor bantling! Was it accidentally
squeezed to death in a turn-up bedstead,
or was some darker tragedy associated
with its brief history ?— Chamber’s Jour-
nal.

There will be shorn in New South Wales
this year upwards of 25,000,000 sheep, yield-
ing approximately above 125,000,000 pounds
of wool, equal in value, at 1s per pound, to
£2,250,003. Every year wool is increasing
in quantity and risiog in quality, so that by
the close of 1880, four years hence, New
South Wales ought to have at least 30,000,-
000 of sheep, which, with horned cattle and
horses, ought approximately to re nt in
money value upwards of £50,000,000.

An Eonglish loventor proposes to pump ex-
haust steam back into the boiler in place of
condensing it, and experiments are now being
considered with an engine for testing the in-
vention. The inventor contends that *the
pressure exerted by steam on one side of the
piston represents, by its elastic power, the
same expression of power in pressure oo the
other side : so that the elastic charge is al-
ways ready to give back the exact power ex-
pended for its expression,— Scientific Ameri-

A despatch from Springfield, Ill., explains
the bod;:natching at Liocoln’s tomb, men-
tioned yesterday. The agency of the friends
of Ben Boyd, the notorious counterfeiter,
was discovered in the affair. Boyd is in
prison, and the shrewd scheme was to carry
off the remains of Mr. Lincoln, and secrete
them and keep them until President Grant
should be compelled to give Boyd his free-
dom, conditioned on the restoration of the
remains to their former resting place.

Among other curious machines now exhi-
bited in the * Great Hall of Machines” at
Philadelphia is one for the manufacture of
paper collars, an enormous business in the
United States, producing no fewer than 200,
000,000 collars a year. From a roll of thick
calendered paper, faced with cloth, the ma-
chine cuts the collarsin a pair of cutting
dies, after stamping the stitch-pattern and
pumber upon them. Few, if any, collars
made entirely of paper are now manufactur-
ed, the cotton-faced kind having driven them
from the market. It is estimated that the
savivg in wa-bLiu: feun the use of these col-
lars amounts to $4,000,000 a year.

One of the most remarkable of trade fluc-
tuations has just now occurred in the eilk
market. Within the last geven weeks, the

rice of China silk has sisen 80 cent,—

engal has risen during the last five weeks
nearly 100 per cent. For the last four years
holders of silk stock in Englanl have great-
ly suffered, and now, by the rapid change of
the market prices, several merchants, nota-
bly Glasgow ones, re suddenly recouped at
the rate of thousai.ls of pounds aday., The
whole of the South Eurepean silk crop has
suddenly failed, and this has mainly brought
about the extraordinary case.

The San Francisco Post says: ‘“ There are
now 143 wheat vessels en route to Europe
from this gort, all cleared since July 1. This
is a much larger fleet than was ever known
to be en route for Europe from the Pacific
States at this season of the year. The wheat
fleet in port comprises 73 vessels, represent-
ing 95,200 tons of tonnage, with a carrying
capacity for 140,000 tons, or 2,800,000 cen-
tals of wheat, all of which must be loaded
by the 1st of January. There are also sav-
enteen ships and barks in port awaiting
charter. most of which are suitable to carry
wheat. These vessels represent 20,000 tons
of tonnage, and there are 20,000 tons more

fully due.”

ANTI-EARLY RisiNg.—Farmers generally
do not rise as early as they did twenty years
ago, and I think they ought not to, Some,
bowever, retain the old habit, and are up at
three or four o'clock, have breakfast at
lamp-light, and then work commences.—
Now, I know well enough that if there are
hired men, and if work pushes, it is neces-
sary to stir early, but, on the whole, I think
what is known as the habit of early rising is
8o much an error as to do more harm than
good. I should say that for an ordi
household, where nobody but ti. famil
in the house, breakfast at eight o’ is
soon enough for winter, and from six to
seven o'clock for spring and summer. It
would be a good plan, though, if there is one
in the house who likes to rise early, to build

PROTECT THE STRAWBERRY BErps.—It
being beyond the power of the horticulturist,
in most cases, to protect the orchards from
the hard freezing of winter, and thusto pro-
tect the fruit buds, it stands the lover of
fruit in band to protect the small fruits as
far as possible, The strawberry is one of the
most desirable of fruits, for it is almost a
certain crop with proper care, Cover the
bed with a thin coating of a light mulch—
such as rotten straw which has become dry
—then cover with marsh hay or clean straw.
A light coat is better than too much, as the
vines may be smothered by the heavy coat-

ing. After the danger of frost is over in the

ring, rake off the coarser material,
finer as a mulch during the growing

season. Great damage is often oao‘x
drouth about the time the berries ripen,
it is of as much importance to tect the
plants from this as from the freezing weather
of winter. If the mulch is

Ecuis—How INcnrrasep.—If an increase
of eggs be desiredin .i. poultry-yard, before
large sums of money are expended in the
purchase of everlasting layers we would re-
commend the system of keeping no hens after
their first, or, at the most, their second year,
Ea.rlg pullets give the increase, and the only
wonder is that people persist as they do in
keeping up a stock of old hens, which lay
one day and stop three, instead of
three days and stopping one. In some par
of Eogland it is the invariable rule to kee
the pullets only one yesr. Feeding will ig
a great deal (a surprising work, indeed) in
the production of eggs; but not when the
old hens are concerned. They may put om
fat, but they cannot put dwn eggs. Their
tale is told, their work is over, Nothing re-
maing to be done with them but to give
a smell of the kitchen fire, and the sooner
they get that the better. Of course, there
are some old favorites whose lives ought to
‘be spared as long as they can send forth
their representatives, Judicious mating—
by which we mean the advan of a com-
paratively youthful cockerell—may be the
means of even exhibition poultry m
their appearance from the eggs of the
old uen ; and here we haveﬂtre exception to

ReMEDY FOR FoUuNDER.—Wm. H.
ner, of Gordon Co., Ga., contributes the f.
lowing to the Country Gentleman :

“ As soon as you tind your horse is found-
'ered, bleed from 1§ to 2} gallons (or more
if the horse is able to bear it) from the neck
vein, Then dissolve a piece of alum a little
larger than a black walnut in a bucketful of
water, and et your horse drink it. If he
will not drink it, you would do well to
drench him with it, and let him have green
feed, or wheat bran wet up like dough.—
Give him no other water to drink except
water with alum as above for two or three
days, at the expiration of which time he will
be well, if not fed with corn and not permit-
ted to drink water to contract his muscles or
cause a relapse of the disease. Founder is
only a contraction of the muscles. This is
far preferable to many of the old time reme-
dies, such as scalding the legs with hot
water, burning their feet with turpentine,
and various other things of a barbarous na-
ture, I have never known it to fail, and I
bave seen it tried in some of the most severe
cases I have ever witnessed, and speedy re-
lief was always obtained.”

A good mode of fastening a horse in a
stall is the English one of attaching a light
weight to the end of the halter, and allowing
it to run up and down under the manger,
which should always be boarded in front from
the floor up. By thisarrangement the horse
enjoys sufficient liberty, and yet has no
chance of getting cast by stepping over his
halter,

that farmers sell their produce when ready
