Loxpox, Nov. 20.—Later and careful estimates
show more than 215,000 lives were lost by the cyc-
lone in India. The Indian Government is preparing
to send a strong contingent of troops to Egypt if war
is declared in Europe. The papers to-day generally
take a more hopeful view of tne situation. The Times
says: ‘ This morning opens so fairly that we are,
perhaps, led to be too sanguine in holding that
peace is assured. It is hard to believe that when
ten persons, all representing Powers deeply interest-
ed in keeping reace, meet in council, they will not
maintain peace unbroken.” Threeislands, situated
in or near the estuary of the River Megua, Kastern
Bengal, were the ones overwhelmed by the cyclone
with the population ef 940,000.
