Tue Local Government, and party
politics in St John, are in a mess, and
it becomes$ a matter of interest to the

ple of the Province how a satisfac-
tory extrication is to be accomplished.
Immediately uponthe vacancy in the St
John representation occurring through
the demise of Mr. Keans, Mr. C. A.
Everett, a gentleman by the way in
every respect well qualified to make a
distinguished representative, offered as
a candidate and was especially cham-
pioned by the Morning News, whose
Editor, Mr. Willis, is a member of the
Executive.

The conclusion naturally arrived at
by those not acquainted with the tiue
state of feeling existing among the
members of the Government, was that
Mr. Everett was to be taken as the
Government candidate. The only
thing that led to any doubt on this

int was the peculiarly non-committal
attitude of the Telegraph, itself a warm
Gevernment supporter. A period of
uncertain expectancy ensued, covering
a space of a fortnight or so. Now at
last, the Telegraph speaking, it asserts,
with authority for the Government, pro-
claims Mr. Willis and the News in op-

ition to the Government, and de-
clares Mr. Marshall to be the Govern-
ment candidate. It asserts, moreover.
that Mr. Willis will be called upon to
resign his place at the Council board.

A natural enquiry on this announce-
ment being made is, why has the Gov-
ernment delayed making known its
views s0 long? to which the Telegraph
replies that the Attorney General * is
naturally slow to act, for he first care-
fully considers his groand, and to this
he owes a good deal of his power. He
bad to exhaust every effort before
breaking with his impracticable col-
league and his candidate, who refused
not only a convention, but refused to
make any counter proposition for a set-
tlement. He had to make sure that
his colleagues were all with him, Mr.
Willis excepted, and that they would
stand by him. All this required both
time and thought.”

We rather think the popular verdict
in this case will be that the Attorney
General has been quite too slow in
moving, and that this developement of
want of harmony 1n the Government
has been made at a very inopportune
moment, and cannot but reflect not
creditably upon all concerned.

Out of this matter is evolved a ques-
tion of general interest and gravity.—
Can the Government, for his action in
the instance, compel Mr. Willis to re-
sign? The Telegraph appears to regard
that as a foregone conclusion, while
Mr. Willis, denying the authority of
the Telegraph to speak as it has, it is
said takes the position that the Gov-
ernment may resign, but that he will
not and cannot individually be forced
out of the Government.

If our memory serves us, there is a
precedent in a case that occurred
some years ago, when the Govern-
ment resigned in order to rid itself of
a member whose acts were obnoxious.

The anthem, sung by the choir, is ad-
mirably adapted to promote a devotion-
al spirit in the minds of the congrega-
tion, and by its language and music so
to inspire them as to compel the whole
body of worshippers, at the appropri-
ate time, to join the choir in the hymn
of praise.

On Friday night, by special request,
Gloria, from Mozart’s 12th Mass;
“The Love of Christ;”’ * Hallelujah
Chorus” and ¢ Jehovah's Praise” were
repeated On the first evening Mrs.
Neales, Mrs. S. T. Baker and Miss Ella
Connell took the solo in the last named
piece; on the second evening Mrs.
Neales being indisposed, her place was
supplied by Mrs. Ayer. It is scarcely
necessary to add that the solos were
well sustained.

The most notable piece on Friday
evening's programme, beside those al-
ready mentioned, were ** Gloria—from
Farmer's Mass, in B Flat;” * O Praise
the Mighty God,” in which Mrs. Ayer
sung the obligato solo: ¢ Oft in the
Stilly Night,” sung by Mrs. S. T. Bak-
er, and repeated, in chorus. The same
three persons whose names were men-
tioned last week presided at the instru-
ments on this occasion, and were alike
successful in the maintenance of their
parts.

Doubtless, to many, the Juvenile
Concert, en Thursday evening, was the
more acceptable one of the three. The
programme was one admirably adapted
to the voices and capacities of the per-
formers, and the rendering thereof was
singularly praiseworthy. When it is
remembered that these children were
collected from various sections of the
County, never having all met Aogether
for practice, with the exception per-
haps of one or two times, it is indeed
wonderful that they were able to sing
in such accord and harmony.

