Loxpox, Oct. 23.—Advices from Belgrade report 
the diplomatic situation unchanged. Hostilities 
recommenced on Thursday by two distinct opera- 
tions, one in front of Saitschar, the other in the 
positions commanding Decligrad.

On Saturday there was further fighting 
with Turkish success. The Times says: ** There 
is perhaps danger that unreasonable alarms may be 
succeeded by unreasonable hopes; but it is evident 
we need not despair of seeing the crisis pass away 
without hcstilities between Rusgia snd Turkey,” 
The Servians were badly whipped and lost 15,000 
men in their attempt on Saitschar, and 3000 about 
Deligrad. 
New York, Oct. 23.—Wm. Scharff won the 

United States championship avd two thousand dol- 
lars by beating Morris in a five mile single scull 
race at Pittsburg. Time 35m. 33s, quickest on 
record. Over sixty lives were Jost in the destruc- 
tion of the whaling fleet by ice. The frigate 
Franklin arrived to-day with Boss Tweed.
