The eoil had always been prepared 
for the barley seeding—enriched and well 
cultivated, and consequently in prime condi- 
tion for the clover seed.

They seem mot 
to be fully aware of the real importance of 
thick sowing of clover seed. We would not 
think of sowing less than ten pounds of 
clover seed to the acre, with Timothy seed 
or other small seeds—say five pounds, With 
that seeding we would expect plants enough 
to keep down the weeds, to bear a 
cutting for soiling or hay, and to enrich 
ground highly with the abundance cf tap- 
roots.

sufficiently large to contain the bird, sod 
rl of cotton or linen cloth 
over the top. Upon the top of this he places 
the pulverized lime, and taps the screen suf- 
ficiently to cause the lime to fall through. — 
This lime dust the fowl inhales, causing it to 
snecze, and in a shoru time the cause of the 
gapes is thrown out in the form of a slimy 
mass or mass of worms, which had accu- 
mulated in the windpipe and smaller air 
vessels. This remedy he considers superior 
to any he has ever tried, and he seldom fails 
to effect a perfect cure.

A Curar WoonrLanp Frxce,—Take un- 
sharpened rails, make the 'fonce three rails 
high, as follows: Let one end of each rail 
rest on the ground, raising the othsr end as 
high as yon want the fence. The first rail 
is secured in its place by two strakes driven 
into the ground in the form of an X, The 
next rail is placed some feet behind the one 
staked, so that when two stakes are driven 
into the ground, and resting on the rail al- 
ready in position, they will support the 
second rail ot the proper height, and thus 
the fenea is continued, the stakes su poring 
the upper rail, and also holding the next 
under one firmly down under the cross.
