Corumsus, Ohio, July 23.—The railroad strikers
at noon to-day compelled employes of the rolling
mills and various factories to join them. A' mob
numbering 2,000 took possession of the Union
Depot, but no violence has yet been done.

ALBANY, July 23.—At a meeting of the employ-
es of the Central & Hudson River railroads, to-
night, a resolution was adopted demanding 25 per
cent. on wages of employes, and a committee was
appointed to communicate with President Vander-
bilt, and in case the demand is not complied with,
they will strike to-morrow. They will then meet
again at 10 o’clock and proceed to the West Albany
shops and demand that the men strike.

New York, July 24.—Firemen, switchwen and
brakemen on the Canada southern at Slocum
Junction and Detroit Junction have struck. It is
feared the strike will be general along the line.
The New York Central stopped issuing tickets west
of Rochester to-night, as that portion of the road
has struck. It is feared the strike will spread
throughout the line.

Detrort, July 24.—The insurrection has been
effectually quelled in Pittsburg, and the railroad
employes are uniting with citizens generally on the
side of law and labor. .

New York, July 24.—At Wheeling, W. Va,

o the ringleaders of the riot in Phihde}phm wepe
arrested last night. A conflict occurred in Reading

~wounding twenty-five, some mortally. The police

who were drawn up to restrain the crowd received
the main force of the firing, and many of them
were injured.
