A rag baby agitation has com- 

menced in this Dominion, The question and 

joterest involved is a very wide one, and we 

are not prepared to discues intelligently the 

details of a financial policy, over which the 

ablest of financiers have disagreed. But 
there are on the surface some features which 
may challenge the attention of the least as 
tute in such matters, It is very easy to de- 

claim against a paper currency, call it irre- 
deemabls and destructive, while in practice 

we, every day, approve and foster and live 
by it. Of what nature in fact is the money 

with which, at present, the trade of the coun- 

try is carried on? It is justan irredeemable 
currency, according to the arguments of the 

hard money men. It is said there are in cir- 
culation ten and a half million dollars of Do- 
minion notes, and the various banks have 

afloat nearly the whole amount they are 

allowed to issue, which is three times the 

amount of gold held in reserve for their re- 
demption. Now there is only, it is said, six 
millions of gold in Canada, so that the large 
proportion of the currency of the country isi 
based but partially on gold ; it rests rather 
on the basis of public confidence. There are 

over $30,000,000 in paper represented by 

$6,000,000 in gold. 
It is argued that gold being the standard 

of silver the world over, the balance of trade 

can only be liquidated in that coin, and as 
well that the interest on our debt in England 
must be discharged with gold. The neces- 
sity for exchange does not provide the means 
of paying it, nor does the abundance of pa- 
per, in fact, lessen the amount of gold. As 

to our debt in England, it has been incurred 
largely for the prosecution of public works, 

and we see no reason why those works could 

not as well be handled with money made by 
the Government a8 with any other money. — 

Surely promises to pay by Government, the 

security being the whole territory and people 

of the Dominion, are equally good as prom- 

jses by any corporate b.dy, and it certainly 

seems better that the debt of the Dominion 

should be within its own jurisdiction and to 

ite own people.

Buchanan says :— 

1. It would establish the local le 
which I sce absolutely necessary in our cir- 
cumstances a8 a country, to secure the in- 

purchases to be made and therefore debts to 
be collected. 

2. It would put s» reasonable a limit to 
the Government notes as not to alarm the | 
most cautious, viz , ten dollars a head of the 
population, and this would include the pres- 
ent $11,000,000 of Government notes, and | 
the banks, which have now in circlulation 
five dollars a head of the population, would, 
I am sure, soon have double that amount. 

3. It would gave from injury, and give all 

prudent support to the banks and other cred- 

itore, who have at presenta very heavy hand- 

ful of the debts of the country. 
4. 1t would provide $20,000,000 for pub- 

lic works and settling the North-West, with- 
out taking it out of the banks of trade. 

5. It would secure in the banks that great 
necessity of a country—a system of Jarge na- 
tional Joan institutions to accommodate the 
public and to distribute the circulation, with- 
out which a full circulation is not of half the 
value it migh: be to a country, 

6. It would aim at getting accommodation 
for the individual at not over 6 per cent., by 
giving the Government deposits to the banks 
at 3 per cent. 

7. It would lay the foundation of our 
banks becoming national banks, like thoee of 
the United States, with their circulation se- 
cured by Government bonds lodged with the 
Government. 

8. It would establish a splendid national 
savings bank, by means of the Canadian con- 

suls bearing 4 per cent. gold interest, always 
kept at par by being convertible back into 
currency any day. 
The Journal of Commerce opposes a nation- 

al currency, on the grounds that it would be 
an unlimited paper issue, fluctuating in value 
according to the quantity in circulation, and 
would be perfectly useless for all the pur- 

s of a currency ; that the Civil Service 
salaries as well as those of the Judges would 
have to be paid in the equivalent of gold, or 
would necessarily have to be increased ; that 
it is difficult to comprehend how the duties 
would be levied ; that contractors for public 
works would not execute them for inconverti- 
ble paper money on the same terms as for 

gold; that ** depression would probably be 
intensified to a frightful extent by the issue 

of inconvertible paper money, and most as- 
suredly could not be alleviated.” 

