An examination of this table shows that 

a supply of phosphoric acid and potash is in- 
dicated, and" that, under circumstances of 
abundant manure, a supply of phosphoric 
acid in the form of a superhosphate would 
be beneficial. Indeed, experience shows that 
a superphosphate in the drill should general- 
ly be used, not only to hasten the early growth 
of the plant, 50 as to push it ahead of dang- 
ers incident to the young state, but it also 
acts'specificaliy in increasing the fibrous roote 
of the plant, and thus renders it better fitted 
to feed upon the plant food in the land. 
The teachings of those who have written 

on beet culture seem to furpish the following 
rules :— 

1. Use stubble land. 
2." Use land of deep and permeable soil. 
3." Plough in the manure deeply, and har-
