The Maritime Farmer saye :— 

There is a paragraph in the Carleton Sen- 
tinel of last week, expressing surprise that 
School Trustees thould appoint a Teacher 
from Ohio to one of the schools of this city, 
and reflects upon the Trustees for not ap- 
pointing one of our own teachers, We are 
surprised to fiod such a paragraph in the 
Sentinel; it is not in harmony with the lib- 
eral and enlightened sentiments usually 
found in that paper. 

Iv is the duty of the Trustees to appoint 
the very best teachers they can find, and we 
believe they have generally acted upon this 
rinciple in their employment of teachers. — 
ines for the position to be filled, being 

equal, the preference should be given to our 
own people as against strangers, but nothing 
more. Even were it true that a stranger was 
appointed to a school it would not prove ADY- 
thing against the educational system, as it 
might happen that a person educated here 
could not be found out of employment at the 
time be was wanted. But all this does not 
apply to the recent appointment, as the gea- 
tleman is not only a native of the Province, 
but was educated in the Province, and is a 
raduate of the University ; he also taught 

in the Seminary in this city, giving great sat- 
isfaction, and pow comes from Ohio where he 
beld a responsible position in un educational 
establishment for a few years, 

What we said was this : — 

In the absence of explanation it seems 
strange to read that a gentleman from Ohio 
has been appointed Principal of a School in 
Fredericton. Is our educational system so 
deficient that it cannot worthily fill vacancies 
in our own schools ? 
And the paragraph was based on the sim- 

ple statement appearing in some contem por- 
ary that a gentleman from Ohio had been 
appointed to fill the vacancy ia the school re- 
ferred to. A correspondent of the Frederic- 
ton Reporter quotes the SENTINEL'S remarks ; 
Bays many persons in this city (Fredericton) 
entertain similar views, and asks for more 
light on the subject. To this correspondent 
the Editor of the R:-porter responds : 
The gentleman reterred to. we believe, is 

Mr. Wortman, who was recently appointed 
to succeed Mr. Gaunce in the charge of the 
York Street School, He is, we are informed. 
a native of this Province, and a graduate of 
our University, having taken the Douglas 
gold medal ac this institution. As it hap- 

ped, there were but two applicants 
or the situation, though there were a num- 
ber of others who would have liked the ap- 

intmeat if they had been so fortunate as 
$0 know that Mr, Gaunce would be appoint- 
ed lospector by the Government; but as 
there was uncertainty about this, they could 
not risk the chances, and accepted situations 
eleewhere. Mr. Wortman was the choice 
out of two applicants, though whether or no 
all who would bave liked the position had 
an equal chance for the appointment we are 
Dot aware, or whether denominationalism 
bad anything to do with it, not being in the 
secrets of the school authorities. 
Now the SENTINEL bas secured the expla- 

nation, and having done so, the subject, if it 
only concerned the Trustees of Schools for, 
and the people of, Fredericton, might be 
dropped —indeed would not have been refer- 
red to by ue, But the SENTINEL asked a 
question which in the quotations above is 
scarcely answered, and that question involves 
8 principle. While the Trustees of any 
school district should appoint the very 
best teachers they can find, it is surely not 
out of harmony with ** liberal and enlighten. 
ed sentiments’’ to assert that they should io 
their seeking for a teacher exhaust the home 
list before looking abroad. And then it je 
ecarcely illiberal to say that our educational 
establishment should be able to supply the 
requirements of any of our schools in the way 
of teachers, If such requirements cannot be 
supplied, then, we protest, there is a defici- 
ency either in our system or in the material. 
We most distinctly claim that graduates of 
our own normal institutions ; teachers who 
have legally obtained the right to teach, and 
remain 1n the Province pursuing that avoca- 
tion, should have the preference as a right, 
even over others who bave taken advantage 
of our Provincial establishments, provided 
by the whole people, but who, in furtherance 
of their own private objects, have left the 
Province and the actual work of our Provin- 
cial schools, 

If we read aright statements in the press, 
there is a surplus number of teachers trained 
or being trained at Fredericton ; and the 
same principle that provides facilities for 
their training, that implies on the part 
of the Government a parental care for 
them when they have graduated, and an in- 
terest in securing work for them. We pre- 
sume the Normal and Training School was 
established to provide teachers not for foreign 
states or outside communities, but for the 
schools of this Province. And teachers have 
8 right to expect that, according to their 
ability, any openings that occur wil] be sup- 
plied from among them on the principle of 
promotion. If such righteous claims are to be 
treated lightly or disregarded, then we may 
reasonably look for a depreciation of the 
standard in a profession whose standard can- 
not be too exalted and whose importance can 
scarcely be over-estimated.

