MUNICIPALITY OF VICTORIA COUNTY

Andover, July 2, 1879.

Council met in semi-Annual Session.—
Present, the Warden in the chair, Messrs.
Cameron, Porter, Armstrong, Lovely, Walk-
er, Day, Curless, McCluskey, Graham, Ever-
ett, McDougald. :

Minutes of last day of January session
read and approved ; previous to the vote for
approval, Mr. Day wished to call atten-
tion to one or two omissions. There appear-
ed on the minutes no notice of the passing of
the return of Highway Commissioners, Drum-
mond, Wm. Bryal, Jr., and J. R. Prince.—
Nor was there any notice of a motion that
passed, against his protest, to charge against
Drummond certain delinquent lists of 1873
and 1874. On this matter there bad been
considerable discussion, and he thooght the
Reporter should have noticed it.

Mr. McCluskey said it would appear from
the minutes that there bad been no definite
motions on these matters, and therefore the
Reporter could not be expected to report a
discussion.

The Warden said they could not expect
the Reporter to notice all desultory conver-
sations,

Secretary Treasurer said the reports refer-
red to bad no endorsation by the Warden to
show that they had passed, aud therefore had
not becn entered on the minutes.

On motion the minutes were now approved
as read.

On motion of Mr. Cameron, seconded by
Mr. McDougald—

Resolved, That Constable Street be em-
ployed to attend the present session of Uoun-
cil,

Mr. Cameron movel, seconded by Mr. Mc-
Doungald—

Resolved, Toat Mr, Street be paid $1.50
per day.

Mr. Day moved, seconded by Mr, Curless,
in amendment, that the pay be $1 25 per
day.

Mr. Lovely moved, seconded by Mr. Arm-
strong, in amendment to amendment, that
the pay be £1.00 per day. Amendment to
amendment passed.

Mr. McCluskey, from the committee ap-
pointed in January to revise the by-laws,
reported progress and asked leave to sit
again. Report received and leave granted.
The committee on public buildings at
Grand Falls presented the following :

To the Municipal Counci! of the Municipality
of Victoria:

The report of the committee appointed to
take care of the County buildings at Grand
Falls, within the said Municipality, is re-
spectfully submitted.

Your committee, 88 soon as possible after
their appointment, visited the County build-
ings at Grand Falls, and found the same va-
cant.

Having deemed it advisable to rent the
said building for a certain term, your com-
mittee leased it to one Leonard Wilson, under
& monthly tenancy, to cxpire the first day of
July, 1879, at and for the sum of two dol-
lars per month, which sum was paid to us at
the expiration of each and every month,
thereby contributing a small amount to the
County fund, which would not have been ob-
tained had your committee allowed the said
building to remain vacant.

Your commitee would respectfully submit
for your earnest and careful consideration
the fact that at the present time and since
the removal of the Shire Town from Grand
Falls to Andover there exists no lock-up or
gaol at the said Grand Falls, a necessity

Petition presented from M. McCluskev, for
tavern license for his premises, Grand Falls,
for 6 months.

This petition was in the first place for a
year, but the Council was indisposed to de-
part from the decision come to in January
last, in view of the probability of the Per-

Government of New Brunswick by the late
County ot Victoria, and to suggest to you the
propriety of moving in the ordinary way at
the next meeting of the Municipal Council
for the appointment of a committee to confer
with a like committee to be appointed by the
Municipal Council of Madawaska, upon the
subject, with a view to an amlcablg adjust-
ment of the matter and the early reimburse-
ment of the Provincial Government.

This suggestion, however, is w}mlly for
the consideration of your Council; but 1
must earnestly impress upon you the neces-
sity of closing these matters at an early day.

The Warden explained that when the
County was incorporated, a magistrate for
each Parish was appointed to confer and a
schedule of the indebtedness of each parish
was prepared. This schedule he thought be
had in his possession at home. Madawaska
was then deeply in debt to the County, but
repudiated the debt and since its eeparation
from Vietoria County bas eontinued to re-
pudiate it, The government now claimed
from Vietoria County the amount of $1700,
the whole of the indebtednesg, bccause it was
incarred previous to the division of the Coun-
ties, and was not provided for at the eepura-
tion. He thought Mr. MoCluekey would
know allabout it.

Mr, McCluskey explained that at the time
the school law came in force, Madawaska
formed part ot Victoria County. Thirty cents
per head was assessed for school movey for
which the County was responsible annually.
The result was that Madawaska would pot
accept and work under the law and there-
fore repudiated the taxes imposed under it,
and the only portion collected was from the
lower part of St. Leonards parish, It was
suggested, about the time the Counties were
to be divided, that a conference should be
beld before separation and the matter eettled.
The whole of the balance now claimed accrued
in and was due by the now County of Mada-
waska. As to who, now, was entitled to pay
the amount he was not quite prepared to say.
Certain it was that the government had been
dilatory and allowed the matter to slip and
now they look to us because the debt was in-
curred in the name of Vietoria County. Be-
fore he (Mr. McC.) would consent to pay the
amount, he must insist upon a thorough in-
vestigation.