Ilis face is
full of intellect and reason although the con-
tracted brow and wrinkled forehead indicate
the trouble that burns within, and the
overwhelming grief and sorrow which pas-
geth show. Many wonder why the execu-
tors or those to whom his treasures were
entrusted did not display the rich and varied
collection of art of the late Edwin Forest, the
life-sized portraits of himself that he had
collected, as well as in photographs of the
individual as on oil paintings of his most
popular theatrical characters and in pieces of
statuary, those, if in Memorial Hall, would
have sfforded the people of the United
Btates and citizens from all sections of the
country an opportunity to see the image of
the greatest nctor America has ever produc-
ed. No contribution could have been more
appropriate for the rotunda than the suparh
statue of Forest as Coriolanus, by Ball of
Boston, one of the most famous characters
the tragedian assumed. The p'ay of Corio-
lanus was produced during the latter years
of his career with great splendor, and the
colossal figure of the man and the statuesque-
ness of his pese are perfectly presarved in
the marble. Still mors forcibly adapted to
the talent of this man, whose personal trials
and misfortunes were of more than usual se-
verity, was his rendition of King Lear.—
Whoever was fortunate enough to witness
Forest in the character, will, we venture to
say, never forget the intensity, power and
expression he threw into his conceptions of
it. The painting Mr. Forest secured of him-
gelf as King Lear, was among the most con-
spicuous of his art treasures. This valuable
collection, according to the terms of his will,
has been removed in its entirety to the es-
tate at Springbrook, designed as a home for
iutelligent actors. It is a supurb mansion
and a comfortable dwelling place, without an
inmate, and the art collection, which would
have been a source of so much pleasurs to
millione of people during the past sumumer,
is as carefully secluded from the popular
gaze as if it were thousands of miles away.
A bronze medallion of Forrest in Memorial
Hall is the only reminder that America ever
had the honor of producing such an eminent
man, and it is observed that there seems to
be a marked omission of the representation
of famous actors in the pictures of Memor-
ial Hall and the annexes, although many
Shakespearean scenes are represented on
canvas in which likenesses might have been
introduced. In the gallery devoted to the
United States, in one corner near the floor,
ia & painting representing Mr. Hackett as
Rip Van Winkle. Poor Old Ripin his buck-
skin suit, with hatless head has just been
driven to the mountains by his termagant
wife, Gretchen, whose patience he tried be-
vond endurance ; and the bawildering sensa-
tions of desolation which overcame him as
he appreciated his utter loneliness in the
fierce storm are admirably represented.

there would be sufficient justification of such
a scheme. But there is abundance evidence
to the contrary. In Ameriea, in Switzer-
land, and in our Colonies amongst themselves
confederation has admirably succeeded. A re-
cent example of the successful operation of the
principle is furnished in the case of the
new German Empire. The power and pres-
tige of that Empire have been vastly increas-
ed by confederation. Yet, notwithstanding
that the work of consolidating it presented
difficulties which in many respects, were
greater than those which would have to be
encountered in carrying oat a plan of federa-
tion of Great Britain and her Colonies, the
work was successfully and satisfactorily ac-
complished. Indeed, so far a8 we are con-
cerned, the way is partly prepared by the
success of the plans of confederation which
have been adopted in our own Colonies. It
now only remains to crown this work by the
institution of a great scheme of confederation,
and the institution of an ¢ Imperial Parlia-
ment,”’ which would have jurisdiction over
the whole of the British dominions.

Defence of the Empire thus to be created
would, of course, be the chief object of feder-
ation, and it is easy to see that we should,
thus united, occupy an impregnable position
amongst the nations of the world, and wield
a power that would be resistless. It is, at
the same time, important to remember that
the cost of an Imperial system of defence
would be considerably less than the existing
expenditure on separate armaments, and it
would not be a matter of difficulty properiy
to adjust, amongst the various contributories
to the [mperial defence fund, the amount to
be levied on each. Indeed. the idea of an
imperial pavy for the maritime defence of
Great Britain and her colonies has already
been suggested as an independent scheme and
quite apart from any general plan of confed-
eration, and we believe that our colonies
would have been ready to contribute in ships
their share to such a navy.