The Montreal Gazette thus treats the sub- 

ject: — 
Do the gentlemen who framed this unique 

panacea for our ills, know that there are such 
things as international exchanges ard inter- 
national settlements, that gold is the stand- 
ard of value in nearly every civilized country, 
and that the balance of trade can only be 
liquidated in that coin? So long as Canada 
continues to trade with foreign countries so 
long must we bave a standard of value for 
the settlement of the Exchanges. Another 
conspicuous omission in the resolutions is 
any reference to the payment of interest and 
principal of the public debt. The bonds 
which the Government sold in England are 
gold bonds, the interest is payable in gold, 
and if it were ever seriously attempted to re- 
pudiate that obligation and offer Dominion 
notes to the bondholder, the credit of the 
country abroad would be irretrievably ruin. 
ed. Nor would the matter be mended by the 
insertion of a clause making Government 
bonds and interest thereon payable in gold, 
because, as is invariably the case, the cheap- 
er drives the dearer money out of the coun- 
try, and the issue of an inconvertible paper 
currency would in a very few months drive 
all our gold to foreign countries. The whole 
scheme is a mad one, without one redeeming 
feature. It meansrepudiation pure and sim- 
ple, the destruction of the credit of the Do- 
minion, the derangement of trade, the infla- 
tion of the currency,and all the evils attendant 
on an irredeemable currency. As long as an 
inconvertible currency lasts, it never ceases 
to harass trade and every commercial dealing 
between man and man. The harm is re- 
newed day after day, week after week, year 
after year ; and all the while the State is 
gaining from all this disorder nothing pro- 
portionate to the mischief created. There is 
vo counterbalancing advantage to the Gov- 
ernment to compensate the loss which the 
country suffers. The Government issues the 
inconvertible note as a tax on which it saves 
interest but the tax is gathered once for all, 
while the notes go on disturbing trade, up- 
getting values and causing loss to all but 
gamblers in the currency. 

Tae new steamer *‘ Florenceville’’ reached 
her whart here about 6 o'clock Saturday eve- 
ning last, with a heavy load of freight. The 
67th band boarded the steamer a few miles 

below town and played ber into port. The 
large crowd of persons present to witness her 
arrival, proves the deep interest felt in this 

boat by the business men of the town. The 
« Florenceville” is a handsome looking boat 
on the water and her movements give entire 
satisfaction to her commander, being eaeily 
managed and speedy. In appearance she is 
like the old City of Fredericton, but of small- 
er dimensions, Her carrying capacity, we 

believe, is some 750 barrels. She is a stern 

wheel boat, the wheel being 17} feet in 
diameter, with 32 floats, and she is driven by 

a 120 horse power engine. The main deck 

is intended for freight alone. On the saloon 

deck besides the pilot-house and captain's 
room, there is the ladies cabin, a light and 
cheerful Jooking room, about 18x10 feet, with 
wash room, state room, &c., connected, and 

all furnished in a comfortable manner. Then, 

entered either from the ladies cabin or from 
the forward part of the saloon deck, is the 

gentlemen's cabin, a room some 34x10 feet, 

and provided with all necessary accomodations, 

The ¢ Florenceville” is intended to ply be- 
tween Fredericton and Florenceville, and thus 

supply a want grievously felt since the steam- 
ers were removed from the river, but for 

the present she will not probably go farther 
up than Woodstock. 

Capt. Duncan, who personally superin- 
tended the building of the boat, is her com- 
mander, and has secured efficient men to fill 
the different positions, as engineer, pilot, 
steward, &¢. We need hardly add that 
Captain Duncan will spare no pains to 
make the ** Florenceville’’ a general favorite 
with the travelling public. Mr, Wm. Gibson 

is agent for the boat here. 
The steamer is making regular trips, carry- 

ing large freights both ways. 

Mgr. Litecow, of Halifax, who was a warm

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For the benefit of the Rate-payers of the 
Town of Woodstock, the following sections 
of an Act of the General Assembly, entitled 
An Act to amend Act 19 Vie, cap. 32, en- 
titled ** An Act to Intorporate certain dis- 
tricts of the Parish of Woodstock, in the 
County of Carleton, to be known as the 
Town of Woodstock,’’ and the acts in amend- 
ment thereof are published. Passed 14th 
April, 1873. 