Now then, what I say is this—and this is why 
[ am so delighted to hear that by invitation 
of the Mayor and Corporation, there are gen- 
tlemen present holding views differing from 
mine on this point—what I say is this, 
‘* Gentlemen, if you differ from us, remember 
that the country has accepted this policy and 
assist to give it a fair trial.”” (Loud cheers.) 
Let us have patriotism enough to do that. 
(Cheers) Let us lay aside party for the time 
and see if we can perfect this policy, work 
it out and make it a success. (Renewed ap- 
plause.) If it is a success, I am sure that 
strong as party feeling may be in this country 
our countrymen finding that they are in a 
more favorable position and that the country 
is proepering under it, will speak of it as did 
a gentleman to me to-day, when he said. — 
‘I bad my doubt about the policy at first ; 
but I haye changed my mind now. It's all 
right, I'm perfectly satiefied with the tariff 
as it stands.’ (Loud cheering.) Of course, 
if it is eeen that there is a possibility of re- 
verging this policy, capital will not be invest- 
ed in our industries. Capitalists will be 
chary to risk their money in the development 
of the country. (Hear, hear.) Let us, there- 
fore, give it fair play. Let us throw no dis- 
couragement in the way of men who want to 
build up this country, even if those men do 
look mainly to financial benefits to accrue to 
themselves. 

He referred to the ready response made to 
his appeal for a loan in England ; he discus-

(Cheers) But 
they say in reference to this matter that our 
loyalty is lip loyalty. Is it lip loyalty ? 
Fourteen or fifteen months ago there was a 
state of feeling between Great Britain and 
Russia that was not pleasant, There was an 
indication, and a very strong indication in- 
deed, that war was possible between these 
two countries ere long. What was the feel- 
ing, what was the declaration of Canada at 
that time when war was threatened between 
our great Mother Country and the Russian 
nation? Hundreds and thousands of men in 
Canada declared themselves ready to place 
themselves at the disposal of Her Majesty, to 
fight her battles for her credit and ber honor. 
(Loud cheers.) Have we any feeling against 
Great Britain? No. Then, I'll tell you 
what we can do. There are hundreds and 
thousands of “Englishmen, Irishmen and 
Scotchmen at this moment in a most distres- 
sed condition. Their condition is our oppor- 
tunity. Then let us, as loving subjects. do 
what we can to find them happy and comfort- 
able homes among us, and plant them on the 
rich prairies of the North West. (Cheers.) 
We offer every one of them who will come 
and settle and occupy it, 160 acres of land, 
and to the capitalist who will invest in these 
lands we say, ** come and invest and give us 
the money that will help to pay for the con- 
struction of that great railway, which within 
8iX Or seven years is to reach from Lake Sa- 
perior to the Rocky Mountains, opening up 
many millions of acres of the best land for 
settlement, and giving this part of Canada a 
new market for its manufactures,” (Can we 
not, gentlemen, in view of the great future, 
which it is within our power to make, 

STAND SHOULDER TO SHOULDER 

and assist in perfecting the legislation which 
will accomplish the end we all 80 much desire. 

I admit that the majority of the represen- 
tatives from New Brunswick show an opposi- 
tion to it, but I am of the opinion that a year 
will not pass before the people down there 
baving recovered from the effects of the fire, 
and having capital brought into them to give 
them an opportunity of taking hold of the 
industries to prosecute which they have all 
the necessary ability and perseverance—will 
say, a8 did our friend in London, ** We were 
opposed to the National Policy at first, but 
now ite all right,” (Cheers.) Prior to Con- 
federation I had read something of the great 
North West, and it was part of our policy to 
get possession of that great country, to deve- 
lop 1t, to make it part of Canada, and to lay 
in the Dominion the toundations of a great 
nation—not a nation independent of the 
Mother Country, but a nation sustaining and 
supporting ber. (Loud cheers) Let us 
keep this object in view. Possessing as we 
do the best educational system in the world, 
a magoificent country, a hardy population, 
and determination and energy unsurpassed 
anywhere, it will be our own fault if we do 
not make Canada a credit to ourselves and 
the admiration of the world. (Loud and con- 
tinued cheering.