The Warden was understoud to say that
Madawaska refused to pay any taxes because
the amount of the assessment properly belong-
ing to and levied for school purposes could
not be ascertained. The loan was made to
meet the balf year's drafts for the first year
of the school law.

Mr. McOluskey referred to a time when he,
being treagurer of the County, refused to pay

Mr. Armstrong said his first impression
was that Mr. Watson had a right to come
here for relief, but now, as he read the law,
concluded that he shou!d have first applied

Mr, Porter said that be had no wish to op-
pose the Councillors for Drummond, but the
petitioner is not applying to that Parish but
to the County, and if the mnoney is refunded
and charged to Drummond, tke County
would have to wait some time for the amount.

Mr. Graham explained how the residents
at Grand Falls suffered owing to the unre-
straived license of drunken and unruly indi-
viduals, to take care of whom, in a legal way,
there was no place provided,

Mr. Day said it was very necessary to have
such an arrangement as that soughtat Grand
Falls. It was a central place and the lock-up
there might be a convenience to many other
parishes. Persons came to the Falls from
surrounding places and from the oiher side
of theriver to trade. Comingdry some of them
got prettyfwet before they were ready to go
home and became very boisterous and trouble-
some. And things would grow worse there
if there was not some means adopted of re-
straining those viciously inclined,and punish-
ing or at least putting them out of the wa
ot doing harm, which now could not be done
without incurring the expense of bringing
them down to Andover.

Mr. Porter remarked that possibly the ex-
pense of providing a lock-up might excceed
and over balance the advantages anticipated
from it.

Mr. McCluskey eaid he was not so much
casrying out his own views as the strong idea
of ninety-nime one hundredths of the people
in the upper part of the County, in bringing
this matter before the Council. He came
here instructed by his constituents, not to be
a favor but to demand a right and hesubmitted
this resolution as declaring that right, A lit-
tle while ago when Andover required or some
of the people here thought certain public in-
stitutions were required here, they did not
agk from the Council what they required and
submit to its decision, but, by a high banded

Now the people were ex-
poeed to insult and disturbance ; their pro-
perty wag imperilled aud they were compel-
led either to watch all night to protect them-
selves and property or to make sheep-houses
of their houses by allowing ingress to drunk-
ards in order to get them off the streets. The
only other alternative being, at great incon-
venierce and expense, to bring the parties
down to Andover, He bad hoped and still
hoped to ree the Permissive Liquor Law in
force in Victoria County, and that would
make things betier by stopping the sale of
liquor among and its indulgence by our own
people, but it was not for these the lock-up
was wanted, but for outsiders who came to
the Town and there created disturbance. Mr.
McCluskey was understood to say that be did
Dot expect to live to see the Liquor Law
adopted in Madawaska, and while their
peighbors could get liquor, they at the Falls
would have to suffer the consequences.

Mr. Porter, while admitting that poseibly
there was some show of justice in the claim
set up, could not endorse the assertion that
Grand Falls could demand a lock-up asa
positive right. He did not know that every
Parish had a right to a lock-up at the ex-
pense of the County, although such an estab-
lishment in every Parish would be a conven-
ience. He did not know for himself that a
lock-up was wanted very badly at Grand
Falls, though possibly it was neceseary there.
The time was, and for a long time too, when
there was no lock-vp at Andover, and they
got aloog very well without one. This was
a matter for the Bouard to consider, not mere-
ly as affectipg Grand Falls, but as one in
which the financial interests of the whole
County was concerned,

Mr. Graham thought that instead of the
establishment proving expensive to the County
it would really save expense and pay. The
idea was simply to uee that part of "the old
gaol, which was not now in use, and the man
who occupied that building would do the ne-
cessary work for the rent. He was satisfied
that tbe members of this Board understood
the needs of Grand Falls on this matrter, and
bad too much sound sense to refuse what
was asked or to view it in a one sided man-
ner,

Mr. Curless said that at certain seasons of
the year the Falls was visited by stream driv-
ers and others, of a class of persons who were
reckless, eepecially when under the ivfluence
of strong drink; there were times when,
from the presence of drunken men, it was
unsafe for a respectable woman to be on the
streets, and it was scarcely possible at pres-
ent in such cases to preserve the peace or pro-
tect the property of the people. If a place
was provided in which the violators of order
could be imprisoned until they became sober,
much of the present difficalty would be avoid-
ed. If the old gaol was used there would be
no additional expense entailed, but be belicved
a saving to the County would be effected.—
And they were suffering for the relief that
was now sought. 1t should be remembered
that at Grand Falls is a larger community
than at Andover, and there are more rum
shops there, and under these circumstances
tbe people were only asking their rights, un-
lees they were regarded, as some seemed dis-
posed yesterday to regard the Indians, as
outside the pale and protection of law, He
wished it to be understood that it was the
floating rather than the permanent popula-
tion of Grand Falls against whose lawless-
ness they had to provide.