There are, of course, many obstacles to so
grand a scheme as that of the Imperial feder-
ation of this country with her colonies, and
all sorts of difficulties have been suggested,
caleulated, according to the views of these
objectors, to render such a system of federa-
tion impracticable. Amongst these alleged
difficulties, one of the chief concerns the ques-
tion of adequate representation. The sug-
gestion has been made of a ¢* Colonial Coun-
cil,”” composed of representatives of the Colo
nies, who should meet in London, and advise
the Colonial Secretary on all matters relat-
ing to the Colonies. But this is perbaps the
least desirable of the various proposals which
have been made for giving effect to a system
of federation, for under such a plan there
would not apparently be any security that
the Colonial Secretary would always listen
to the proposals of the proposed Council.—
An Imperiel Parliament, or Council of the
Empire, would be the most fitting body to
represent the United British dominions. We
need not here discuss in detail the question
as to how this Imperial Parliament should be
elected, although we may remark that at
first sight a plan which would provide for
the election of the representatives in the
Couneil of the Empire by the members of the
Local or Provincial Parliaments—that is to
say, the separate Parliaments of the United
Kingdom and of the Colonies, instead of by
the direct votes of the popular constituencies
would appear to offer the opportunity of se-
caring the best men for an Ymperial Council.
The United Kingdom could still retain—and
it would be right that it should retain—the
greatest preponderance in the imperial Par-
liament ; and the Colonies could not reason-
ably object to give the Mother Country this
position.  All local or provincial affairs
could still be managed by the Provincial
Parliaments. That is to say, the English
Parliament could still legislate on internal
matters for England, Scotland, and Ireland,
and the Parliaments of the Colonies would
similarly legislate for them. The ohject of
these remarks, however, is not so much to
discuss or advocate any particular plan of
Imperial federation as to urge the desirabil-
ity, nay the necessity, of giving the earliest
consideration to some scheme for effecting
the permanent confederation of our glorious
Ewmpire, which would then be far greater and
more powerful than was the Roman Empire
when in the very zenith of its power and
prosperity. The subject is, indeed, a great
one, and one which demands the earnest and
thoughtful attention of the people of this
country, and of those who inhabit their co-
lonial dominions.— London (Eng.) Morning
Advertiser.

Tue StaTE oF TRADE.— W holesale business,
taken as a whole, remains quiet, yet such as
is done is generally of a satisfactory charac-
ter, and there is a growing conviction that
trade now occupies a sound position. The
indications all tavor this belief. Importa-
tions, as statistics show, do not exceed the
actual consumption ; failures are becoming
less frequent : the export trade for the first
three-quarters of the present year exceeds by
$5,0060,000 that of 1875 ; there is less sacri-
ficing of goods; payments to retailers, and
from retailers to importers, are more prompt;
grain has come forward freely, and money is
circulating more rapidly. There isno doubt,
in fine, that a halt has been made in the de-
cline of trade which has been going on for
two years past. The turning point bas been
reached, and although the reaction has not
yet set in, we may be assured that the
changes which henceforth occur in the con-
dition of business will be in a favorable di-
rection. As stated the local markets remain
quiet. The fall trade in dry goods is about
completed. Travellers are still in the coun-
try picking up small orders, but they do not
in the aggregate make up a very extensive
business. A moderate jobbing trade con-
tinues to be done in groceries; wholesale
dealers are acting too cautiously to lead to
sales of large lots, and retailers still pursue
the policy of buying for immediate require-
ments, but a fair profit appears to be now de-
rived from the business done, and fewer los-
ses arise from failures. Sugars bave further
advanced }c. on all grades. An effort is
again being made to limit the time of pay-
ment for sugar to 60 days instead of four
months, as is often done. This measure is
almost necessary in view of the small margin
for profit, which is allowed to importers.—
Fish is also very firm, and herrings are 50c.
higher on the week, Fruits steady at un-
changed prices, but the tendency is rather
toward higher prices. Spices, teas, coffee,
molasses, etc., are moving at unchanged
quotations, Leather continues in good de-
mand at the recent advance. The fall trade
in boots and shoes may be considered over,
and business h:s relapsed into quietness.—
Hardware is more active, retailers now pur-
chasing their winter supplics. Nails are
lower ; Pig Iron firm and in good demand ;
other hardware unchanged in price. Ameri-
can Anthracite has been further advanced
50 ceats per ton by local dealere. On the
Produce Exchange business has been very
quiet this week.—Montreal Gazette,