Sec. 16. Any pereon thinking himself or 
herself aggrieved by any assessment for Town 
taxes, may appeal by petition, under oath, 
made before any Justice of the Peace, to the 
Assessors, who shall duly consider the same ; 
and if they deem the party entitled to relief, 
shall make such reduction in his or her taxes 
as to them shall appear to be just and right, 
and forthwith make the necessary alteration 
caused by said reduction in the assessment 
list, filed in the Town Clerk’s cffice, and also 
notify the Treasurer or Collector of rates of 
said reduction and alteration; provided al- 
ways, that such appeal be made within ten 
days after such person shall have received 
notice of such assessment ; notice in writing 
of the decision of the Assessors shall also be 
given to the appellant, signed by said Asses- 
sors or the majority of them. 

17. Should the appellant be dissatisfied 
with the decision of the Assessors he may ap- 
peal to the Town Council, who may either 
affirm the first or amended assessment or 
otherwise deal with the matter as they may 
deem just and right, and their decision shall 
be final, provided no such appeal to the 
Town Council shall be made or received by 
them, unlesss the said petition under oath, 
or a duplicate thereof, be filed in the Town 
Clerks office, within ten days after notice of 
the decision of the Assessors shall have been 
given to the appellant,

Insolvency Act, for it is not conceded yet 
that it it absolutely repealed until the Sen- 
ate give an expression of opinion with regard 
to it. Those who oppose repeal express 
great alarm at the probable consequences, in 
case the country should be left at once with- 
out any machinery for winding np insolvent 
estates. They express their fears that a vast 
amount of confusion will result among busi- 
ness men. Of course strong efforts are being 
made now to have the Repeal Bill thrown 
out by the Senate, when it comes up in that 
body, but opinions are divided there as well 
as in the Commons. It is impossible to say 
what the ultimate fate of the Bill will be.-— 
The third reading cannot come on in the 
Commons, and there is a possibility that the 
bill will not get through its final stage. 
Hon. Thos. R. Jones, of St. John, who 

came here to oppose some of the amend- 
ments in the bill prepared by the committee 
of the House, is badly disappointed with the 
turn affairs has taken. He is anxious now 
that last night's proceedings should be vetoed 
in some way. While admitting that there 
are some bad features in the present law, he 
thinks it dangerous to leave the country 
without any Insolvent Law at all. 

THE CHINESE INVESTIGATION, 

The Chinese Committee met this morning, 
and examined Senator Carroll, of British 
Columbia, and Mr. Thompson, M. P. for 
Cariboo. The former favored the Chinese, 
urging that they should be allowed to settle 
in the country, and get along as best they 
could. Mr. Thompson took an opposite 
view, his opinion being that they were a 
great evil to the country. He thought the 
Government should wake measares to check 
Chinese immigration, and if this was not 
done they would in a short time overrun the 
whole country.

PARLIAMENTARY NOTES. 

April 30th. Mr. Mackenzie asked that 
the papers, regarding the publication, in ling- 
land, of a despatch from the Governor Gene- 
ral, respecting the Tariff, be brought down. 

In supply the first matter discussed was 
the * militia” item. 

Mr. Strange said the force would never be 
made efficient without brigade camps, at least 
every two years, He advocated 5 de the 
force or increasing the appropriation. 

Mr. Plumb discussed the recommendation 
of the Commander-in-chief in regard to es- 
tablishing a permanent force, urging that it 
should be considered respectfully. He asked 
if the Governm-ut intended forming =» bri- 
gade camp this year? 

Mr. Bowell, who was aciing for the Mini- 
ster of Militia, said it was wot. The drill 
would be at company or battalion hexdquar- 
ters, The finances of the country would not 
permit a larger expenditure. 
Mr. Ryan (Montreal) said the Govern- 

ment ought to arrange with theiocal Govern- 
ments for the training of the youth to the 
uss of arms, as part of the common school 
education. 
Mr. Ross (Middles x) called attention to 

the fact that out of over £700,000 only §175,- 
000 was paid to the volunteers for their sacri- 
fice of time. Ha objected to the payment of 
so much to officers of various kinds, 

Mr. Skinner asked if there was any truth 
in the newspaper report that wher there 
was a prospect of war between England and 
Russia, Col. Gzowski reported that no more 
than 2,000 men could be enlisted in Canada ? 
Mr. Mackenzie said that confidential com- 

munication passed between the Governments 
of Canada and Great Britain on ths subject, 
but as such ne report was made. 
Mr. Bowell said there had been ne coares- 

pondence of any kind since the present Gov- 
ernment took office. He had no doubt but 
20,000 men could be obteined in Canada for 
service in case of a European war in which 
England should be engaged. 