ducements for emigrating British farmers, 
superior to those presented in the Western 
States, and that the story that come of their 
number had purchased land in the Western 
States is unfounded. As to what action the

Tue Fredericton Reporter referring to the 
large quantities of potatoes exported from this 
Province and the larger quantities used in 
making starch in Aroostook, suggests that we 
should have at Jeast one starch factory in 
New Brunswick.

Could 
We export it to the United States at a profit 
in view of the duty of one cent per |b, and 
20 per cent.? We presume the cotton factories 
of the Dominion use a Comparatively small 
amount of starch and are supplied by home manufacturers, while it is alleged that the establishment of new cotton factories is not justified by the demand for the cloth, Per- 
baps we could find a market in Britain,

From the outset, the speeches which have heen 
made at the meetings of the Irish tenantry have 
been violent and incendiary, and although the 
speakers, as a rule, have refrained from the use 
of language which would make them directly 
amenable to the laws, the curses upon landlords 
and the threats of shooting them, with which 
their hearers have frequently interrupted them, 
leave no room to doubt how their appeals bave 
been interpreted.

Placards have been freely posted, threat- 
ening death, not to landlords and agents mere- 
ly, but to tenants who paid more rent than the 
agitators deemed proper. The threatening 
notices and the midnight visits of ** Rory of the 
Hills’ have been followed by the destruction of 
property aud by personal violence, stopping lit- 
tle short of murder. Itis clear that the time 
had come when interference by the Government 
was necessary, unless the rights of property and 
the peace of the island were to be left at the 
mercy of the hot-headed and impulsive tenan- 
try.

DiraTHERIA is, unfortunately, so well 
known in this province as to make any new 
discoveries touching its nature andremedy of 
great interest. This disease is proving very 
fatal in Russia and the attention of the gov- 
ernment 0. that nation has been directed to it. 
The Russian Minister to the United States 

has published 2 letter in New York with re- 
gard to the treatment of the disease in Rus- 
sia and Germany and the specific, benzoate 
of soda may prove of service here as it has 
been so successiul abroad. We quote the let- 
ter referred to: —

In view of the increase of diphtheria in 

several places of the State of New York I 
hasten t> communicate to you for publicity 
a very simple remedy, which, having been 
used in Russia and Germany, may prove ef- 
fective here. Out of several others, Dr. 
Letzerich, who made extensive experiments 
In the application of tbe remedy, has used it 
In twenty-seven cases, eight of which were 
of a very serious nature, all of which had a 
favorable result except in one case, when 
the child died from a complication ot diseases. 
For children of one year he prescribes the 
remedy. for internal use every one or two 
hours, as follows ; — 

Natr. Berzoic, pur. 5. 0 solv. in aq. distil- 
lat aq. menth. piper. ana 40,0 8yr. cort, aur, 
100. 
For children from one to three years old he 

prescribed it from seven to eight grammes for 
100 grammes of distilled water, with same 
syrup ; for children from three to seven years 
old he prescribed ten to fifteen grammes, and 
for grown persons from fifteen to twenty-five 
for each 100 grammes. 

Besides this he uses also with great success 
the insufflation on the diphtherial membrane 
through a glass tube in serious cases every 
three hours, in light cases three times a day 
of the natr. benzoic pulver. For grown peo- 
ple he preecribes for gargling a dilation of 
ten grammes of this pulver for 200 grammes 
of water. 
The effect of the remedy is rapid. After 

twenty-four or thirty-six hours the feverish 
symptoms disappear completely and the tem- perature and pulse become normal. This 
remedy was used also with the same sucoess 
by Dr. Braham Braun and Professor Klebs, 
in Prag; Dr. Senator, in Cassel and several 
others in Russia and Germany,

Latest accounts from Ireland would indi- 
cate that the arrests have had the effect of 
arresting to some extent the lawless utter- 
ances previously indulged in, and there seems 
reason to hope that the crisis has been reach- 
ed and the worst passed. Despatches of the 
24th says: — 