Mr. Armstrong said, referring to Mr.
Grabam’s idea, that they might convert a
portion of the old gaol into a lock-up; that
a8 it now stands that gaol was too expensive
a building to devote to such a purpose. It
was right to consider the matter well. It
would seem from the statements made that
owing to the crime at Grand Falls, some-
thing of the kind sought was wanting, but
he did not think the people of the County
were prepared to give up the gaol altogether

He wes told, that Jast year a petition was
banded to Mr. Armetrong from inbabitants
of a certain district in Perth, asking for a by-
law to prohibit cattle, &c., from running at
large. That petition never came before the
Council ; hence this enquiry.

Mr. Armstrong said that he, last winter,
received two petitions from inhabitants of the
district referred to, the one asking that cat-
tle be prohibited, the other, and this most
numerously signed, asking that cattle be not
prohibited, and under these circumstances
both Mr. Lovely and himself thought it best
not to move in the matter, but let the people
among themselves become more united in
Op"\l()n.

Messrs, Day, Lovely aud Curless entered
further into explanations on the subject, and
the conversation dropped,
_ Secretary Treasurer submitted the follow-
ing by-law, which on motion of Mr. Porter,
seconded by Mr. Lovely, was ordered to be

They had heard to-day the posi-
tion Grand Falls is in, how, near the bound-
ary of both Maine and ;Madawaska, they
were exposed to thoee coming from those
places to the Falis who were inclined to
drunkenness, and to the rowdyism of lumber-
men and stream drivers passing through ;
they bad been told that both person and pro-
perty were in danger, and still a majority of
the Council had just refuced a just claim,
Mr. Porter said he had sustained the mo-
tion yesterday, but did it bastuly, and the
more he thought about it the less be felt jue-
tified in bis conecience. He could not see
why Grand Falls, more than any other Par-
ish, should have a lock-up. There were
plenty of other Counties larger than this
that bas but one lock-up and gaol, and be-
fore Madawaska was separated one gaol was
sufficient. 'Why could they not exist as An-
dover did so long without & lock-up; he did
not believe the criminal business of the
County was so great as to warrant this ad-
ditional expense, or to make two lock ups ne-
cessary. They were no further from the gaol
than Andover was for many years. It was
evident if they had a lock up, 1t must be fur-
nished with stoves and other furniture, and
there must be a keeper, and coneequently the
Uounty expenees would be increased,and that
to a greater extent, he believed, than the ad-
vantages to be derived.

Mr. McCluskey could not eay he wss much
surprised at the evidence of selfishness juet
given. He did not care if Mr. Porter had
cbanged his mind since yesterday; sowe minds
were 80 teeble as to be easily changed. That
gentleman bad eaid that when the Uounty was
larger an additional lock-up was not needed,
[t would be remembered that as soon as the
Counties were divided Andover went clan-
destinely to the L-gislature and secured
an order for a lock-up bere, and got a man-
trap established. Perbaps Mr. Porter was
not over burdened with conscience. The talk
about expense and the objsctions in this case
arose only because Girand Falls was interest-
ed. He would continue to do his duty, how-
ever, while he had a seat at that Board, as
bhe had always done his daty in this matter.
The Warden here reminded the Board that
a motion to reconsider was not debatable.
Mr. Day asked to be allowed to express
his views, Ile was surprised at the action to-
day, because yesterday the Council g0 unani-
mously expressed themselves in favor of the
principle. Mr. Porter had signed the report
0 favor yesterday and now voted against it,
and how, he asked, would this display of in-
consistenoy look when the proceedings were
reported and published.

Mr. Porter rose to order. Mr. Day had
not seen him sign any report about this mat-
ter.

Mr. Day: as there was shown such good
feeling yesterday, as it had been shown there
need be no expenee to the County involved
and as the ecessity for a lock-up at the Falls
had been so clearly shown, he thought of
course the steps to give effect to yesterday’s
action would be cheerfully taken.

Mr. Grabam said, referring to the objec-
tion on the score of expense, that stoves were
not usually put into cells, and if it would
add to the County expenses one dollar, he
would pot consent to it but would vote againet
it. But the necessity was evident; there
would be no expeunse, the building is already
there and he believed that if members would
look at the matter fairly and squarely they
would all vote for it.

Mr. Day took the chair to allow the War-
den to make some explanations with regard to
a difference of opinivn between bimeelf and
bis colleague, as to the appointment of a by-
road commissioner for Gordon, additional to
those mentioned in the list submitted in Janu-
ary, bat as it was found that the Jaw only
allowed three commissioner to be appointed
the January list was allowed to stand.

Mr. Walker also gave an explanation.

Mr. Day appealed to the Council in the
matter of a disagreement between himself and
his colleague about the expenditure ot money
desired by the Jatter on a portion of road not
laid out or recorded and through ungranted
land. He, Mr. Day, was desirous of doip
everything proper to assist all the settlers in
his parish and his aim had always been to so
divide the road money as to give every settle-
menta fair shareaccordin g to its requirements;
but this proposed expenditure was illegal, to
prove which he read from the statute. The
Council under the circumstance, he contend-