Mr. Domville asked if the whole of the 
Kings County Cavalry would be turned out 
for drill this year instead of a portion ? 

Mr. Bowell said 21,000 men would be dril- 
led, the regiments to be selected by ballot. 
It would depend upon the ballot whether that 
regiment would be drilled or not. 

Mr. Domville said the seven troops, not 
one or two of them, should be drilled to- 
gether. 

Mr. Bowell explained the increase for drill 
instruction in colleges. ‘I'he instructors are 
to be detailed to drill students at collegiate 
institutions, and to form themselves into a 
military school for a portion of the year for 
the instruction of officers of volunteers, 
On the St. John deep water item, Dr. 

Tupper said $213,000 had been expended up 
to the close of the last fiscal year. The whole 
cost would be $337,937, including dredging. 

Messrs. Anglin and Mackenzie spoke of 
the coming seccession of British Columbia, 
and remarked on the absence «f any epecial 
provision for its prevention. Mr. Mackenzie 
gaid that Sir John. who had not been in the 
House, to-day was probably packing up. 

Dr. Tupper said that Sir John, if deprived 
of his seat, could readily get another. 
Mr. Mackenzie—That is consoling. 
Mr. Decosmos said he was astounded to 

hear Mr. Mackenzie venture an allusion to a 
province he had broken faith with. 
The Pacific Railway items were allowed 

to pass without discussion of ths policy of 
the Government respecting that work, on Dr, 
Tupper stating that resolutions embodying 
that policy would be submitted before con- 
currence was asked. 
On the canal items, Mr. McDougall said 

the policy that had spent go many millions on 
improving water communication was a mis- 
take, and the Government should institute 
inquiries on the relative cost of water and 
railway transportation. 

Dr. Tupper said the country was commit- 
ed to the canal policy when Mr. Macdougall 
was Minister of Pablic Works, There would 
be required $700,000 more for giving the 
Welland Canal 14 feet and $6,000,090 for 
giving 14 feet in the canals betwoen that and 
Montreal, with $3,000,000 more for Wil- 
liamsburg Canal, 
Mr. Ross (Dundas) said it would cost $20,- 

000,000. Ten feet canals would pass any 
vessels that could navigate the river at low 
water. 

Dr. Tupper said the $4,000,000 asked for 
was to complete existing contracts, 
May 1st. It was decided hereafter during 

the session to meet « 1cry Saturday, from 2 
o'clock to 6 p. m. 

Mr. Tilley announced that the Government 
Insurance resolution would pot be procesded 
with this session.

lar to each officer, fifty cents to each non- 
commissioned officer and man per diem, 
in lieu of subsistence, and fifty cents pet diem 
in lien of forage, for each horse, and in addi- 
tion ehall provide them with proper lodging, 
and with stabling for their horses, and that 
the said pay and allowances for eubsistence 
and forage, as also the value of lodging and 

stabling, unless furnished in kind by the 
municipality, may be recovered from it by 
the officer commanding the corps; provided 
that the said pay and allowances of the force 
called out together with the reasonable cost: 
of transport, may, pending payment by the 
municipality, be advanced in the first instance 
by order of the G)vernor-in-Council out of 
the consolidated revenue fund of Canada (but 
such advence shall not interfere with the 
liability of the municipality), and the com- 
maading officer shall at once, in his own name 
proceed against the municipality for the re- 
covery of such pay, etc., and shall, on receipt 
thereof, pay over the amount to Her Majesty. 

3cd. That any land held for militia pur- 
poses in connexion with drill rifls 
ranges, armories, or such like uses, and found 
unnecessary to be retained for the same, may 
be sold or disposed of under order of the 
Governor-in-Council, and that if any portion 
of the cost of such land or any building there- 
on has been defrayed by the municipality in 
which the land is situated, a fair proportion 
of the proceeds, to be determined by the 
Governor-in-Council, may be returned tosuch 
municipality or expended therein for militia 
use of a permanent nature, Several bills, 
including one to consolidate the railway act 
of 1878 and acts amending the same, were 
read a third time and .