London newspapers of opposite political 
views, agree that the arrests of Davitt, Kil- 
led and Daly had the effect of reducing the 
anti-rent agitators to an abandonment of in- 
cendiary language in their speeches. The 
News thinks the agitation will Lenceforth 
become more disciplined and organized, while 
the Times anticipates that it will soon die 
out, as the audiences at the meetings will 
soon tire of listening to dull speeches. The 
only diequieting circumstances concerning 
the meeting at Balla, on Saturday, was the 
military order and discipline observed by the 
processionists which was evidently the result 
of training. A pastoral of Archbishop Me- 
Cabe, of Dublin, was read in all the Catholic 
Churches yesterday, declaring that all must 
take part in bearing the burden of bad har- 
vests in Ireland, but they must take care not 
to drive God from their side by a violation 
of His law. Unfortunately men proclaiming 
sympathy for the people are disseminating 
doctrines which, it pushed to a logical con- 
clusion, strike at the root of good faith and 
mutual confidence, 

Frox the St. Stephen Courier we learn 
that diphtheria has been prevailing to a fear- 
ful and alarming extent in St. James, Char- 
lotte County. Mr. Alexander Gibson lost 
five out of a family of six children ; Mr. Rob- 
ert Robinion lost three daughters; Mr. J. 
Turnbull lost two children. In all about 
fifty cases were treated of during the past six 
weeks. The correspondent giving the Cour- 
ter the above facts says, ‘* the disease was 
making rapid progress until the services of 
Dr. Rouse were secured. Under his prompt 
and skilful treatment the disease received a 
check, After his arrival none died except 
those ia whom death symptoms had already 
made their appearance.” 

WE hope it is the hard times and redue- 
tion of salaries which send so many teachers 
in St. John and other Towns in the Province 
to open private schools. There should be no 
necessity and no support for primary schools, 
if the public schools are what they should be. 
When the private schools are for teaching the 
higher or ornamental branches it is quite a 
different thing, and suggests discussion in 
another direction. 

It would seem, from hints given in the 
press, that Mr. D. Banks McKenzie has been 
made the target for some unkind and malevo- 
lent criticism. In order to do Mr. McKenzie 
Justice and prevent the slanders from injuring 
him abroad, the St. Croix Courier devotesan 
editorial to the vindication of Mr. McKenzie 
and the Reform Club adopted resolutions ex- 
preseing confidence in and gratitude to that 
gentleman in view of his arduous and success- 
ful labors in St. Stephen ; they speak of bis 
services as ‘‘ inestimable,” 

SoME recent utterances of the Finance Min- 
ister are supposed to indicate that a modifi- 
cation of the tariff, in some respects, will 
be considered. But then judging from the 
tone of some portion of the press most pro- 
nounced in favor of the N. P,, material 
change is not required, although so many 
manufacturers, sellers and buyers think the 
contrary. If Sir Leonard Tilley, after his late 
investigations thinks the tariff can be im- 
proved, we accept his judgement in preference 
to that of the papers referred to. 

WaiLE there seems to be a better feeling among 
our traders than there was a short time since, 
and while they are busier and the streets livelier 
with buyers as well as sellers of country pro- 
duce, we cannot record any marked increase in 
the prices of the latter with the exception of but- 
ter and eggs, although these prices compare fav- 
orably with the quotations in other markets, 
Our manufacturers, so far as we observe, ap- 

pear to be enjoying a lively trade and finding 
prompt sale for their several wares. 
On the whole, although this is the season of 

the year when, if ever, trade is brisk, we are dis- 
posed to think the indications are favorable to 
the belief that a substantial improvement is tak- 
ing place. 

GENERAL Warner, United States Consul 
at the port of St. Jobn, in his report states 
that the number emigrating from that city 
to the States is larger than at any time with- 
in the last 15 years. He says of the emi. 
grants that they are of a superior class of 
men, destined to make good citizens of the 
Republic.” Good for the United States ; 
not so satisfactory for the Province. 

WE regret to have to record the demise of 
an old friend and patron, John Robertson, 
E<q., who died at his residence, Cambridge, 
Queen’s Co., on the 16th inst, , aged 75 years, 
Mr. Robertson was one of the most enterpris- 
ing and progressive garden-farmers in the 
Province, He is one of a family of eleven, 
in which there had not been a death for 71 
years, and whose united ages makes 679 
years,

Cuarnes Francis Adams, Jr., in a recent 
book, gives the following statements reepect- 
ing the astonishing amount of railway traffic 
in London, Eng. :— 
The block system is of English origin, and 

it scarcely needs to be said that it was adopt- 
ed by the railroad corporations of that coun- 
try only when they were driven to it by the 
exigencies of their traffic. But for that 8y8- 
tem, indeed, the most costly portion of the 
tracks of the English roads must of necessity 
have been duplicated years ago, as their traf- 
fic bad fairly outgrown those appliances of 
safety which have even to this time been 
found sufficient in America. There were 
points, for instance, where 270 regular trains 
of one line alone passed daily. On the Lon- 
don and Northwestern there are more than 
60 through down trains, taking no account 
of local trains, each day passing over the 
same line of tracks, among which are express 
trains which stop nowhere, way trains which 
stop everywhere, express freight, way freight, 
mioeral trains and parcel trains,” On the 
Midland road there are nearly twice as many 
similar trains on each track.” On the Metro- 
politan Railway the average interval is 31 
minutes between trains. In one case points 
were mentioned where 270 regular trains of 
one line alone passed a given junction during 
each 24 hours—where 270 trains passed a 
single station, the regular interval between 
them being but five-eighths of a mile—where 
132 trains entered and left a single station 
during three hours of each evening every 
day, being one train in 82 seconds. In 1870 
there daily reached or left the six stations of 
the Boston roads, some 385 trains ; while 
no lees than 650 trains a day were in the 
same year received and dispatched from a 
single one of the London stations, On one 
single exceptional occasion, 1,111 trains, car- 
rying 145,000 persons, were reported as en- 
tering and leaving this station in the space of 
eighteen hours, being rather more than a 
train a minute. Indeed, it may well be 
questioned whether the world anywhere else 
turpishes an illustration so apt and dramatic 
of the great mechanical achievements of re- 
cent tiwes as that to be seen during the busy 
hours of any week-day from the signal and 
interlocking galleries which span the tracks 
a8 they enter the Charing Cross or Cannon 
street stations in London, Below and in 
front of the galleries the trains glide to and 
fro, coming suddenly into sight from beyond 
the bridges, and as suddenly disappearing— 
winding swiftly in and out, and at times 
four of them running side by side, on as 
many tracks, but in both directions—the 
whole making up a swiftly-shifting maze of 

| complex movement under the influence of 
which a head ubaccustomed to the sight, 
grows actually giddy. Yet it is all done so 
quietly and smoothly, with such an absence 
of haste and nervousness on the part of the 
stolid operators in charga, that it 1s not easy 
to decide which most to wonder at, the al- 
most inconceivable magnitude and despatch 
of the train movement, or the perfection of 
the appliances which make it possible. No 
man concerned in the larger management of 
railroads, who has not passed a morning in 
those London galleries, krows what it is to 
handle a great city’s traffic, 

The Foreign Times, replying to a letter of 
John Bright, says in rather vxcessive terms : 
The policy of the Canadian Government is 

not injurious but beneficial to the inhabitants 
of the Dominion, and 1f continued, it will be 
beneficial to the mother country and to Can- 
ada 1welf, luis false to assers that the Ca- 
nadians shut out the manufactures of Eog- 
land.

Coppers, whils living had purchased a 
family lot in Calvary Cemetery, where his 
mother, being a Catholic, had been buried. 
In his will he directed that his body be 
bu‘ied in this lot beside his mother, and he 
further directed that the funeral be under 
control of Freemasons and the services by 
some Protestant Episcopal Caurch, Although 
Coppers had paid the sum of seventy-five 
dollars for the lot, and after his death the 
undertaker paid seven dollars for digging a 
grave, when the funersl procession arrived 
the interment was forbidden by order of 
Vicar-Geperal Quinn and the Cemetery trus- 
tees, on the ground that the deceased was a 
Freemason. The result was this sction be- 
fore Judges Westbrook, The decision is very 
elaborate, but the judge utters no uncertain 
sound in stating his opinion that the receipt 
for money paid is a fee simple to the ground, 
and that the doe iines of ths Church cannot 
be interposed after the sale of the lot. He 
therefore, issued an order commanding the 
respondents to open the grave for which they 
received payment and permit the interment. 
In the ction sn injunction was asked to pre- 
vent the Church authorities from taking the 
remains from the vault and burying them 
elsewhere, Thisinjunction was alsogranted.

PoLiricAL ASPECTS IN Evroprr.—Many 
of cu contempories have begun to discourse 
very elaborateiy on the threatening aspects 
of sffuirs in Lucope. With them it has be. 
come a settled eonviction that trouble js gt 
hand. The relations of the different Powers 
they hold to be very unsettled, if not decided. 
lv antagonistic; and already some of them 
speak of the * war cloud” in Europe ss though 
there was a general armament of the nations, 
to be followed by an immediate outbreak of 
War. 

All this may look or sound very imposing 
but it is at the best very foolish. In the com- 

| plications of politics and governments it is, 
| of course, difficult to foresee clearly the jg 
sues of any negotiations, or the events of an 
[day ; and after the singular incidents of the 
| last two or three years it would be unwise 
to predicate too confidently a continuanes of 
peace. It does not, however, appear that the 
present aspects of events are rufficient to 
justify the dole ful opinions of one respectable 
irurnal that there are rumblings of the 
coming storm, which at any moment may 
burst forth, and convert vast regions of the 
enrth into a scene of carnage and blood.” 
The basis upon which such an opinion is 

founded affects almost entirely the milit \ 
condition and preparations of Russia. [i 
sa«ms to be a foregone conclusion that Rags. 
sia must be aggress_*® and warlike. Her re- 
lations with Great Britain and Germany are 
suid to be anything but cordial, Whether 

' rightly or not she is credited with a deter. 
mination to strenghthen her position in the 
Gast, and for that purpose will soon make an 
attack upon Afghanistan, Herat, and other 
places, where she will encounter the British 
forces, and when a decisive struggle will take 
place for British or Russian supremacy in the 
Fast. As to Germany, it is said that the 
Muscovite soldiers are anxious to measure 
swords with the Emperor's veterans, sd 
that Bismarck, with Austria and Britain “at 
his back, holds the winning cards. Tha con- 
clusions generaily ar/ t is, that Russia 
is virtually without/ATi*s, and that in the 
struggle which must ensue her power will 
be broken, and she will be prostrated in the 
dust. 
There may poseibly be come show of reason 

for some of these opinions; but they partake 
more of the nature of bold conjectures than 
of well grounded facts ; and the wisdom of 
pourtraying such gloomy pictures may be 
more than questioned. There is no general 
desire for war among the nations. The peo- 
ple are satiated with blood. They long for 
peace ; and whatever may be the ambitions 
and aims of rulers and their ministers any 
policy tending direetly towards war will be 
discountenanced, if not frustrated. This is 
especially the case in Great Britain, where 
the people ace more interested in a revival 
of trade, and the promotion of domestic 
prosperity, than in any further demonstra- 
tion of the spirited foreign policy for which 
the present Government have been go much 
applauded. 

It may be admitted that the relations at 
present existing between Russia, on the one 
hand, and Germany, Austria and Britain, on 
the other, are not so cordial as they might 
be. It seems to be a growing habit of Euro- 
pean statesmen to indulge in a lurking sus- 
picion of each other's motives and plans, 
There is an undisguised dislike of Russia, 
which in some instances amounts to a sort of 
dread. But there is no overt act of hostility 
on the part of any vation. Oa the ¢)ntra 
every Power is profuse in its demonstrations 
of friendly feeling. There is not one which 
does rot disclaim the idea of an antagonistic 
relation. The profession thus made should 
be accepted in good faith. Not even the ap- 
parent military preparations which are being 
carried on are opposed to this assumption. 
It has often been said that the surest guaran- 
tee of peace may be found in an effective pre- 
paration for war. There may be some covert 
design, some sinister motive, in the negotia- 
tions which have been conducted between 
Germany and Austria, for example, and in 
the vast addition which is being made to the 
armaments of all nations. But thess things 
do not necessarily portend war, There is 
really nothing to fight about, and public opi- 
nion in all lands is decidedly averse to war 
for mere honour and glory.—8. A. Journal,
